Pursuant to RSA 21-P:43, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Safety to enter into grant agreements in
substantially similar form and format to tiie attached documents with the municipalities listed below for a total amount
of $1 17,378.06 from the Homeland Security Grant Program.

EXPLANATION

These local grant awards are part of the FFY 2021 Homeland Security Grant Program from the U.S. Department of
Hotneland Security (DHS/FEMA)) and support anti-terrorism related training, exercises, and equipment for First
Responders statewide. Training and equipment represented in this item are specific to established teams that can
undertake mission areas of prevention, response, or recovery including water related terrorist linked catastrophes and

rescues. This investment is specific local enhancements under the DI IS/FEMA criteria of strengthening Chemical,
Biological, Radiological, Nuclear and Explosives (CBRNE) detection, response, and decontamination capabilities
and critical infrastructure protection.

The New Hampshire Department of Safety is the only entity eligible to submit FISGP applications to DMS/FEMA,
including those applications submitted on behalf of all eligible New Hampshire local and Slate applicants. State
Administrative Agencies (SAA) are required to pass-through at least 80% of SHSP funding to local or tribal units of
government. Tlie Homeland Security grant allocation plan is determined by a DHS/FEMA directed advisoi7
committee composed of primarily of New Hampshire Local and aligned State First Responders on an annual basis.
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This group also reviews the competitive applications and recommends awards annually in line with DHS/FEMA
requirements.

Due to the time required to fully execute and accept funding at the county and municipal level, combined with the
timing of future Governor and Executive Council meetings, the Department of Safety requests authorization to enter
into the grant agreements noted above using the grant agreement form attached to this request. Governor and
Executive Council approval of this authorizing item will permit grant agreements to become effective after being
hilly executed and accepted at the county and municipal level, without requiring further action by the Governor and
Executive Council. These agreements will remain subject to a review of form and execution by the Attorney GeneraPs
Office prior to final execution.

Midway Funds or General Funds will not be used should Federal Funds become unavailable.

The purpose of the FY 2021 HSGP is to support state and local efforts to prevent terrorism and other catastrophic events and
to prepare the Nation for the threats and hazards that pose the greatest risk to the security of the United States.

This HSGP award consists of State
Homeland Security Program (SHSP) funding in the amount of $4,602,500, and Operation Stonegarden (OPSG) funding in the
amount of $180,000. The following counties shall receive OPSG subawards for the following amounts: Coos, $180,000. These
grant programs fund a range of activities, including planning, organization, equipment purchase, training, exercises, and
management and administration across all core capat^llties and mission areas.
