REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Administrative Services to enter into a Retroactive Sole Source
contract -with Impact Fire Services, LLC, (VC# 299934) Hudson, NH, for a total price not to exceed
$131,694.00 for the upgrading of the building fire alarm system. The term of the contract shall begin on
January 3, 2023, and end on June 30, 2023, effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100%

EXPLANATION

In accordance with RSA 21-1:12, II B, the Department of Administrative Services, Division of
Plant and Property Management is responsible to “provide for the general maintenance of state-owned
buildings and grounds, except as otherwise provided by law.” The Division of Plant and Property
Management maintains 91 state owned buildings located throughout the state.

As background, the fire alarm system at the Rockingham County Courthouse, the largest
courthouse in the State’s portfolio at 100,000 SF, has had chronic and critical issues resulting in numerous
fire alarm activations and disruption of operations at the Courthouse. Due to the age of the current
system, original to the building constructed in 1996, the statewide fire alarm contractor is unable to obtain
parts to repair the existing fire alarm system. There is an ongoing concern that the fire alarm contractor
will not be able to reset the fire alarm system if it is activated again which would require the State to
provide a 24-hour manned fire watch until the firc alarm system is put back in service or replaced.
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Although the Rockingham County Courthouse was included in a FY 22/23 Capital Project to
replace 11 courthouse fire alarm panels/systems (Project #81248), the dire condition at Rockingham
County Courthouse requires immediate action vs. including it as part of the larger DPW project.

At present, Impact Fire Services, LLC, has a statewide contract to provide repair and maintenance
services for the current fire alarm system and we are requesting sole source to facilitate the timely
replacement of the fire alarm system and a smooth transition should problems arise during the
replacement of the existing fire panel and associated devices.

This request is retroactive because time is of the essence and we needed to order the new fire

alarm panel and associated devices urgently so that our contractor may begin to install the new fire alarm
system as soon as the new fire panel and devices are received. The estimated time for this is four weeks.

2. SERVICES TQ BE PERFORMED., The Swte of New
Hampshire, acting through the agency tdentificd 1 block 1.1
(“Stae™), cngages conwractor identified in block 13
(“Contracior™) 1o perform, and the Contracior shall perform, the
work or sale of goods, or both, identified and more particularly
described in the attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated
herein by reference (“Services™).

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.
3.1 Noiwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Exccutive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shali
become effective on the date the Govermor and Executive
Council approve this Agreement as indicated 1w block 1.17,
unless no such approval is required, in which case the Agrecment
shall become cffective on the date the Agreement is signed by
the State Agency as shown in block 1.13 (“Effective Date™).

3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior Lo the
Efiective Date, zll Services performed by the Contractor prior to
the Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the
Conlractor, and in the event that this Agreement does not become
cffective, the State shall have no liability to the Contracter,
including without limitation, any obligation to pay the
Contractor for any costs incurred or Services performed.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the

- contrary, “all obligations of the State hercunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are
contingent upon the availability and continued appropriation off

. funds affected by any state or federal legislative or exccutive
action that reduces, climinates or otherwise modifies the
appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in
part, In no cvent shall the Statc be liable for any payments
hereunder in excess of such available appropriated funds. In the
event of a reduction or termination of appropriated funds, the
State shall have the right to withhold payment untit such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination.

5.2 The payment by the State of the contract prce shall be the
only and the complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all
expenses, of whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the
performance hereof, and shall be the only and the complete
compensation to the Contractor for the Services. The State shall
have no liability 1o the Contractor other than the contract price.
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3.3 The State reserves the right 1o offset from any amounts
othenwise payable 1o the Contracier under this Agreement those
liquidaled amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 867
through RSA 80:7-c or any other provision of law.

5.4 Notwithslanding any provision in this Agreemeni 1o the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS

7. PERSONNEL.

otherwise authorized to do so under all applicable laws.

7.2 Unless otherwise authorized in writing, during the term of
this Agrcement, and for a period of six {(6) months afier the
Completion Date in block 1.7, the Contractor shall not hire, and
shall not permit any subcontractor or othér person, firm or
corporation with whom it is engaged in a cambined effort ta
perform the Services to hire, any person who is a State employee
or official, who is materially involved in the procurement,
administration or performance of this Agreement.  This
provision shall survive termination of this Agreement.

7.3 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or his or her
successor, shall be the State’s representative. In the event of any
disputc concerning the interpretation of this Agreement, the
Contracting Officer’s decision shall be final for the State.

8. CVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.2.1 give the Contractor a wrilten notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of
a greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) days from the
date of the notice; and if the Event of Defaull is not timely cured,
terminate this Agreement, cffective two (2) days aficr giving the
Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor a writlen notice specifying the Event of

Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordening that the portion of the contract price
which would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the
period (rom the date of such notice until such time as the State
determnines that the Contractor has cured the Event of Default
shall never be paid to the Contractor;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a writien nolice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may
owe to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of
any Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the
Agreement and pursuc any of its remedics at law or in‘equity, or
both. '

8.3. No failure by the State to enforce any provisions hereof afier
any Event of Default shatl be deemed a waiver of its rights with
regard to that Event of Default, or any subsequent Event of
Default. No express failure to enforce any Event of Default shall
be deemed a waiver of the right of the State 10 enforce each and
all of the provisions hereof upon any further or other Event of
Default on the part of the Contractor.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or
in part, by thirty (30) days writen notice to the Contractor that
the State is exercising its oplion to terminale the Agreement.

9.2 In the event of an carly termination of this Agreement for
any reason other than the completion of the Services, the
Contractor shall, at the State’s discretion, deliver to the
Contracting Officer, not later than fifteen (15) days afier the date
of termination, a report {"Termination Report”} describing in
detzil all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to
and including the date of termination, The farm, subject matter,
content, and number of copies of the Termination Report shall
be identical to those of any Final Report deseribed in the attached
EXHIBIT B. In addition, at the State's discretion, the Contractor
shall, within 15 days of notice of early termination, develop and
subimit to the Statc a Transition Plan for services under the
Agreement,

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/
PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “data” shali mean all
information and things devcloped or obtaincd during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agrecment, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulac, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, noles
lelters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received from
the State or purchased with funds provided for thai purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.

10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed by N.H. RSA
chapter 91-A or other existing law. Disclosure of data requires
prior written approval of the State,

11, CONTRACTOR’S RELATION TO THE STATE. Inthe
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects
an independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an
employec of the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers’ compensation or
other emolurnents provided by the State to its employees,

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.
12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice, which

~. shall be provided to the Statc at least {ificen (15) days prior to

the assignment, and a written consent of the State. For purposes
of this paragraph, a Change of Control shall constitute
assignment, “Change of Control” means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaclion or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the
dircct or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or morc of the
voting shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting
power of the Contractor, or (b} the sale of all or substantially all
of the assets of the Contractor.

12.2 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the
Coniractor without prior written notice and consent of the Stalc.
The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and assignment
agreemnents and shall not be bound by any provisions contained
in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it is not a

party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. Unless otherwise exempted by law,
the Contractor shall indemnify and hold harmiess the State, its
officers and employecs, from and against any and al} ¢laims,
liabilities and costs for any personal injury or property damages,
patent or copyright infringement, or other claims asserted against
the State, its officers or cmployces, which anisc out of {or which
may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omission of the
Contractor, or subcontractors, including but not limited to the

" negligence, reckless or intentional conduci. The State shali not
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be liable for any costs incurred by the Contractar arising under
this paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the sovereign
immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
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State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive ihe
termination of this Agreement.

14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole cxpensc, obtain and
continuously maintain in {orce, and shall rcquirc any
subcontractor or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the
following insurancc:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims
of bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not
less than 51,000,000 per occurrcnce and $2,000,000 aggregate
or excess; and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all property
subject-to subparagraph 10.2 hercin, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the property.

14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be
on policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State
of New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and
issucd by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.

14.3 The Contractor shall fumish to the Contracting Officer
identificd in block 1.9, or his or her successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agrecment.
Contractor shall also fumish to the Contracting Officer identified
in block 1.9, or his or her successor, certificate(s) of insurance
for all renewal(s) of insurance required under this Agreement no
later than ten (10} days prior to the cxpiration date of each
insurance policy. The certificate(s) of insurance and any
renewals thereof shall be attached and are incorporated herein by
reference.

15. WORKERS’ COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies
and warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt
from, the requirernents of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A (“Workers’
Compensation™).

15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements
of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and
require any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain,
payment of Workers' Compensation in connection with
aclivitics which the person propoeses to undertake pursvant to this
Agreement. The Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, proof of Workers'
Compcnsation in the manner described in N.H. RSA chapter
281-A and any applicable renewal(s) thercof, which shall be
attached and are incorporated herein by reference. The State
shall not be responsible for payment of any Workers'
Compensation premiums or for any other claim or benefit for
Contractor, or any subconractor or ¢employee of Contractor,
which might arise under applicable State of New Hampshire
Workers' Compensation laws in conpection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hercto to the other party
shall be deemed 1o have been duly delivered or given at the time
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of mailing by cenified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States
Post Office addressed to the partics at the addresses given in
blocks 1.2 and 1.4, herein,

17. AMENDMENT. This Agrcement may be amended, waived
or discharged only by an instrumen! in writing signed by the
patties hereto and only afier approval of such amendment,
waiver or discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of
the State of New Hampshire unless no such approval is required
under the circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

18. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. This Agreement shall
be governed, interpreted and construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of New Hampshire, and is binding upon and
inures o the benefit of the parties and their respective successors
and assigns. The wording used in this Agreement is the wording
chosen by the parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule
of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
Any actions arising out of this Agreement shall be brought and
maintained in New Hampshire Superior Court which shall have
exclusive junisdiction thercof.

19. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict
between the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT
A) and/or attachments and amendment thereof, the terms of the
P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereio do nol intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such bencfit.

21. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement arc
for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions sct forth in the attached EXHIBIT A arc incorporated
herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a count of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

24. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
cxecuied in a number of counterparts, each of which shal) be
deemed 2n original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject marter
hereof.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

1. The Contractor shall “furnish, instalt and program a new nonproprietary addressable fire
alarm system” at the Rockingham County Courthouse, 10 Route 125, Brentwood, NH.

2. The term of this contract shail be from January 3, 2023, through June 30, 2023.

3. The term “furnish, install and program a new nonproprietary addressable fire alarm system”,
as used above shall include all supervision, materials, supplies, equipment, labor, and
transportation necessary for the successful completion of the work under the terms and
conditions contained herein,

4. The Contractor shall furnish, install, and program the new nonproprietary addressable fire
alarm system as described herein, and on the plans attached by reference. The fire atarm
panel shall be a "Silent Knight Panel,” by Honeywell (Fire Pane! and voice evac Panel) or
equivalent as approved by the State. The Scope of Work is as follows:

a. Mark all power, addressable loop, and NAC wiring in the obsolete fire panel(s) to prep
them for removal.

b. Remove the existing fire alarm panel(s) voice evacuation and remote panels.

c. Supply, install, and program a new, non-proprietary, addressable fire alarm pane! with
onboard digital communicator.

d. Supply and install new surge suppressors for the main panel power and the
underground wiring between the main building and the fire pump house.

e. Supply and install a new audio evacuation panel including remote panel in the lower-
level secunty control center.

f. Reconnect all power, addressable loop, and NAC wiring in the new panels.

g. Connect LED drive modules 1o operate the existing graphic zoned annuncialor.

h. Remove and replace 18 existing smoke detectors with new addressable units and
provide 2-wire terminal blocks and covers on 147 unneeded locations.

i. Remove and replace 30 manual pull stations with new addressable units.

J.  Remove and replace 3 existing heat detectors with new addressable units and provide
2-wire terminal blocks and covers on 205 unneeded locations.

k. Remove and replace 20 existing duct detectors with new addressable units along with
relays, test switches and sample tubes.

I.  Rewire existing duct detector test switches from 2 to 4 wire as required.

m. Remove and replace 34 existing relay modules for HVAC shutdown, elevator recall, fan
control etc.

n. Remove and replace 20 single and 1 dual monitor module for the building sprinkler
system and fire pump house.

o. Remove and replace 103 speaker strabe units with new multi-candela devices
compatible with the new fire alarm system.

p. Remove and replace 42 multi-candela strobe only devices with devices compatible with
the new system.

g. Locate and change all end of line resistors.

r. Provide miscellaneous electrical supplies as required.

s. Test the entire new fire alarm system including interlocks to HVAC, elevator, fire

suppression system and fire pumps.

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. Provide labor for State Fire Marshal/local fire depariment test of the entire fire alarm
system.

u. Provide 1 year warranty (parts and labor) for the new fire alarm system.

v. Provide 1 year warranty on the new field devices and installation labor.

5. The Contractor shall complele the removal and installation of the fire alarm systemin a
phased approach while always maintaining a working fire alarm system.

6. The Contractor shall complete the installation of the new fire alarm system on or before April
30, 2023.

7. Al work performed shall be scheduled by the State Project Manager from the Department of
Administrative Services.

8. All work shall be completed from 7:00 AM to 4:00 PM unless prior arrangements are made in
advance with the State Project Manager with the exception of 48 hours of work to be performed
after hours. :

9. The Contractor shall conduct their work to interfere as little as possible with State business.
They shall at their own expense, wherever necessary or required, furnish safety devices, and
take such other precautions as may be necessary lo protect life and property.

10. The Contractor agrees that any damage or injury to building, material and equipment or to
the other property caused by the Contractor during the performance of these services shall be
repaired at their own expense except replacing or patching ceiling tiles, sheetrock or performing
any painting. RN g

11. The Contractor shall notify the State Project Manager of any maintenance related issues
that are discovered while performing the work.

12. The Contractor shall obtain alt permits, schedule inspections and be on site during
inspections.

13. The Contractor shall give all notices and comply with all applicable laws, ordinances, rules,
regulations, and lawful orders of any public authority bearing on the safety of persons or
property or their protection from damage, injury, or loss.

t4. The Contractor shall initiate, maintain, and supervise all safety precautions and programs in
connection with the work. The Contractor shall provide the necessary equipment and comply
with all City, State and or Federal safety regulations.

13. The Contactor shall also be aware of laws and regulations relating to hazardous materials
that may be encountered during construction operations. The health and safety of employees,
the general public, and the potential of damage to the overall environment is possible if
hazardous materials are not recognized, reported, and the appropriate action taken to dispose
of, remove from the site, or otherwise contain the possible contaminants,

16. If any abnormal condition is encountered or exposed that indicates the presence of a

hazardous material or toxic waste, construction operations shall be immediately suspended in
the project area and the State Project Manager notified. No further work shall be conducted
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in the area of the contaminated material until the site has been invesligated and the State has
given approval to continue the work in the area. The Contractor shall fully cooperate with the
State and perform any remedial work as directed. ‘

17. Prior to the start of any work on site, the Contractor is required to provide criminal records
from the Department of Safety, Division of State Police Criminal Records section for all their
employees, all subcontractor employees and other related personnel who will be physically
required to work at the Rockingham County Courthouse. Anyone with a criminal history, other
that traffic violations that have not been annulled will not be allowed to work at the project site.
The Contractor shall be required to restrict entrance of their personnel into the Courthouse
house and allow entrance only to authorized personnel with proper identification.

18. The Contractor shall provide adequate supervision of their employees to ensure complete
and satisfactory performance of all work in accordance with the terms of the contract.

23. The Contractor shall perform all the work and furnish afl the materials, tools, equipment, and
safety devices necessary to perform in the manner and within the time hereinafter specified.
The Contraclor shall complete the entire work to the satisfaction of the State and in accordance
with the Specifications herein mentioned, at the price herein agreed upon and fixed, therefore.
All the work, labor furnished under this contract, shall be done, and furnished strictly pursuant to,
and in conformity with the specifications described herein, and the directions of the State
representatives as given from time to time during the progress of the work, under the terms o
this contract. :

24. The Contractor shail adequately secure and protect their own tools, equiprent,

materials, and supplies. The State assumes no liability for any damage, theft, or negligent
injury to the Contractor's properly or to the property of their employees, agents or

approved sub-contractors.
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25. Contractor shall take all responsibility for the work under this contract; for the protection of
the work; and for preventing injuries to persons and damage to property and utilities on or about
the work. They shall in no way be relieved of their responsibility by any right of the State to give
permission or issue orders relating to any part of the work; or by any such permission given on
orders issued or by failure of the State to give such permission or issue such orders. The
Contractor shall bear all losses resulting to him or to the State on account of the amount or
character of the work, or because of the nature of the area in or on which the work is done
differed from what was estimated or expected, or account of the weather, elements, or other
causes.

26. The Contractor shall be responsible to the State for the acts and omissions of their
employees, subcontractors and their agents and employees and other persons performing any
of the work under a contract.

27. All work shall be done in such a manner as not to interfere with the State’s operating
functions. The Contractor and their employees shall familiarize themselves and comply with all
rules and regulations applicable to each project.

28. The work staff shall consist of qualified persons completely familiar with the products and
equipment they shall use. The Contracting Officer may require the Contractor to dismiss from
the work such employees as deems incompetent, careless, insubordinate, or otherwise
objectionable, or whose continued employment on the work is deemed to be contrary to the
public interest or'inconsistent with the best interest of security and the State.

28. The Contractor or their personnel shall not represent themselves as employees or-agents of
the State. ' )

30. While on State property, employees shall be subject to the control of the State, but under no
circumstances shall such persons be deemed to be employees of the State.

31. The State will;

a) Provide the Contractor with all pertinent infarmation regarding the requirements for this
contract within two (2) working days of receiving a request for information from the
Contractor.

b) Examine any documents submitted by the Contractor and rendering decisions pertaining
thereto promptly to avoid delay in the progress of the Contractor's work.
