EXPLANATION

Approval of the enclosed ten-year lease agreement will authorize the Bureau of Court Facilities to
continue renting the premises for the 6^-Circuit-District Division-Hillsborough Courthouse located at 15
^trim Road, Hillsborough NH. The courthouse has been in this space for the past ten years, which
features one courtroom, public service counters, ample parking, circulation space and a holding area. This
ten-year lease agreement is a sole source contract as courthouse leases are exempt from the competitive
RFP requirements.

The ̂ ual rent in year one is, $63,032.64 or $15.04 per square foot and is a gross lease which
includes utilities site maintenance. The average lease cost per square for the Bureau of Court
Facilities is approximately $15.00. The total amount of rent paid under the terms of this agreement shall
not exceed $690,189.82. Additional cost is estimated as $11,449.02 annually for Janitorial services.
