REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Transportation to retroactively amend Contract #4008480 with Stantec Consulting
Services, Inc., Auburn, NH, Vendor #174802, for Part B2 preliminary and final design of improvements to the
Craftsman Lane/Boston Post Road and NH 101A, from Boston Post Road to Continental Boulevard intersections in the
Town of Merrimack, by extending the completion date from the previously amended date of December 31, 2022, to
December 31, 2023, effective upon Governor and Council approval. The original Agreement was approved by Governor
and Council on December 6, 2017. Time extension only, no additional funding.

EXPLANATION

This item is retroactive due to staffing resources and priorities which extended the time required to complete the
contract adjustments.

On December 6, 2017, the Governor and Council authorized the subject agreement (Item # 10) in the amount of
$461,469.18 for preliminary and final design of the subject agreement. The objective of the project is for improvements
to the Craftsman Lane/Boston Post Road and NH 101A from Boston Post Road to Continental Boulevard intersections
in the Town of Merrimack.

The purpose of this time extension amendment is to allow the consultant sufficient time to complete utility relocation
coordination. The coordination to secure additional verification information from the utilities and determine an
acceptable aerial pole layout, as well as extended ROW negotiations, has delayed the project approximately two years
beginning from the time of the initial relocation requests to the present. The Ad Date is currently scheduled for May
2023 but will be dependent on the timeliness of this process. The requested time extension will allow the Department
time to complete the final design and coordinate with each section. The work is approximately 80% complete with
sufficient available funds remaining.

This Agreement has been approved by the Attorney General as to form and execution. The Department has verified that
the necessary funds are available. Copies of the fully executed Agreement are on file at the Secretary of State's Office
and the Department of Administrative Services and following Governor and Council approval will be on file at the
Department of Transportation.

It is respectfully requested that authority be given to amend this Agreement for consulting services as outlined above.
