EXPLANATION
Accounting Unit 78870000, Conservation Law Enforcement, class 103, Contracts for Operational
Services, is being increased by 535,000 to pay for the development cost of creating a process that will prohibit
customers from purchasing hunting and fishing licenses if they are under suspension from any state. Thisis a
requirement as part of the Interstate Wildlife Violators Compact.

Accounting Unit 21320000, Hatcheries, class 020, Current Expense, is being increased by $120,000 to
cover the significant increase in cost for fish food. Due to mandates to create a lower phosphorous discharge in
fish waste, the department is feeding a lower phosphorous food, which is considerably more expensive than
traditional fish food.

Class 023, Heat, Electricity & Water, is being increased by $75,000 to cover the cost of the significant
increase in utility costs at all of our six hatchery facilities. The current budgeted amount of $279,133 is
insufficient to pay for the costs of utilities through the remainder of the fiscal year.

Class 103, Contracts for Operational Services, is being increased by $30,000 to cover the contractual
costs of having the water tested at our six fish hatcheries. The contract cost increased significantly over this
fiscal year but when developing the current biennial budget, this increase in costs was unknown.

Accounting Unit 21600000, Facility Maintenance, class 023, Heat, Electricity & Water, is being increased
by $20,000 to cover the cost of the significant increase in utility costs at our Headquarters facility in Concord and
our four Regional Offices throughout the State of New Hampshire. The current budgeted amount of $50,000 is
insufficient to pay for the costs of utilities through the remainder of the fiscal year.

These expenses were not included in the budget as they were unanticipated.
