Wildlife Action Plans that are most effectively addressed on a regional basis {across state borders). Each state is
invoiced up to 4% of their annual federally funded State Wildlife Grants (SWG) allocation to support projects
established by member states and selected through an RFP process to implement the current suite of RCN
projects. Contractors are responsible for providing the 35% matching funds that are necessary for use of SWG
federal funds. Invoices are based on actual costs. Additional funds are needed for a federal grant amendment
that included several regional products being developed to help states revise their state wildlife action plans, a
federal requirement for states to complete every 10 years. The Wildlife Management institute has been retained
by NEAFWA to administer and invoice states for this program.
