REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State
Council on the Arts, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to Plainfield Historical Society
(VC#434505) in the amount of $20,000 to conserve a Maxfield Parrish painted theater curtain, effective upon
Governor and Council approval through June 30, 2023. 100% Other Funds {Agency Income).

Funds are available in account, Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:

EXPLANATION

Moose Plate Funds are used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New Hampshire and to
preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the preservation of
publicly owned historic properties.

The Maxfield Parrish Stage Set and the Plainfield Town Hall are owned by the Town of Plainfield, NH. In 1916,
the stage was added to the Plainfield Town Hall. It was equipped with complete facilities for theater productions,
including stage, curtain, lighting, and a set designed by Maxfield Parrish. This was all contributed by William
Howard Hart, a distinguished New York stage designer and artist who summered in Plainfield during the Cornish
Colony era.

Maxfield Parrish, a famous artist, resident of Plainfield for 68 years, and a member of the Cornish Art Colony,
was asked by Mr. Hart to design the stage set for the first production held on the stage--“The Woodland Princess”.
The set consists of a backdrop depicting a woodland scene with the Connecticut River and Mt. Ascuiney, VT, in
the center, six wings with woodland scenes, three overhead drapes of leaves, and four banks of colored lights
enabling the lighting to change from dawn to evening. The cotion canvas was made at the Indian Head Mills in
Nashua, NH. All equipment including lighting and rigging is original from 1916.

The Plainfield Historical Society provide stewardship for the stage set. The Parrish set has considerable historical
importance as very little actual scenery has survived from the American theater before 1920 and none have the
distinction of being designed by a famous American artist. The grant would provide funds for mold remediation,
replacement of the backing that stabilizes and protects the stage set, and replacement of the 1916 rope rigging for
both the stage set and lighting.

The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved the grant agreements as to form, substance and
execution.
