REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources, State
Coimcil on the Arts to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to Richmond Historical
Society (VC#434741) in the amount of $11,850 to conserve painted theater curtains, effective upon
Governor and Council approval through June 30,2023.100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

Moose Plate Funds are used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in New Hampshire and
to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by providing for the preservation
of publicly owned historic properties.

In 2006, the town of Richmond found historic theater curtains in the attic of the fire station. Upon their
discovery, they were assessed, documented and rolled up for storage where they have remained.

Local lore suggests that the curtains were privately purchased in the 1930s by Richmond resident and
playwright Nettie Boyce from the L.L. Graham studio in Brooklyn and donated to the Town. The curtains are
a Grand Drape with a scene of Chillon Castle, a formal parlor scene, a kitchen ("rustic") interior and a
country scene backdrop.

The Historical Society believes restoring and hanging these theatrical drapes will serve as a reminder to
Richmond residents of the rich history of their old but ever-changing town. Once ready for public display at
the Veterans' Memorial Hall, they envision this restoration will spark a new sense of community spirit that
will enliven the Vets' Hall with more activities.

The Attomey General's Office has reviewed and approved the grant agreement as to form, substance and
execution.
