1. Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to accept and expend
$1,334,717 In federal funds from the United States Environmental Protection Agency (US EPA) to fund

investments In wastewater Infrastructure through New Hampshire's Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF)
Program, effective upon Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council approvals through June 30,2023. Funding
Is 96.93% Federal Funds and 3.07% Match Funds.

EXPLANATION

President Biden signed the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) on November 15, 2021. The BIL (P.L. 117-

58), also known as the "Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act of 2021" (lIJA) includes $50 billion to the

Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) to strengthen the nation's drinking water and wastewater

systems. A significant portion of water infrastructure dollars is flowing through the Clean Water and

Drinking Water State Revolving Funds (SRFs), which represent a partnership between the Agency, states,

tribes, territories, and local communities. For decades, the SRFs haye been the foundation of water

infrastructure investments, providing low-cost financing for local projects across America. EPA, states,

tribes, and territories have successfully worked together to steward more than $200 billion in SRF funds

since 1988. EPA and NHDES are committed to maximizing the impact of these funds in addressing urgent

water challenges facing communities.

This request includes $925,074 in federal grant funds to address Emerging Contaminants. The Emerging
Contaminant funds are being budgeted in class 072 grants and class 102 contracts for program services.

These funds do not have a state match requirement. The remainder of the funds being budgeted are from

the Supplemental Grant, the award amount is $17,786,000, and this request only budgets a portion
($409,643) for fiscal year 2023. These funds have a 10% state match requirement.

NHDES is requesting to budget these funds as shown below:

Class 040 To cover the program share of statewide indirect costs.

Class 041 To cover the cost of Audit Set-Aside charges related to the federal program.

Class 042 To cover the program share of additional fringe benefit costs..

Class 059 To cover the costs for the one full-time position noted above for coordination and

execution of NHDES's management of investments in clean water infrastructure

projects.

Class 060 To cover benefits for full-time personnel.
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Class 072 To cover grants to entities for Clean Water Grants Program for asset management

projects (Supplemental) and PFAS projects (Emerging Contaminants) such as for

municipalities with municipally owned landfills that discharge leachate to

municipally owned wastewater treatment facilities to Investigate feasibility of

PFAS treatment options for the landfill leachate stream, pilot testing and selection

of recommended alternative, and for design and construction of treatment.

Class 102 For contracts with technical service providers to assist with PFAS education and
outreach.

The following is intended to address the seven questions required by the Fiscal Committee with respect

to the acceptance of federal and other funds in which new positions are established or extended:

1. List All Personnel by Classification. Labor Grade, and Salary: One fulltime, temporary position as

listed below:

The below position is being established in response to new Financial Assistance Programs associated

with the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL). Beginning in the Fall of 2022 and continuing for the next

five years, the Federal government will be providing a 600%-700% increase in funding through two
new financial assistance'.programs for public wastewater systems.

•  Business Admin II (LG 24, $49,939.50 - $70,590.00) This position will administer short and long-
term objectives for the NHDES Clean Water programs and public water systems statewide. This
position is important to manage the grants in a timely and effective manner and maintain
compliance with federal regulations.

2. Explain the Nature, Need, and Duration of the Program: The Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (BIL) that
was signed into law on November 15, 2021, to and established and funded new programs from 2022
through 2027 to fund investments in clean water infrastructure through New Hampshire's Clean
Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) Program.

3. What Is the Relationship to Existing Programs? The BIL funds will complement the existing CWSRF
programs as well as the ARPA Fund in providing grants and loans for water infrastructure
improvements.

4. Has a Substantially Similar Program Been Requested of the Legislature and Denied? No.

5. Why was this Program and Its Funding Not Included In the Operating Budget? The new federal
grant funds were not available at the time the department created Its FY22/23 operating budget
request.
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6. Can any Portion of the Funds Be Utilized If Either, None, or Only Part of the Positions are
Authorized? No, the contracts loans and grant portions of the requested funding could not be
effectively managed without approval of this position. Our current staff resources would not allow for
effective and timely management of the funds nor would it allow for timely execution of the work
required to remain in compliance with the federal guidelines.

7. What Is the Estimate of the Amount of Funding Required to Continue the Positions In Future Years? It
is anticipated that the positions are likely to continue until the BIL funding Is awarded and projects are
completed. The BIL funding will be awarded to states from 2022-2026. However, NHDES may administer

funds awarded in this time period In subsequent years as wastewater systems implement their projects
after receiving notice of their funding award. The estimated cost of this position In FY 24/25 is $168,421.

The purpose of this agreement is for a capitalization grant which provides funds for the recipient's Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) program with
a primary purpose to address emerging contaminants. The activities are to provide low interest financing to numerous subreciplents for costs eligible under
s^on ̂3(c) of the Clean Water Act and the primary purpose must be to address emergir>g contaminants. The benefits of this grant will be to capitalize the
recipient's CWSRF with a primary focus on emerging contaminants. The expected outcomes are to establish arxl manage an effective comprehensive
CWSRF program and to maintain a self-sustaining revolving fund to improve aixl protect water quality and public health for citizens throughout the state.
NHDES intends to focus solely on PFAS and intends to utilize these funds to offer loans with principal forgiveness and/or grants for (1) municipal PFAS source
identification and ̂ Imlnation/r^uction projects and (2) treatment of landfill leachate from municipally owned landlills that discharge to a munidpal wastewater
treatmerit plant.

PFAS Source identification and Elimination/Reduction projects would be ranked based on the number of residential, commerdal, and Industrial users, as well
as overall projed goals. Landfill Leachate Treatment projects would be ranked based on their overall environmental Impact.

Services to establish position # 9T3281 as a full-time, temporary Business Administrator II, LG 24, pending funding
approval.

This-Business^dministrator II position is being established as 1 of 3 federally funded positions imthe Administiative
Services Unit needed to manage hew federal funding for infrastructure and to meet the grant requirements of'
adequate staffing. The Business Administrator II, in the State Revolving Fund (SRF) Section, is responsible for
reconciling and auditing monthly revenue and expenses of the program between multiple accounting systems,
maintaining and tracking encumbrances for new loans and grants, and maintaining proper controls for the programs.
This role will oversee and plan fiscal and budgetary activities, plan and develop financial and administrative functions,
review and prepare financial reports and reconciliations, research federal, state, and agency requirements and
guidelines, and present solutions to maintain the efficiency and financial stability of the Revolving Funds Programs.
The Business Administrator (I position is needed immediately to align to the projected timeline for receiving federal
funds and will provide temporary assistance as a necessary resource to perfonn these duties until a decision is made
regarding the approval of a permanent Business Administrator II position requested in the FY 24-25 7D budget
process.

This position number will be inactive until you receive funding approval from the Fiscal Committee per RSA 124:15.
