EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Agriculture, Markets & Food (DAMF), in fulfilling its responsibilities under the
Pesticides Controls statute (RSA 430:50) to review pesticide activity with consideration of the protection of human
health and the environment and to receive and allocate federal funds for carrying out such functions. Through this
federal grant DAMF will up-grade its pesticide examination hardware and software; and conduct outreach relative to
the proper use of pesticides by certified pesticide applicators.

Funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 020 — Current Expenses - $1,100. Funds to be used for scanner paper, ink cartridge, and outreach material
including posters, handbook, flip chart, pens, notepaper, clip board, tape, tacks, paper towels, masks, gloves, cleaner
file folders, file box and related shipping and handling.

Class 037 — Technology Hardware — $10,196. Funds to be used to upgrade desktop hardware (computer and
scanner).

Class 038 — Technology Software - $5,549. Funds to be used to upgrade examination software.

Class 040 - Indirect Costs - $5,476. Funds used to recover central services cost.

Class 041 — Audit Fund Set-Aside - $53. 0.1% of federal funds payable to DAS for audit fees per RSA124:16.
Class 050 — Personal Service Temp Appoint — $14,800. Funds to establish a temporary part-time paid internship.
Class 060 — Benefits — $4,979. Funds used for benefits to cover the internship.

Class 066 — Employee Training - $2,850. Funds used for software upgrade training and installation.

Class 070 - In State Travel - $8,125. Funds used for internship in-state travel,

The following information is provided in accordance with the Comptroller’s instructional memorandum dated
September 21, 1981,

1) List of personnel involved: One part-time Agricultural [ntern Position # TMPPTxxxx, Labor Grade 12

2) Nature, Need, and Duration: The position is associated with the grant proposal to provide ocutreach that is
particularly helpful with providing information about regulatory changes. The duration is estimated at twenty-six
weeks,

3) Relationship to existing agency programs: Direct relationship with existing pesticide regulatory program.

4) Has a similar program been requested of the legislature and denied? No.

5) Why wasn’t funding included in the agency's budget request? This proposal is in response to a recent
restructuring of an existing grant.
