REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a grant agreement with the Town
of Durham, NH (VC # 177383-B001), in the amount of $284,226 for design and permitting necessary to advance
the removal of the Mill Pond Dam, effective upon Governor and Council approval through December 31, 2024.
100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

NHDES released a solicitation for Critical Flood Risk Infrastructure Grant (CFRING) applications on February 15,
2022. Projects eligible to receive CFRING funding included flood resilience and stormwater management
planning and assessment projects, as well as implementation projects. NHDES received 33 eligible proposals
and ranked them according to selection criteria and selection committee discussion. Eight proposals were
selected to receive American Rescue Plan Act {ARPA) funding, including the proposal submitted by the Town of
Durham for design and permitting necessary to advance the removal of the Mill Pond Dam. A scoring matrix
that includes a list of the staff who participated in proposal review, along with their titles and level of experience
is provided in Attachment B.

The Mill Pond Dam is located on the Oyster River where it flows through the Town of Durham. Due to structural
deficiencies and its inability to safely pass a 50-year storm event, the dam does not meet current NHDES safety
standards. The dam’s impoundment of the Oyster River, including the 9.5-acre Mill Pond, poses an ongoing
water quality concern. After years of discussion and evaluating alternatives, the Town intends to pursue removal
of the dam. The proposed dam removal would reduce Durham’s vulnerability to flood risk, enhance resilience
in the face of projected sea-level rise, improve water quality by restoring a natural flow regime, and reestablish
a healthy ecosystem for the Oyster River’s anadromous fish populations. This project will result in the
preparation of final designs, permitting, bid documents, and Historic Preservation Act compliance documents
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necessary to support the removal of the dam. This is an allowable use of ARPA funds under Section 602 (c{1)(D)
to make necessary investments in water, sewer, or broadband infrastructure. )

ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117'" United States Congress and signed into
law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States’ recovery from the economic health
effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines eligible uses of the state and
local funding, including responding to public health emergencies, responding to workers performing essential
work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue relief to states and making investments in water,
sewer, and broadband infrastructure.

Total project costs for this agreement are 5284,226. NHDES will provide 100% of project costs through a
federal grant. A budget breakdown is provided in Attachment A. In the event that federal funds become no

longer available, general funds will not be requested to support the project.

This agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney General as to form, execution, and content.
