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EXPLANATION

The Pre-Disaster Mitigation (PDM) grant program makes federal funds available to state, local, tribal, and territorial
governments to plan for and implement sustainable cost-effective measures designed to reduce the risk to individuals
and property from future natural hazards, while also reducing reliance on federal funding from future disasters.
Funding for this project is from the FFY 2022 Congressionally Directed PDM grant program in which communities
submitted applications directly to NH’s congressional defegation for review and approval.

This project funds the replacement of four backup generators in the Town of Durham, New Hampshire to allow for
the uninterrupted operation of the University of New Hampshire's water system and other critical facilities during-
power outages and emergency conditions. :

At the time the State of New Hampshire FY 2022-2023 budget was being developed, it was not anticipated that the
State would receive this level of pass-through federal funding, The cost share is 75% Federal funds and a 25%
applicant soft-match. The sub-grantee will provide and document the program match requirements.

Funds are to be budgeted and transferred as follows:
