EXPLANATION

The Division of State Police (NHSP) will use these funds to update the current software applications utilized within
the Justice Information Bureau, Permits and Licensing Unit. Enhancements include partially automating criminat
record checks for handgun purchases, and updating state interfaces to the National Instant Criminal Background
Check System (NICS), National Crime Information Center (NCIC), and Interstate Identification Index (1lI), to
decrease data validation time. All enhancements result in increased efficiency in data processing resulting in

increased public safety.

The State of New Hampshire began conducting criminal background checks for all commercial handgun sales
within the state in 1993 through the NHSP Gun Line. NHSP purchased proprietary software to establish a state’
legal database and processing platform. With the development and passing of the NICS in 1998, the State
transitioned a Partial Point of Contact (POC) for the FBUNICS. Since that time, the State has been responsible for
criminal background checks for all commercial handgun sales and FBUNICS has been responsible for criminal
background checks for all commercial long-arm sales.

These funds will be used to create a portal to allow those Federal Firearm Licensees (FFLs) that choose to
participate to submit background checks for handgun sales electronically. Currently, FFLs must choose between
telephone calls or faxes to submit application information. The portal will speed up the approval process and
improve the accuracy of data submitted. Historically, more than 50% of applicants have no criminal record. For
those applicants, the portal will provide the FFL an approval within minutes. This will free up staff time to focus
exclusively on checks that require further investigation known as a “delayed” determination. This approach is
currently utilized by the FBI NICS when performing background checks for NH long-gun purchases and has been
successfully implemented in several other POC states.

Funds will also be used to upgrade interfaces between the New Hampshire Criminal History Record Information
(CHRI) and the FBI's NCIC. Changes will allow contributing NH Law enforcement agencies (the owners of the
records) to receive an automated message to review records pending validation on their State Police Online
Telecommunication System (SPOTS) terminal and the ability to modify and supplement data during the validation
process. Agencies will also receive reminders on the 10th and 20th day of any pending validations. Additional
functionality will include the five message key transaction to aid with validations and allow the record to be moved
to another law enforcement agency for validation if needed. These changes will ensure that records are not

prematurely purged due to lack of validation.

Funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 103 funds, Contracts for Operational Services, are needed to hire a vendor to update current software.

This grant was not budgeted in SFY 2023 because these funds were not anticipated or available during the
development of the Department’s SFY 22/23 biennial budget.

In the event that federal pass-through funds become no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will
not be requested to support this program.
