REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM) to enter
into a grant agreement with the Town of Alton, (VC#177350-B002) PO Box 659, Alton, NH 03809, for a total amount
of $4,500.00 to update the community’s Local Emergency Operation Plan (LEOP). Effective upon Governor and
Council approval through August 31, 2024, 100% Federal Funds.

Funding is available in the SFY 2023 oiaerating budget as follows:

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the Town of Alton to update their community’s Local Emergency Operation Plan
(LEOP). Governor and Council approval is required because the amount of previous awards to the Town of Alton
plus the amount of this grant yields a cumulative total that is over the $10,000 approval threshold.

The grant listed above is funded from the FFY 2021 Emergency Management Performance Grant (EMPG), which
was awarded to the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM)
from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). The grant funds are to be used to measurably improve
ali-hazard planning and preparedness capabilities/activities, to include mitigation, preparedness; response, and
recovery initiatives at the state and local level. Grant guidance and applications are available to all Emergency
Management Directors and other qualified organizations in the State. Subrecipients submit applications to this office,
which are reviewed by the HSEM EMPG Program Director, EMPG Program Coordinator, and Field Representatives
and approved by the HSEM Director. The criteria for approval is based on grant eligibility in accordance with the
grant’s current gunidance and the documented needs of the local jurisdictions.

The Emergency Mﬁnagement Performance Grants are 50% federally funded by FEMA with a 50% match requirement
supplied by the subrecipient. The subrecipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibit B & C to their
grant agreement.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, Genera! Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be requested
to support this program.
