For submission on the Consent Calendar authorize the New Hampshire Department of Education to enter into
a sole source amendment to an existing contract (Contract #2017-073 DOE NH Statewide Assessments: ELA,
Mathematics, Science) with Cambium Assessment, Inc. (CAI) (VC#312233), Washington D.C. by adding
additional services with no change to the price of $17,376,355 or contract completion date, to provide a small
scale Bata Test of video reports of student New Hampshire Statewide Assessment results, effective upon
Govemor and Council approval through June 30, 2024. This contract was originally approved by Governor &
Council on August 23, 2017 (ltem #81) and amended on December 18, 2019 (Item #149). A Conditional
Consent to Contract Assignment was effective January I, 2020. A second amendment was approved by
Governor and Council on June 30, 2021 (Item #166b), A third amendment was approved by Governor and
Council on November 02, 2022 (Item #60).

EXPLANATION

This request became a sole source amendment because the previous CAI amendment that was approved on
June 30, 2021, called for a change in scope of work and an increase in funds. The New Hampshire Department
of Education (NHED) secks to amend the sole source contract with CAI to provide video reports of New
Hampshire Statewide Assessment System (NHSAS) results in English Language Arts (ELA), Mathematics,
and Science for students in Grades 5 & 8. The NHED submitted an RFP for a statewide assessment program
for ELA, Mathematics, and Science prior to entering the original contract with CAI on August 23, 2017. Two
proposals were received in 2017, and reviewers from five geographical areas of the state selected CAl (known
at the time as the American Institute for Research in the Behavioral Sciences).

Today, the State is required by federal law, titled Every Student Succeeds Act (ESSA), to measure student
performance in Science at the Elementary, Middle, and High School levels. In addition, New Hampshire RSA
193-C:6 requires that “[each] year, a statewide assessment shail be administered in all school districts in the
state in grades 3 through 8 and one grade in high school.” This amendment, which would allow video reporting
for only FY23 in addition to existing standard reports, would allow the NHED to provide input into the
development of these reports and allow parents to better understand their child’s assessment results.

There are no charges to the State or students to participate in this Beta with the understanding that
Feedback will be provided to CAl at the conclusion of the Beta.

The State acknowledges and approves the engagement and use by CAIl of PersoniCom as a
subcontractor to support CAl in various aspects of CAI’s performance of the Beta Product and
associated activities under this Beta, which may include, but is not limited to, production of the
video template, generation, hosting and delivery of the personalized video reports. CAI
acknowledges and agrees that it will be responsible to the State for the actions of PersoniCom with
respect to the performance of the Beta Product and this Beta.

The State understands that the Beta Product and information and materials that may be shared with
the State under this Beta pertain to an educational solution that has not yet been fully developed
and released commercially, and that therefore, the Terms of this Beta, the Beta Product and all

any other party, person, or entity. In addition, the State acknowledges and agrees that CAl does
not guarantee that the Beta Product will be offered and available from CAI in its current form, or
in any form, following the conclusion of this Beta.

Student Data
Without limitation of its obligations under Section 5 above, Cambium will take commercially
reasonable measures to protect NHED Eligible Students’ personally identifiable information
(hereinafter referred to as “PII”) as defined by Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(FERPA) (20 U.S.C. § 1232g; 34 CFR Part 99) consistent with FERPA and all applicable privacy
laws.

Assignment, Delegation and Subcontractors
Cambium shall not assign, delegate, subcontract, or otherwise transfer any of its interest, rights, or
duties under the Contract without the prior written consent of the State. Such consent shall not be
unreasonably withheld. Any attempted transfer, assignment, delegation, or other transfer made
without the State's prior written consent shall be null and void, and may constitute an event of
default at the sole discretion of the State.

Cambium shall remain wholly responsible for performance of the entire Contract even if assignees,
delegates, subcontractors, or other transferees ("Assigns") are used, unless otherwise agreed to in
writing by the State, and the Assigns fully assumes in writing any and all obligations and liabilities
under the-Contract from the Effective Date.

EXPLANATION

This request has become sole source because the department is changing the Scope of Work, adding
funding and there are no available extension clauses. The New Hampshire Department of Education
(NHED) seeks to amend the contract with Cambium Assessment, Inc. (CAl) for the administration,
scoring, and reporting of the New Hampshire Statewide Assessment Syslem (NHSAS) in English
language arts, mathematics, and science. This amendment will add funds in FY23 to pay for the
‘development of ‘science test items and to develop and add Interim/Modular test materials to"the suite of
assessments for grade levels kindergarten through grade two, and grade nine through grade twelve. It will
also remove the Remote Proctoring for FY23 and FY24-for a savings of $50,000.

The State is required by the Every Student Succéeds Act (ESSA) to measure student performance in
science at the clementary, middle, and high school levels. In addition, New Hampshire RSA 193-C:6
requires that “[each] year, a statewide asséssment shall be administered. in all:schoo! districts in the state
fin grades 3 through 8 and one grade in high school.” The State meets these requirements by administering
the NHSAS science test to public and chartered school students in grades five, eight, and eleven. Since
2018, the NHED has contracted with CAl to successfully develop.and deliver this operational test. Al that
time, the NHED :chose to access the available test bank of science items and focus funding on the
development of mathematics and English Ianguagc arts items. This amendment would allow the NHED to
utilize excess federal funds to develop. scicnce test items and provude greater input into the” process arid
seléction of these items. This will ensure that educators are utilizing high. quality, updated science
assessment tools that will be able to provide valuable feedback and documentation to schools, d:strrcu,
and the public on the status of K- 12 education in New Hampshire.

In addition, the amendment ‘would allow the NHED to offer a more comprehensive suite of assessment
materials for all grade levels K-12. This includes modular tests for specific units of study in mathematics,
science; and Enghsh language arts, that allow for continual- progress monitoring, as well as interim tests
that correspond to the New Hampshire summative, year-end tests, that can be utilized mid-year to
