REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Local Source Water Protection grant to the Lakes

Region Planning Commission (VC # 154653 BOOl) In the amount of $24,825 to complete a project to protect public
drinking water supplies, effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 31, 2024.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Environmental Services issued a request for proposals for 2023 Local Source Water Protection
Grants. These grants are funded by set-asides under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Twenty-three
proposals were received. The proposals were evaluated and ranked based on criteria included in the request for
proposals, such as whether the project fulfills a component of a source water protection program, that the proposed
project addresses appropriate threats, and that the project will deliver a valuable and useful product. Based on eligibility
and the available federal funding, the Department determined that it could offer grants to sixteen source protection
planning projects and three source security projects. See Attachment A for the full list of grants awarded and list of
reviewers.

The Lakes Region Planning Commission will use the source water protection grant funds to work with the towns of
Belmont, Northfield, and Sandwich to update their groundwater protection ordinances. The planning boards of each
community have committed to updating existing or enacting new land use controls; such as, stormwater or groundwater
ordinances and/or overlay districts, re-zoning areas near sensitive water resources, and mapping wellhead protection
areas in an effort to better protect local drinking water resources.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General. In the
event federal funds are no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this program.

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee, 12.3.

to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.
The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant 12.4.

As used in this Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all information and things 13.

formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations.

computer programs, computer printouts, notes, letters, memoranda, paper, and
documents, all whether finished or unfinished.
Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Grantee shall grant to
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access to all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever.
No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.
On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property s^ich has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be retumed to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDIDONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall

have the right to wiftihold payment until such funds become available, ifever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT REMEDIES

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions ofthe Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder, or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to. the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence ofany Event ofDefault, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount vdiich would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee, and
Set offagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date oftermination.
In the event of Termination under para^aphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice defeult has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of

GRANTEP'S RF.l.ATION TO THE STATE. In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantee of
the Grantee are in ail respects independent contractors, and are neither agents
nor employees of the State Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have authority
to bind the State nor are they entitled to any of the benefits, workmen's
compensation or emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless
the State, its officers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf 21
of any person, on account of, based on, resulting from, arising out of (or wfrich
may be claimed to arise out oO the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver ofthe
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.
This covenant shall survive the termination of this agreement.
INSURANCE.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, obtain and maintain in force, or shall
require any subcontractor, subgrantee or assignee performing Project work to
obtain and maintain in force, both for the benefit of the State, the following
insurance;

No express waiver of any Event of Default
shall be deemed a waiver of any provisions hereof No such failure of waiver
shall be deemed a waiver of the right of the State to enforce each and all of the
provisions hereof upon any further or other default on the part of the Grantee.
NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall be deemed to have
been duly delivered or given at the time of mailing by certified mail, postage
prepaid, in a United States Post Office addressed to the parties at the addresses
first above given.
AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only after approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS. This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the State of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit ofthe parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, and are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.
THIRD PARTIES The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such benefit.
ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement and understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.
SPECIAL PROVISIONS, The additional or modifying provisions set forth in
Exhibit A hereto are incorporated as part of this agreement.

Changes to the Scope of Work or reallocatton of grant funds require NHDES approval in advance.

Work must be completed by the completion date listed on the grant agreement (section 1.7).
Requests for payment along with required proof of work must be submitted no later than 90 days
after the completion date or the grant will be closed out and funds will no longer be available.

If a deadline extension is requested, the grantee must make that request for approval at least two

months before the completion date. Failure to do so may result in lower rankings of future grant
applications.

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant to the State from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency, Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Set-Asides under CFDA #66.468. All
applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are
hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and the grantee.

EXHIBIT B

SCOPE OF WORK

The Lakes Region Planning Commission will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental

Services (NHDES) grant funds to update land use regulations in the towns of Belmont, Northfield,

and Sandwich. The planning boards of each community have committed to updating existing or

enacting new land use regulations such as stormwater or groundwater ordinances and/or overlay
districts, rezoning areas near sensitive water resources, mapping wellhead protection areas, and
updating site plan regulations with BMPs.

Specifically, the following tasks, as described in the application submitted to NHDES, will be
accomplished:

Task 1. Technical Land Use Planning Assistance

Work with the planning boards of Belmont, Northfield, and Sandwich to discuss each town's goals

and determine land use zoning and regulations that should be updated or enacted to protect

groundwater/drinking water.

Deliverables: Meeting minutes outlining the land use regulations (e.g., zoning, stormwater

regulations) that will be updated or enacted in each of the three communities

Task 2: GIS Mapping

Create maps to support the three planning boards with updating their zoning maps, and other
mapping as needed.

Deliverables: Digital copies of zoning or other maps generated for each community

Task 3: Public Education and Outreach

Design and distribute public educational materials for each community to inform residents on the

land use regulation changes that will be taking place in their town, the importance of protecting

drinking water resources, and ways they can help to maintain these resources.

Deliverables: Copies of the public educational materials

Task 4: Local Adoption of Ordinance Updates

Update local regulations in each community and work with each community's planning board to

formally adopt the updated/new land use regulations.

Deliverables: Final drafts of ordinances, meeting minutes
