REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Local Source Water Protection grant to the
Rockingham Planning Commission (VC # 154887 BOOl) in the amount of $39,980 to complete two projects to protect
public drinking water supplies, effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 31, 2024. 100% Federal
Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Environmental Services Issued a request for proposals for 2023 Local Source Water Protection
Grants. These grants are funded by set-asides under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Twenty-three
proposals were received. The proposals were evaluated and ranked based on criteria included in the request for
proposals, such as whether the project fulfills a component of a source water protection program, that the proposed
project addresses appropriate threats, and that the project will deliver a valuable and useful product. Based on project
eligibility and the available federal funding, the Department determined that it could offer grants to sixteen source
protection planning projects and three source security projects. See Attachment A for the full list of grants awarded
and list of reviewers.

The Rockingham Planning Commission will use the source water protection grant funds to provide technical assistance
to Plaistow, Kingston, and Salem to amend their existing stormwater management regulations to bring them Into
conformance with the federal MS4 Stormwater Permit as well as developing and updating Source Water Protection
Plans for the towns of Raymond and Fremont.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General. In the
event that the federal funds are no longer available. General funds will not be requested to support this program.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the prc^rty of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuarKe of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until siKh funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failiue to submit any report required hereunder, or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder. or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and cortditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence ofany Event of Default, the State may take any one. or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set offagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Inject, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifteen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafter
referred to as the "Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date oftermination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be

INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless
the State, its officers and employees, from and against any arid all losses suffered
by the Slate, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf 21.
of any person, on account of, based on, resulting from, arising out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
suticontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.

INSURANCE.

This Agreement may be amended, waived or discharged only
by an instrument in writing signed by the parties hereto and only after approval of
such amendment, waiver or discharge by the Governor and Council of the State
of New Hampshire, if required or by the signing State Agency.
CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT AND TERMS, This Agreement shall be
construed in accordance with the law of the Slate of New Hampshire, and is
binding upon and inures to the benefit ofthe parties and their respective successors
and assignees. The captions and contents of the "subject" blank are used only as
a matter of convenience, aitd are not to be considered a part of this Agreement or
to be used in determining the intend of the parties hereto.
THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to benefit any third parties
and this Agreement shall not be construed to confer any such beneflL
ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be executed in a number
of counterparts, each of which shall be deemed an original, constitutes the entire
agreement ar>d understanding between the parties, artd supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings relating hereto.

EXHIBIT A

SPECIAL TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Rocklngham Planning Commission:

Changes to the Scope of Work or reallocation of grant funds require NHDES approval in advance.

Work must be completed by the completion date listed on the grant agreement (section 1.7).

Requests for payment along with required proof of work must be submitted no later than 90 days

after the completion date or the grant will be closed out and funds will no longer be available.

If a deadline extension is requested, the grantee must make that request for approval at least two

months before the completion date. Failure to do so may result in lower rankings of future grant

applications.

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant to the State from the U.S. Environmental
Protection Agency, Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Set-Asides under CFDA #66.468. All

applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are

hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and the grantee.

EXHIBIT B

SCOPE OF WORK

(SWP 350 - Project 1) Municipal Technical Assistance for Stormwater Treatment Regulation
Improvements

Rockingham Planning Commission will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services

(NHDES) grant funds to provide technical assistance to three communities, Plaistow, Kingston, and
Salem, to amend their existing stormwater management regulations to bring them into conformance

with the federal MS4 Stormwater Permit. These updates will improve procedures and criteria for

ease of enforcement and improve justification for enacting stormwater regulations. Rockingham
Planning Commission will also work to create educational materials to help municipal officials, staff,

and residents to understand the proposed regulations.

Specifically, the following tasks, as described in the application submitted to NHDES, will be

accomplished:

Task 1: Confirm Partner Municipalities

Select partner municipalities based on status of MS4 permit required stormwater regulations and

willingness of municipal staff and planning board to commit to work with RPC in amending the
regulations.

Deliverables: Letters of commitment from three communities

Task 2: Review and Develop Draft Regulation

RPC staff will review the selected municipalities' stormwater regulations, review existence of public
water systems in proximity to the MS4 urbanized area, other water resource protection ordinances,

and develop draft stormwater regulations based on the Southeast Watershed Alliance model

stormwater regulations.

Deliverables: Draft ordinance modifications for each participating municipality developed with the
planning board, and complete mapping to indicated areas of drinking water resources relative to the

MS4 urbanized area. A draft will be submitted to NHDES for review and comment.

Task 3: Revise Regulation to Reflect Planning Board Feedback

Revise draft regulations with the selected municipalities based on feedback and questions arising
from the initial meeting with the planning board during Task 2. These revisions will include updates
and amendments to maps, reference, notes, and other supporting documents. Subsequent revisions

will be based on feedback obtained during planning board meetings, municipal staff feedback, and

input from any other stakeholders.

Deliverables: Revision to recommended regulations for each participating municipality updated to
reflect local board input (up to two meetings with the planning board), one or more meetings with
municipal staff

Task 4: Final Draft Process with Planning Board

Meet with local planning boards up to four times to review proposed stormwater regulations and
obtain their input.

Deliverables: Minutes from planning board meetings reflecting discussion on proposed regulations,
and feedback from planning board members being incorporated into amendments

Task 5: Produce and Present Educational Materials

Prepare educational materials on regulations for each municipality and present them at a public
meeting. Specific educational materials will depend on the needs of the municipality, but may
include videos, press releases, handouts, maps, and social media posts. RPC will present the
proposed regulation changes at one public meeting in each municipality either at a regular planning
board meeting, public hearing, or at an alternate time if requested by the municipality.

Deliverables: Customized educational material for all municipal regulations and presentations on
proposals for all three municipalities

(SWP 355 - Project 2) Source Water Protection Plans for the Towns of Raymond and Fremont

Rockingham Planning Commission will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services

(NHDES) grant funds to update the Town of Raymond's 2009 Source Water Protection Plan and

develop a Source Water Protection Plan for the town of Fremont. This project will include a public
education component to increase public understanding and awareness of drinking water resources
and develop public educational materials that discuss the implementation of water protection
actions. Grant funds will also be used to help the town of Fremont strengthen its local "best
management" inspection program which was adopted in 2019 to better protect local groundwater
resources.

Specifically, the following tasks, as described in the application submitted to NHDES, will be
accomplished:

Task 1. Review and Update Inventory of Public Water Systems (PWS)

Obtain the latest data from NHDES and then work with each town's staff to develop an Inventory of

PWSs and update maps displaying PWS locations.

Deliverables: Inventory of public water systems in Raymond and Fremont, updated maps displaying

public water system locations

Task 2: Inventory Known and Potential Contamination Sources (KCSs, PCSs)

Using current inventories, work with each town's municipal staff to identify all KCS and PCS locations

in Raymond and Fremont.

Deliverables: An updated GIS layer and Excel table with descriptions of KCSs and PCSs in each town,

and maps of KCS/PCS locations. Updated GIS data will conform and be consistent with NHDES

metadata standards.

Task 3: Develop Outreach Materials for Fremont's Inspection Program

Using NHDES published guidance/forms, work with Fremont municipal staff to develop draft BMP
inspection forms, notification letters, and flyers to implement Fremont's inspection program.

Deliverables: Draft template letters for notifying PCSs to be used by the town of Fremont, draft BMP

inspection forms to be used by the town of Fremont, draft groundwater protection informational

flyer for residents and businesses to be distributed by the town

Task 4: Work with Raymond Planning Board to Draft Goals, Recommendations, and Strategies for

Final Plan

Attend two public meetings to develop goals and strategies for protecting public water supplies, and

create outreach materials for promoting the public meetings at which the source water protection

plan will be discussed. Draft goals, recommendations, and strategies for protecting public water

supplies in Raymond.

Deliverables: Meeting minutes, copies of outreach materials

Task 5: Work with Fremont Planning Board to Draft Goals, Recommendations, and Strategies for

Final Plan

Attend two public meetings to develop goals and strategies for protecting public water supplies, and

create outreach materials for promoting the public meetings at which the source water protection

plan will be discussed. Draft goals, recommendations, and strategies for protecting public water

supplies in Fremont.

METHOD OF PAYMENT

payment is made. All payments shall be made upon receipt and approval of stated outputs and upon

receipt of the associated invoice.
