EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Department of Education entercd into a sole source contract with Awato LLC, to
administer and market a wage match program for New Hampshire employers to create paid internships for
high school credit. We are requesting a decrease in the price limitation to appropriately reflect the
anticipated amount of funds needed to continue to successfully support Work! As Learning. This program
intends to engage leamners in gaining valuable work experience before they graduate from high school.
Employers will receive a reimbursement for 50%0 of wages paid ($7.50 per hour match) for up to 480 hours.

Currently, Work! As Learning is serving approximately 64 students and has an employer database of 256
businesses. Work! As Learning in its infancy aimed to serve 150 students by the end of FY 22, 400 students
by the end of FY 23, and 450 students by the end of FY24, for a total of 1000 students served over time.
Since student numbers are lower than anticipated, including number of students enrolled and hours worked;
a decrease in budget is recommended to accurately reflect the real-time use of reimbursement funds and
learner participation in Work! As Learning. The budget change would be about an 80% decrease in funds.
Where approximately 10% of the targeted goal of 600 students enrolled in Work! As Leaming by FY23 is
currently being met, this is a generous budget that would allow for programmatic growth through upcoming
marketing campaigns. 1
