EXPLANATION
The Department of Safety, Division of State Police, requests authorization to transfer funds between accounts to
address anticipated budgetary shortfalls and maintain current levels of public safety service in Detective Bureau and
Commercial Enforcement as detailed below. Funds are available in Traffic Bureau as spending is lower than expected
due primarily to vacancies in this area.
The FY23 budget was developed using estimates derived from information available during FY21. Since that time,
significant inflationary pressure has unexpectedly increased costs in all areas. These transfers are required to prevent
disruptions to public safety services by providing the funds necessary to fuel and perform maintenance on State Police
vehicles, address higher than expected telecommunications costs, fund out-of-state travel, and cover higher than
expected request for services on Holidays.
The following appropriation adjustments are requésted: ‘ -~

Class 020, Consumable Supplies - $17,385 is available due to lower than budgeted usage.
Class 039, Telecommunications - $10,431 is available due to lower than budgeted usage.

Class 066, Employee Training - $34,770 is available due to lower than budgeted usage.
Class 103, Contracts for Op Services - $156,925 is available due to l‘ower than budgeted usage.
