EXPLANATION

This request is being made to accept grant funds available from the U.S. Department of Agriculture - Food
and Nutrition Service (USDA-FNS) to administer New Hampshire's Women, Infants and Children (WIC)
Supplemental Nutrition Program in support of 'the WIC food redemptions. Food prices have increased
significantly across the country and as a result of the additional need, the USDA-FNS has increased the
FFY23 WIC Food Award.

WIC strengthens families at critical times of growth and development through four key services; healthy
foods, nutrition education, breastfeeding support and healthcare referrals. The WIC program is associated
with improved health outcomes, such as successful birthing, healthcare savings, and children,starting school
ready to learn with the opportunity to reach their potential. For the period ending SFY 2022, the WIC
Supplemental Nutrition program served an annual unduplicated total of 23,000 participants of which 26%
were pregnant and postpartum, 26% were infants and 48% were children under the age of 5 years. All
eligible WIC recipients must be at or below 185% of the Federal Poverty Level or enrolled in SNAP, TANF
or Medicaid.

The funds are to be budgeted as follows:

Class 549 Funds will be used for WIC food redemptions. The cost of food has increased significantly
in SFY23 causing the United States Department of Agriculture to increase our FFY23 Food
Award.

Funds are not being added to Class 041 Audit Fund Set Aside with this request, as the Division has included
additional funds for this in the Department Wide Transfer.
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In response to the anticipated two-part question, "Can these funds'be used to offset General Funds?" and
"What is the compelling reason for not offsetting General Funds?" the Division offers the following
information: The funds are provided for a specified purpose by the USDA-FNS as defined in the Notice of
Grant Award and cannot be used to offset General Funds. These funds wilFnot change the program
eligibility levels. No new program will be established with the acceptance of these funds.

Source of Funds: 100% Federal fiinds froni US Department of Agriculture, Food and Nutrition Services
If Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support the program
expenditures.
