EXPLANATION

This request is retroactive because of an oversight by Department finance staff. The finance staff has
since reviewed the process and instituted internal controls so that deadlines are captured appropriately,
ensuring future items will be submitted within the proper timeline.

The Program Specialist III, Position #8X3098, ended on March 1, 2023. This position, the Waterbome
Disease Epidemiologist (WDE), is assigned to the Bureau of Infectious Disease Control and funded with
Epidemiology and Laboratory Capacity (ELC) funding (100% Federal).

The position oversees the Division's wastewater monitoring program and conducts activities that
contribute to New Hampshire's wastewater dashboard to raise awareness of local pathogen transmission.
The position reviews disease instances with potential links to waterbome infection, coordinating
environmental testing, remediation, and prevention of future outbreaks in collaboration with the
Department of Environmental Services (DES) and State Public Health Laboratories.

This position is needed beyond the current position end date to support vital disease management
activities and protect the safety of New Hampshire residents from waterbome illness. The funding for this
position is available within the existing budget.
