EXPLANATION

The Department of Military Affairs and Veterans Services requests authorization to accept and
expend additional Federal Funds in the amount of $2,904,000.00 for the purpose of Columbarium
Expansion in the New Hampshire State Veterans Cemetery. Funding is awarded by the Department
of Veterans Affairs. This project will consist of at least 2,800 niches to cover 10 years of demand for
niche burials. Niches will be in granite columbarium structures consisting of 120 niches on each side
(5 rows, 24 columns). Each columbarium structure is approximately 29-feet.long, 4-feet wide, and 8-
feet tall. Construction will include necessary roads, pavement, courtyards, landscaping, irrigation, and
support infrastructure.
