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EXPLANATION

NHDES received dam rehabilitation funds from HSEM under two Memorandums of Agreement that
were approved by the Governor and Executive Council in December of 2022. The funds are from a
grant program established by the Federal Emergency Management Agency to fund the rehabilitation
of High Hazard Dams.

The funds will be used to design the rehabilitation of Dollof Dam in Nottingham and Milton Three-
Ponds Dam in Milton, both of which are classified as High Hazard dams because their failure would
likely cause loss of life. At Dollof Dam, the rehabilitation design will address issues with seepage
through the 180 year old dam, stability concerns, replacement of the low-level gate and inadequate
spillway capacity. At the 200 year old Milton Three-Ponds Dam, the rehabilitation design will address
instability issues and inadequate spillway capacity.

NHDES is requesting these grant funds to be budgeted as follows:

Class 046 — Consultants — for the services of an engineering fin:m to design the rehabilitation of the
Dollof Dam and Milton Three-Ponds Dam. ‘

The following information is provided in accordance with the Comptroller’s Instructional memorandum
dated September 21, 1981.

1. List of personnel Involved: This item involves working with engineering consultants. There are
no NHDES personnel costs associated with this item.

2. Nature, Need and Duration: The nature and need is to provide engineering design work on the
dams mentioned above given the poor condition of the dams. The duration is through
September 14, 2024.

3. Relationship to existing agency programs: This supplements the work of the Dam Bureau.
4. Has a similar program been requested of the Legislature and denied: No

5. Why wasn’t funding included in the agency’s budget request? This funding was not available
during the budget planning process.

6. Can portions of the grant funds be utilized? This is 100% pass-thru federal funds.

7. Estimate the funds required to continue this position(#). There is no position related to this
