The purpose of the requested action is to authorize North Conway Water Precinct to borrow up to $390,963
from the CWSRF to finance the Saco River erosion mitigation project for the protection of the wastewater
treatment facility. The project involves further evaluation of alternative mitigation strategies that were
developed in the Phase 1 study including the selected feasible alternatives, public education and outreach,
selection of a preferred alternative, final design and engineering of the preferred alternative, and
preparation of required permit applications and bid documents.

The Supplemental (final) loan amount will be based upon the total CWSRF funds disbursed, and may be less
than $390,963. Under federal capitalization grant requirements, this loan includes principal forgiveness of
up to $158,193.

ORIGINAL LOAN AGREEMENT
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1. This Agreement is between the State of New Hampshire Water Pollution Control Revolving
Loan Fund Program (State) and the North Conway Water Precinct, New Hampshire (Loan
Recipient) in accordance with RSA 486:14 and New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules
Env-Wq 500 (Rules) for the purpose of financing, to the extent of the aggregate amount of funds
transferred (Disbursements) to the Loan Recipient made hereunder, the Saco River Erosion
Mitigation for Protection of the WWTF (Project) now being undertaken by the Loan
Recipient. The Project is described in Exhibit A. The Loan Recipient shall abide by all of the

requirements of RSA 486:14 and the Rules.

II. The State agrees to loan to the Loan Recipient, and the Loan Recipient agrees to repay to the
State, in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, the principal sum of Three Hundred
Ninety Thousand, Nine Hundred Sixty-Three and 00/100 Dollars ($390,963) (Principal Sum)
or such lesser amount as shall equal the aggregate of Disbursements made hereunder by the State
to the Loan Recipient. Pursuant to federal capitalization grant requirements and/or other
allowances, additional financial assistance in the form of principal forgiveness will be applied to
the loan upon the initial repayment as follows: A portion of the principal sum, not to exceed One
Hundred Thousand and 00/100 Dollars ($100,000) or up to 100% of the toita] of Disbursements
relating to the approved planning evaluation scope, whichever is less, if the planning evaluation
meets the State’s guidelines for planning evaluation projects as determined by the State at the

completion of the project, and a portion of the principal sum in the amount of 20% of the remaining
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Disbursements, provided the project is determined to be complete by the State. The total amount
of principal forgiveness applied to the loan will not exceed One Hundred Fifty-Eight Thousand,
One Hundred Ninety-Two and 60/100 Dollars ($158,192.6 | ). In addition to the principal sum,
the Loan Recipient agrees to pay the applicable interest accrujd as described in Paragraphs III, V,
and VII. Federal financial assistance provided through the Water Pollution Control Revolving
Loan Fund Program (CFDA #66.458) may comprise all or a iportion of the Principal Sum. Any
Disbursement or other payment from the State to the Loal Recipient is contingent upon the
availability of funds.

[1I. Disbursements shall be made on a periodic basis, as requ?sted by the Loan Recipient, but not
more frequently than monthly, subject to the approval of the amount of each Disbursement by the
State. The State shall approve the amount requested if it detemines that the costs covered by the
request are eligible under Env-Wq 504.02 through Env-Wq 5q4.04, as applicable. Interest on each
Disbursement shall accrue on the outstanding principal balance from the date of the Disbursement
at the rate of 1% per annum computed on the basis of 30-day months and 360-day years until the
date of Substantial Completion of the Project or the date of Scheduled Completion, whichever is
carlier. At the option of the Loan Recipient, such intefest may be paid (1) prior to the
commencement of Loan repayment, (2) at the time of the ﬁr‘?t Loan repayment, or (3) by adding

the charges to the to the outstanding principal Loan balanl:e so long as the Loan Recipient’s

IV. The aggregate of the Disbursements shall be consolidated by a Promissory Note (Note) of the

Loan Recipient in a Supplemental Loan Agreement issued under and in accordance with the

date is hereby determined to be May 2, 2024; however, should the project experience an excusable
delay, an extension may be granted by the Commissioner or the Department of Environmental
Services upon request in writing by the Loan Recipient. ‘ In no event shall Note payments
commence later than ten years from the effective date of this Agreement.

VII. The Loan Recipient reserves the right to prepay, at any iFime: and without penalty, all or any

part of the outstanding principal or interest of the Note.

VIIL. In the event of a default in the full and timely remittance of any Note payment, any State
Aid Grant funds payable to the Loan Recipient under RSA 486:1 may be offset against and applied
to the payment of any obligations that are due hereunder. Tl‘Te Loan Recipient agrees to be liable
for all costs of collection, legal expenses, and attorney’s fees incurred or paid by the State in

enforcing this Agreement or in collecting any delinquent payments due hereunder.
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IX. No delay or omission on the part of the State in exercisng any right hereunder shall operate

as a waiver of such right or of any other right under this Agreement. A waiver on any one occasion
shall not be construed as bar to any right and/or remedy on any future occasion.

XIII. The Loan Recipient acknowledges that by accepting th% Loan it will be a sub-recipient of
federal financial assistance and, as such, subject to requireme@nts of the federal Single Audit Act
and subsequent amendments (SAA). The Loan Recipient furﬁ‘her acknowledges that, if the Loan
Recipient expends more than the required threshold in federal financial assistance from all

sources in any fiscal year, it must perform an SAA audit in accordance with the requirements of

Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133. In that eyent, the Loan Recipient shall
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provide the State with a copy of the SAA audit report within nine months of the end of the audit
