EXPLANATION

This Homeland Security Grant funds a cyber security training and exercise program to prepare leaders and
technicians in istate, county, and municipal government to protect their information technology infrastructure and
applications against potential data.breaches, intrusions, or failures .caused .by terrorist actions.
