Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural, Division of Parks and Recreation (Division) to enter into
a contract with E.L.M. Services, Inc (VC #325099), Hampton Falls, NH in the amount of $267,457 for waste
collection and disposal at Hampton Beach State Park, with the option to renew for an additional season,
effective upon Governor and Council approval for the period May 26, 2023, through October 31, 2026.
100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

Funds are available in the following account for Fiscal Year 2023 and are anticipated to be available in Fiscal
Years 2024, 2025 & 2026, upon the continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget with the
authority to adjust encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the budget office, if
need and justified.

EXPLANATION

As a result of staffing shortages and increased guest voliune at Hampton Beach State Park, the Division has
determined that outsourcing its waste collection and disposal services is necessary to help existing staff to
maintain a clean and healthy environment for our guests.

On February 3, 2023, an invitation to submit bids for solid waste collection and disposal was posted on the
Division of Purchase and Property's website and the Division of parks and Recreation's website. A single bid
proposal was received on February 24, 2023, from E.L.M. Services, Inc.

E.L.M. Services, Inc. will collect and dispose of all trash in and beside trash barrels along Hampton Beach
State Park, from Haverhill Avenue in Hampton to North Hampton State Park in North Hampton for four days
of each of the holiday weekends (Memorial Day, Fourth of July, and Labor Day). Additional service dates
may be needed, but are not guaranteed, on busy weekends.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved this contract as to form, substance, and execution.

• Bulky items placed next to barrels must also be picked up and disposed of. This includes but is not
limited to beadi chairs, umbrellas, EZ-UP tents, boogie boards, begged trash, etc.

• Contractor shall make their own arrangements to dispose of the solid waste. There is NO recycling-
all waste is considered trash.

* The Contractor shall use a compacting truck that has the capacity to hold upwards of 2 tons of trash
daily. i/tf

Contractor shall at all limes be responsible for the safe, careful, and efficient operation of their



equipment and shaJl comply with all safety regulations applicable to this operation.

* The Contractor will use experienced, capable, and licensed by the Slate to operate motor vehicles
equipment operators.

The State reserves the right to change the frequency of pick-up, for any of the locations throughout the
term.

The Hampton Beach State Park Manager will meet with the selected Vendor prior to 0S/2S/2023 to show
the exact barrel locations.
