REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Naturat and Cultural Resources, Division of Parks and Recreation to enter into a two-
year contract with Golf-Rides LLC (VC #441519), Plaistow, NH, in the amount of $217,933 for Seasonal Golf Cart
rentals at multiple State Park locations, effective upon Governor and Council approval through October 31, 2024.
100% Agency Income (Park Account Fund).

Funds are available in the following account for Fiscal Year 2023 and are anticipated to be available in Fiscal Year
2024, upon the continued appropriation of funds in the future operating budget with the authority to adjust
encumbrances between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office, if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The Department implemented use of golf carts in select parks in 2011 and has found that the use of them versus full
sized vehicles to be a much more cost effective, and an environmentally sensitive in keeping with the natural settings
of campgrounds and parks. Golf carts provide a quicker and safer way of accessing crowded areas frequented by
adults and children.

On February 16, 2023, an invitation to submit bids for golf cart rentals was advertised through five companies
known to the Department and the construction industry, and on the Department of Administrative Services’ and the
Division of Parks and Recreation’s websites. Bids closed of February 23, 2023 and Golf-Rides, LLC was the only
bid received. The two-year contract will provide an initial 17 gas powered golf carts for 16 State Park locations.
The number and type of golf carts may be adjusted each year to best suit the needs of State Parks. All parts and
maintenance will be provided by Golf-Rides LLC.

The Attorney General’s Office has reviewed and approved the contract as to form, substance and execution.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND

OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with all epplicable statutes, iaws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor's order on Respect
end Civility in the Workplace, Executive order 2020-01.

6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Coniractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicents for employment
because of age, sex, sexual orieniation, race, color, marital status,
physical or mental disability, religious creed, national origin,
gender identity, or gender expression, and will take affirmative
action to prevent such discrimination, unless exempt by siate or
federal law.

7. PERSONNEL.

The Contractor warrants that all
persornel engaged in the Services shall be qualified 1o perform the
Services, and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized
to do 50 under all applicable laws.

7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement,
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any onc or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder (“Event
of Default™):

§.1.1 failure to perform the Services salisfactorily or on schedule;

8.1.2 failure (0 submit any report required hereunder; and/or

8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreemenl.

8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions:

8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Decfault and requiring it to be remedicd within, in the absence of a
preater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;

8.2.2 give the Contractor & wrilten notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
wotuld otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice unltil such lime as the State determines that
the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contracior;

8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Defaull and set off against any other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or

8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Defauls, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agrecment
and purguc eny of its remedies at law or in equity, or both,

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the Siate is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver o the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days sfter the date of
termination, a report (“Termination Report™) describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price carned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calender days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the Siate a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

0.1 As used in this Agreement, the word “Property” shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obizined during the
performance of, or scquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computcr programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whethes finished or
unfinished. '
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10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.

10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
govermned by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable taw.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'’S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the
performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers’ compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least {ifteen

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A Stete's failure to enforce its rights
with respect lo any single or continuing breech of this Agreement
sheli not act as a waiver of the right of the State to latet enforce any
such rights or to enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party herelo Lo the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the lime of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Posi
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.
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18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may bo amended, waived or
discharged only by en instrument in wriling signed by the parties
hereto and only after epproval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hempshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be govemned, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal suprcmacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual. intent, and no rule of construclion
shalt be applied againsi or in favor of any party.

19.2 Any sctions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submiited to binding
arbitretion, but must, instead, be broughl and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments therelo,
the lerms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shatl conurol.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shell in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A =zre incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost ond expense, exccute any
edditiona] documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonehly required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreemenl are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

16. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in 2 number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an onginal, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding betweon the parties, and supersedes al) prior
sgreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
