REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (DES) to enter into a SOLE SOURCE contract with
The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill (UNC-CH) (VC #171316 BOOl), Chapel Hill, NC, in the amount
of $155,000 in order to conduct a statewide drinking water and sewer rate study and dashboard
implementation project, effective upon approval by Governor and Council through June 30, 2025. 50%
Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (DWSRF) Federal funds and 50% Clean Water State Revolving Fund
(CWSRF) Loan Management Funds.

Funding is available in the accounts listed below with the authority to adjust encumbrances in each of the
state fiscal years through the Budget Office, if needed and justified. Funding for fiscal years 2024-2025 Is
contingent upon continuing appropriations and availability of funds.

EXPLANATION

DES requests approval to enter into a contract with the UNC-CH to conduct annual statewide drinking
water and wastewater rate surveys until 2025. Upon completion of the rate survey, UNC-CH will update
the interactive rates dashboard originally created by UNC-CH in 2018 and revised in 2020. This is a SOLE
SOURCE request since UNC-CH created and currently hosts the existing NH Water and Sewer rates
dashboard. UNC-CH is very familiar with the process of collecting rate information and the data needed
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to provide the outputs desired to ensure that the tool continues to be useful and effective. UNC-CH has

completed similar surveys and created dashboards in multiple states across the country for over ten years.

The Interactive dashboard has been Instrumental for water and wastewater utilities as they continue to
determine ways of providing affordable services to their customers. DES has provided key Information
about drinking water and wastewater rates in New Hampshire for over two decades. The Information Is
very Important to the Industry and various stakeholders and is also used in the State Revolving Fund loan
program for determining project ranking and subsidy levels for disadvantaged communities.

The total project cost for this contract Is $155,000. DES will provide 100% of project costs through Federal
funds. In the event that Federal funds are no longer available, general funds wilt not be requested to

perform this work. This agreement has been approved by the Department of Justice as to form, substance,
and execution.

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2. SERVICES TO BE PERFORMED. The Stale of New

Hampshire, acting through the agency identified in block 1.1
("State"), engages contractor identified in block 1.3 ("Contractor")
to perform, and the Contractor shall perform, the work or sale of
goods, or both, identified and more particularly described in the
attached EXHIBIT B which is incorporated herein by reference
("Services").

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the approval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if applicable,
this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties hereunder, shall
become effective on the date the Governor and Executive Council

approve this Agreement, unless no such approval is required, in
which case the Agreement shall become effective on the date the
Agreement is signed by the State Agency as shown in block 1.13
("Effective Date").
3.2 If the Contractor commences the Services prior to the Effective
Date, all Services performed by the Contractor prior to the
Effective Date shall be performed at the sole risk of the Contractor,
and in the event that this Agreement does not become effective, the
State shall have no liability to the Contractor, including without
limitation, any obligation to pay the Contractor for any costs
incurred or Services performed.
3.3 Contractor must complete all Services by the Completion Date
specified in block 1.7.

4. CONDITIONAL NATURE OF AGREEMENT.

Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the contrary,
all obligations of the State hereunder, including, without limitation,
the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon the
availability and continued appropriation of funds. In no event shall
the State be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such
available appropriated funds. In the event of a reduction or
termination of appropriated funds by any state or federal legislative
or executive action that reduces, eliminates or otherwise modifies
the appropriation or availability of funding for this Agreement and
the Scope for Services provided in EXHIBIT B, in whole or in part,
the State shall have the right to withhold payment until such funds
become available, if ever, and shall have the right to reduce or
terminate the Services under this Agreement immediately upon
giving the Contractor notice of such reduction or termination. The
State shall not be required to transfer funds from any other account
or source to the Account identified in block 1.6 in the event funds

in that Account are reduced or unavailable.

5. CONTRACT PRICE/PRICE LIMITATION/ PAYMENT.

5.1 The contract price, method of payment, and terms of payment
are identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C
which is incorporated herein by reference.
5.2 Notwithstanding any provision in this Agreement to the
contrary, and notwithstanding unexpected circumstances, in no
event shall the total of all payments authorized, or actually made
hereunder, exceed the Price Limitation set forth in block 1.8. The
payment by the State of the contract price shall be the only and the
complete reimbursement to the Contractor for all expenses, of
whatever nature incurred by the Contractor in the performance

hereof, and shall be the only and the complete compensation to the
Contractor for the Services.

5.3 The State reserves the right to offset from any amounts
otherwise payable to the Contractor under this Agreement those
liquidated amounts required or permitted by N.H. RSA 80:7
through R5A 80:7-c or any other provision of law.
5.4 The State's liability under this Agreement shall be limited to
monetary damages not to exceed the total fees paid. The Contractor
agrees that it has an adequate remedy at law for any breach of this
Agreement by the State and hereby waives any right to specific
performance or other equitable remedies against the State.

6. COMPLIANCE BY CONTRACTOR WITH LAWS AND

REGULATIONS/EQUAL EMPLOYMENT
OPPORTUNITY.

6.1 In connection with the performance of the Services, the
Contractor shall comply with ail applicable statutes, laws,
regulations, and orders of federal, state, county or municipal
authorities which impose any obligation or duty upon the
Contractor, including, but not limited to, civil rights and equal
employment opportunity laws and the Governor's order on Respect
and Civility in the Workplace, Executive order 2020-01. In
addition, if this Agreement is funded in any part by monies of the
United States, the Contractor shall comply with all federal
executive orders, rules, regulations and statutes, and with any rules,
regulations and guidelines as the State or the United States issue to
implement these regulations. The Contractor shall also comply
with all applicable intellectual property laws.
6.2 During the term of this Agreement, the Contractor shall not
discriminate against employees or applicants for employment
because of age, sex, sexual orientation, race, color, marital status,
physical or mental disability, religious creed, national origin,

■gender identity, or gender expression, and will take affirmative
action to prevent such discrimination, unless exempt by state or
federal law. The Contractor shall ensure any subcontractors
comply with these nondiscriminalion requirements.
6.3 No payments or transfers of value by Contractor or its
representatives in connection with this Agreement have or shall be
made which have the purpose or effect of public or commercial
bribery, or acceptance of or acquiescence in extortion, kickbacks,
or other unlawful or improper means of obtaining business.
6.4. The Contractor agrees to permit the State or United States
access to any of the Contractor's books, records and accounts for
the purpose of ascertaining compliance with this Agreement and
all rules, regulations and orders pertaining to the covenants, terms
and conditions of this Agreement.

7. PERSONNEL.
7.1 The Contractor shall at its own expense provide all personnel
necessary to perform the Services. The Contractor warrants that all
persoruiel engaged in the Services shall be qualified to perform the
Services, and shall be properly licensed and otherwise authorized
to do so under all applicable laws.
7.2 The Contracting Officer specified in block 1.9, or any
successor, shall be the State's point of contact pertaining to this
Agreement.
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8. EVENT OF DEFAULT/REMEDIES.

8.1 Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the
Contractor shall constitute an event of default hereunder ("Event
of Default");

8.1.1 failure to perform the Services satisfactorily or on schedule;
8.1.2 failure to submit any report required hereunder; and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
8.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may
take any one, or more, or all, of the following actions: •
8.2.1 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and requiring it to be remedied within, in the absence of a
greater or lesser specification of time, thirty (30) calendar days
from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not timely
cured, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) calendar days
after giving the Contractor notice of termination;
8.2.2 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and suspending all payments to be made under this
Agreement and ordering that the portion of the contract price which
would otherwise accrue to the Contractor during the period from
the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that

the Contractor has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid
to the Contractor;
8.2.3 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default and set off against any other obligations the State may owe
to the Contractor any damages the State suffers by reason of any
Event of Default; and/or
8.2.4 give the Contractor a written notice specifying the Event of
Default, treat the Agreement as breached, terminate the Agreement
and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity, or both.

9. TERMINATION.

9.1 Notwithstanding paragraph 8, the State may, at its sole
discretion, terminate the Agreement for any reason, in whole or in
part, by thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Contractor
that the State is exercising its option to terminate the Agreement.
9.2 In the event of an early termination of this Agreement for any
reason other than the completion of the Services, the Contractor
shall, at the State's discretion, deliver to the Contracting Officer,
not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after the date of
termination, a report ("Termination Report") describing in detail
all Services performed, and the contract price earned, to and
including the date of termination. In addition, at the State's
discretion, the Contractor shall, within fifteen (15) calendar days
of notice of early termination, develop and submit to the State a
transition plan for Services under the Agreement.

10. PROPERTY OWNERSHIP/DISCLOSURE.

10.1 As used in this Agreement, the word "Property" shall mean
all data, information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all whether finished or
unfmished.

10.2 All data and any Property which has been received from the
State, or purchased with fimds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned
to the State upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement
for any reason.
10.3 Disclosure of data, information and other records shall be
governed by N.H. RSA chapter 91-A and/or other applicable law.
Disclosure requires prior written approval of the State.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In the

performance of this Agreement the Contractor is in all respects an
independent contractor, and is neither an agent nor an employee of
the State. Neither the Contractor nor any of its officers, employees,
agents or members shall have authority to bind the State or receive
any benefits, workers' compensation or other emoluments
provided by the State to its employees.

12. ASSIGNMENT/DELEGATION/SUBCONTRACTS.

12.1 Contractor shall provide the State written notice at least fifteen
(15) calendar days before any proposed assignment, delegation, or
other transfer of any interest in this Agreement. No such
assignment, delegation, or other transfer shall be effective without
the written consent of the State.

12.2 For purposes of paragraph 12, a Change of Control shall
constitute assignment. "Change of Control" means (a) merger,
consolidation, or a transaction or series of related transactions in
which a third party, together with its affiliates, becomes the direct
or indirect owner of fifty percent (50%) or more of the voting
shares or similar equity interests, or combined voting power of the
Contractor, or (b) the sale of all or substantially all of the assets of
the Contractor.

12.3 None of the Services shall be subcontracted by the Contractor
without prior written notice and consent of the State.
12.4 The State is entitled to copies of all subcontracts and
assignment agreements and shall not be bound by any provisions
contained in a subcontract or an assignment agreement to which it
is not a party.

13. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor shall indemnify,
defend, and hold harmless the State, its officers, and employees
from and against all actions, claims, damages, demands,
judgments, fines, liabilities, losses, and other expenses, including,
without limitation, reasonable attomeys' fees, arising out of or
relating to this Agreement directly or indirectly arising from death,
personal injury, property damage, intellectual property
infringement, or other claims asserted against the State, its officers,
or employees caused by the acts or omissions of negligence,
reckless or willful misconduct, or fraud by the Contractor, its
employees, agents, or subcontractors. The State shall not be liable
for any costs incurred by the Contractor arising under this
paragraph 13. Notwithstanding the foregoing, nothing herein
contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the State's

sovereign immunity, which immunity is hereby reserved to the
State. This covenant in paragraph 13 shall survive the termination
of this Agreement.
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14. INSURANCE.

14.1 The Contractor shall, at its sole expense, obtain and
continuously maintain in force, and shall require any subcontractor
or assignee to obtain and maintain in force, the following
insurance:

14.1.1 commercial general liability insurance against all claims of
bodily injury, death or property damage, in amounts of not less than
$1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess;
and

14.1.2 special cause of loss coverage form covering all Property
subject to subparagraph 10.2 herein, in an amount not less than
80% of the whole replacement value of the Property.
14.2 The policies described in subparagraph 14.1 herein shall be on
policy forms and endorsements approved for use in the State of
New Hampshire by the N.H. Department of Insurance, and issued
by insurers licensed in the State of New Hampshire.
14.3 The Contractor shall furnish to the Contracting Officer
identified in block 1.9, or any successor, a certificate(s) of
insurance for all insurance required under this Agreement. At the
request of the Contracting Officer, or any successor, the Contractor
shall provide certificate(s) of insurance for all renewal(s) of
insurance required under this Agreement. The certificate(s) of
insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and are
incorporated herein by reference.

15. WORKERS' COMPENSATION.

15.1 By signing this agreement, the Contractor agrees, certifies and
warrants that the Contractor is in compliance with or exempt from,
the requirements of N.H. RSA chapter 281-A ("Workers'
Compensation ").
15.2 To the extent the Contractor is subject to the requirements of
N.H. RSA chapter 281-A, Contractor shall maintain, and require
any subcontractor or assignee to secure and maintain, payment of
Workers' Compensation in connection with activities which the
person proposes to imdertake pursuant to this Agreement. The
Contractor shall furnish the Contracting Officer identified in block
1.9, or any successor, proof of Workers' Compensation in the
marmer described in N.H. RSA chapter 281-A and any applicable
renewal(s) thereof, which shall be attached and are incorporated
herein by reference. The State shall not be responsible for payment
of any Workers' Compensation premiums or for any other claim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under applicable State of New
Hampshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

16. WAIVER OF BREACH. A State's failure to enforce its rights
with respect.to any single or continuing breach of this Agreement
shall not act as a waiver of the right of the State to later enforce any
such rights or to'enforce any other or any subsequent breach.

17. NOTICE. Any notice by a party hereto to the other party shall
be deemed to have been duly delivered or given at the time of
mailing by certified mail, postage prepaid, in a United States Post
Office addressed to the parties at the addresses given in blocks 1.2
and 1.4, herein.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrtiment in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver or
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required under the
circumstances pursuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.

19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of the State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be applied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, including the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbitration, but must, instead, be brought and maintained in the
Merrimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event of a conflict between
the terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of this Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P-37 (as modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement is being entered into for
the sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any o^er person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout the Agreement are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are incorporated
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. Tbe Contractor, along with its
agents and affiliates, shall, at its own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and take such further actions as may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of this Agreement
and give effect to the transactions contemplated hereby.

25. SEVERABILITV. In the event any of the provisions of this
Agreement are held by a court of competent jurisdiction to be
contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions of
this Agreement will remain in full force and effect.

26. ENTIRE AGREEMENT. This Agreement, which may be
executed in a number of counterparts, each of which shall be
deemed an original, constitutes the entire agreement and
understanding between the parties, and supersedes all prior
agreements and understandings with respect to the subject matter
hereof.

SPECIAL PROVISIONS

Federal Funds paid under this agreement are from a Grant to the State from the U.S.

Environmental Protection Agency, Drinking Water State Revolving Fund Set-Asldes under CFDA

#66.468. All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this

Federal Grant are hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this

Department and the grantee.

Prohibition on Certain Telecommunications and Video Surveillance Services or Equipment:

This term and condition Implements 2 CFR 200.216 and Is effective for obligations and

expenditures of EPA financial assistance funding on or after 8/13/2020. As required by 2 CFR

200.216, EPA recipients and subreclpients. Including borrowers under EPA funded revolving

loan fund programs, are prohibited from obligating or expending loan or grant funds to procure

or obtain; extend or renew a contract to procure or obtain; or enter into a contract {or extend

or renew a contract) to procure or obtain equipment, services, or systems that use covered

telecommunications equipment or services as a substantial or essential component of any

system, or as critical technology as part of any system. As described in Public Law 115-232,

section 889, covered telecommunications equipment Is telecommunications equipment

produced by Huawei Technologies Company or ZTE Corporation (or any subsidiary or affiliate of

such entities).

Recipients, subreclpients, and borrowers also may not use EPA funds to purchase:

a. For the purpose of public safety, security of government facilities, physical security

surveillance of critical Page 4 of 29 infrastructure, and other national security purposes,

video surveillance and telecommunications equipment produced by Hytera

Communications Corporation, Hangzhou Hikvlslon Digital Technology Company, or

Dahua Technology Company (or any subsidiary or affiliate of such entities).

b. Telecommunications or video surveillance services provided by such entitles or using
such equipment.

c. Telecommunications or video surveillance equipment or services produced or

provided by an entity that the Secretary of Defense, in consultation with the Director of

the National Intelligence or the Director of the Federal Bureau of Investigation,

reasonably believes to be an entity owned or controlled by, or otherwise connected to,

the government of a covered foreign country.
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Consistent with 2 CFR 200.471, costs incurred for telecommunications and video surveillance

services or equipment such as phones, internet, video surveillance, and cloud servers are

allowable except for the following circumstances:

a. Obligating or expending EPA funds for covered telecommunications and video

surveillance services or equipment or services as described in 2 CFR 200.216 to:

(1) Procure or obtain, extend or renew a contract to procure or obtain;

(2) Enter into a contract (or extend or renew a contract) to procure; or

(3) Obtain the equipment, services, or systems. Certain prohibited equipment,

systems, or services, including equipment, systems, or services produced or

provided by entities identified in section 889, are recorded in the System for

Award Management exclusion list.

Other Special Provisions:

1. Section 9 - TERMINATION. The following subsection shall be added to Section 9 of the

Agreement:

9.3 In the event the State provides thirty (30) days written notice that it is exercising its option
to terminate the contract, the State will make payment to the contractor, consistent with

Exhibit C, for (i) all services properly rendered and monies properly expended by the Contractor
through the date of the thirty (30) days written notification of its option to terminate the
contract and (ii) reasonable non-cancelable commitments properly entered into by the
Contractor prior to the State's thirty (30) days written notification of its option to terminate
the contract.

2. Subsection 10.3 is stricken from the Agreement.

3. Section 13 - INDEMNIFICATION. Paragraph 13 of the Agreement is amended to read as

follows: ^

To the extent permitted and in the manner prescribed under applicable law including, but not

limited to, the North Carolina Tort Claims Act, for the Contractor, the parties will each be

responsible for their own negligence and the negligence of their own employee's and

agents. Neither party waives any rights or defenses under applicable law, nor do they waive

any defense of sovereign immunity except to the extent provided in applicable law, such

sovereign immunity hereby expressly reserved.
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4. Section 14 - INSURANCE. Paragraph 14 of the Agreement is amended to read as follows:

The Contractor Is self-Insured as an instrumentality of the State of North Carolina, which
maintains a self-insurance program adequate to protect against potential liabilities and risks,
including coverage for the indemnity obligations herein. Contractor shall furnish to the
Contracting Officer identified in block 1.9, or his or her successor, evidence of self-insurance
sufficient to cover general liability claims of bodily injury, death or property damage in amounts
up to $1,000,000 per occurrence and $2,000,000 aggregate or excess. The documents
evidencing self-insurance and other insurance and any renewals thereof shall be attached and
are incorporated herein by reference."

5. Section 19-CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM. Section 19 of the Agreement shall be revised as
follows:

'The wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the parties to express their
mutual intent, and no rule of construction shall be applied against or in favor of any party."

Exhibit B

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Contractor will perform a comprehensive water and wastewater rates survey and
dashboard implementation project.

The Contractor will perform the following tasks:

I. Water and Wastewater Rates Survey

1) Survey Mailing List and Survey Letter
a) Consult with NHDES staff on the presentation of, and the language within, the survey

letter

b) Include in the survey letter:

AMENDMENT AND RESTATEMENT OF DELEGATIONS

OF BOARD OF TRUSTEES AUTHORITY

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees of The University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill
("Board of Trustees") has; a duty to promote the sound developnrient of The University of North
Carolina at Chapel Hill (the "University") within the functions prescribed fprit, helping it to serve
the people of the State in a way that will complerhent the activities of the other institutions and
aiding it to perform at a high level of excellence in every endeayor;

WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees' powers and duties are assigned by the General
Assembly and the Board of Govemors, including through the Board of Governors delegating
certain specific authorities and responsibilities to the Board of Trustees;

WHEREAS, the Board of Governors' approval of the "Resolution to Amend and Restate
Constituent Institution Bb^d of Thistees Delegations" on July 22, 2021, directs each board of
trustees of the constituent institutions to identify and restate in one binding resolution all instances
in which the board of trustees of the constituent institution has delegated all or some of its
delegated authority from whatever source to any committee, person, agency, or entity;

NOW THEREFORE, the Board of Trustees restates the following authority and
delegations of authority as follows:

1. Chancellor'S'Executive and Administrative Powers and Duties

Under N.C.G.S. § i 16-34 and The Code of The University of North Carolina ("The Code"),
the Chancellor is the administrative and executive head of the institution and its official

spokesperson and exercises complete executive authority therein, subject to the direction of the
President. The Board of Trustees affirms the executive and administrative, authority of the
Chancellor as provided by the General Statutes and as delegated from the Board of Govemors,
including Section 502 (A, B, C, and D) of The Code and other provisions of The Code and UNC
Policy Manual assigning or delegating authority to the Chancellor. Such authority includes, but
is not limited to, policymaking, banking, and execution of documents, contracts, filings, and
certifications subject to authorized policies of the Board of Govemors and the Board of Trustees
^d the management of institutional trust funds govemed by § N.C.G.S. 116r36.1. Consistent with
the General Statutes and The Code, it shall be the duty of the Chancellor to cany out the policies
of the Board of Govemors and the Board of Trustees, to attend all meetings of the Board of
Trustees, and to be responsible for keeping the Board of Trustees fully informed on the operation
of the institution and its needs. The Chancellor's executive and administrative fx)wers and duties
may be sub-delegated consistent with The Code and UNC Policy Manual.

2. Delegation of Authority from the Board of Govemors to Institution in Appendix 1 of The
Code. ^

With respect to powers and duties delegated by the Board of Govemors "to the institution"
as described in Appendix 1 of The Code, the Board of Trustees affirms current delegation of
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authority and responsibility (i) to the Chancellor, the Chwcellor's designees, and the Faculty of
the University as to item III o^ Appendix 1 of The Code, and (u) to the Chancellor and the
Chancellor's designees as to items VIII and.X of Appendix 1 of The Code, subject to Exhibit C
of this Resolution.

3. Delegations of Authority from the Board of Trustees to the Chancellor

In addition to the duties, responsibilities, and authorities assigned or delegated to the
Chancellor from the General Assembly, the Board of Governors, or the President, the Board of
Trustees hereby delegatesauthbrity to the Chancellor, or affrrins the Chancellor's authority:

(a) To approve appointments, salary actions, and other employment actions for
employees exempt from the State Human Resources Act consistent vrith the Personnel
Management Flexibility granted to. the Umversity by the Board of Govemors, as sui^arized in
the Authority for Employihient Action dociimem attached hereto as Exhibit B (including sub-
delegations reflected in Exhibit B\ odier than those actions that require final action by the Board
of Trustees. The Chancellor shall provide a periodic report to the Board of Trustees regarding new
faculty and EHRA non-faculty appointmentis in a form cuid frequency to be determined by the
Chair of the Board of Trustees.

(b) To exercise any authority or cany but any responsibilities Specifrcally listing the
Chancellor under the "Delegation'- or "Sub-Delegation" headings of ̂ e Board of Trustees
Delegated Authority Table attached hereto as Exhibit C. The authorities and responsibilities listed
under "Delegarion" or "Sub-Delegation" headings in Exhibit C are neither intended nor required
to list or reflect the separate or related assignments or delegations of authority to the Chancellor
from the General Assembly, the Board of Governors, or the President, and such separately
delegated authorities remain vested in the Chancellor.

(c) To subsequently sub-delegate any authority delegated from the Board of Trustees
and not otherwise reflected as sub?delegated in this Resolution, including Exhibits A-C. provided,
hbwever, such new ̂b^elegatibn niust be approved by the Board of Trustees.

4. Delegations of Authority to Standing Committees of the Board of Trustees

Pursuant to its Bylaws and Appeal Procedures, attached hereto as Exhibit D. the Board of
Trusteesmay create any number of committees, each consisting of two or more trustees, to make
recommendations to the Board of Trustees arid to establish panels to: hear and decide certain
appeals on behalf of the Board of Trustees.
