EXPLANATION

Funding in accounting unit 20530000 represents costs associated with the Children’s Behavioral Health System of
Care. General Fund appropriations are needed in Class 502 (Payment to Providers) due FAST Forward program
expenses being higher than budgeted. FAST Forward was projected to serve 100-125 families in 2023 when
budgeted for SFY22 and SFY23 were developed. Due to a number of factors, including an increase in complex
behavioral health needs in communities amplified by the pandemic, FAST Forward enrollments have surged to over
550 served. Funds are needed in Class 563 (Community Based Services) due to residential treatment contract
expenses exceeding the assumptions made during the budgeting process. At the time the budget was developed,
the amount of children to be served by accessing the system of care through the Bureau of Children’s Behavioral
Health was unknown because that was not the standard practice. Since then, the ability to access the system of care
was expanded so that in order to gain entry there are other “doors” besides only through the Division of Child and
Family Services’ “door,” and as a result, children are now accessing the system through the Bureau of Children’s
Behavioral Health “door.” Considering the unknown assumptions at that time of original budget development, the
number of Bureau of Children’s Behavioral Health youth utilizing the system of care have been more than assumed
at that time. Funding in accounting unit 41150000 are for costs associated with the State’s statutory obligation to
ensure legal representation is provided for individuals with mental iliness subject to probable cause hearings for
involuntary emergency admission to a state mental health Designated Receiving Facility (DRF). Funds are needed
in Class 550 (Assessments and Counseling) due to projected expenses for psychiatric assessments, this is due to
more people being served. Funds are being transferred from accounting unit 41170000 — CMH Program Support -
Class 102 as contract obligations have been less than anticipated due to the delay of the supported housing
expansion. The delay has resulted from a significant shortage in available housing, and therefore, contracted
providers have been unable to secure property and open supported housing programs within the timeframe originally
anticipated. ' :
