REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to enter into a grant agreement with Town of
Loudon, NH (VC# 177431-B002) totaling $94,358 for partial funding of replacement of a plow truck and a wheeled
loader, effective upon Governor and Council approval through September 30, 2024. 45% Federal Funds, 55% VW
Settlement Funds.

EXPLANATION

Under the Diesel Emission Reduction Act (DERA) the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) provides
funding to states for projects that reduce harmful emissions produced by older diesel engines, including
replacement of wheeled loaders and plow trucks. The new engines must meet more stringent emissions
standards. Utilizing federal EPA funds, matched with funding from New Hampshire’s Volkswagen
Environmental Mitigation Trust Fund, NHDES has $1,500,000 available for grants.

The first two rounds of request for proposals (RFP} were conducted from Jjuly 15, 2022, through November 1,
2022. Nine entities applied for funding. Six proposals were approved for funding {see Attachment A for the
scoring results). The Town of Loudon requested partial funding to replace a wheeled loader and a plow truck.

The Town of Loudon’s project will replace a 2001 Caterpillar loader and a 2003 International Class 8 plow truck.
The plow truck is used for road maintenance in the town, and the loader is used at the town’s transfer station
to load trucks and to move recyclables and trash. Both units continue to run but are leaking fiuids and showing
their age through decreasing performance and damaged apparatus. The plow truck is 20 years oid and is
nearing 100,000 miles on the odometer. The loader is over 20 years old and has accumulated over 15,000 hours.
It is experiencing low oil pressure in the engine and transmission, and component failure. Due to their age and
use, both are showing signs of rotting frame rails, body mounts and wiring. Both units are increasingly becoming
unreliable due to more expensive and frequent repair and maintenance needs. The proposed new loader is
25% more fuel efficient than the existing unit, and the proposed new plow truck is 33% more fuel efficient than
the existing truck. Replacing these units will result in fuel cost savings, greater reliability during storm events
and daily tasks, and decreased emissions.

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The DERA program has a mandatory minimum cost share requirement for a diesel replacement project of 75
percent. NHDES will provide a grant to the Town of Loudon of $94,358 or 25 percent of the total replacement
cost for the plow truck and the wheeled loader (estimated at $377,430 total for both units), whichever is less.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General.
In the event that Federal funds become no longer available General funds will not be requested to support this

program.

This Scope of Services describes activities that have been agreed to between the New Hampshire Department of
Environmental Services (NHDES) and Town of Loudon (Vendor Code #B001-177431) for a wheeled loader and a
plow truck that operate in Loudon, NH to reduce diesel emissions in the State using funds available via the New
Hampshire State Clean Diesel Grant Program funded by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).

The project activities will be carried out in Loudon, NH by Town of Loudon {hereinafter referred to as “the
Recipient”). i

This agreement will become effective upon approval by Governor and Council. The project completion date is
September 30, 2024, with additional reporting requirements through 2028.

NHDES and the Recipient will undertake under this Agreement the replacement of 1 wheeled loader and 1 plow
truck.

For the purposes of this Agreement, NHDES and the Recipient agree to the following:

1, NHDES shail assign the appropriate staff to coordinate this project with the Recipient,

2. The Recipient shall purchase and operate 1 model year (MY) 2023 Hyundai Tier 4 loader and 1 MY 2023
Freightliner Class 8 plow truck (“replacement units”) as replacements for the 1 MY 2001 Caterpillar Tier 2
loader and the 1 MY 2003 International Class 8 plow truck {“existing units”} respectively identified in their
proposals submitted in response to the Request for Proposals. The Request for Proposals and the Recipient’s
proposals are incorporated into the Agreement by reference.

3. The replacement units will be MY 2023 or newer units as specified in the project proposals.

4, The replacement loader must have a horsepower of no greater than 40% of the existing unit and the
replacement plow truck must be the same weight class, or, with written approval from NHDES, may be a
smaller weight class. The replacement units must operate in the same manner fulfilling similar duties as the

respective existing units. The replacement plow truck must operate over similar routes as the existing unit.

5. NHDES shall reimburse the Recipient 25 percent of the eligible expenses, or $94,358, whichever is less.

Eligible expenses under this grant include the cost of only: the replacement units and attachments,
accessories, modifications, or auxiliary apparatuses necessary to make the replacement units usable for the
purposes for which they are acquired.

Ineligible expenses include, but are not limited to: “optional” components or “add-ons” to the units,
registration, scrappage of existing units, engineering, project management, and personnel costs.

The Recipient shall provide NHDES with the following information on the existing units prior to purchasing
the replacement units:

Each existing unit shall be taken out of service no later than 15 days following the placement into service of
its respective replacement units.

Each existing unit will be scrapped within 90 days from the date its respective replacement is put into
service.

The Recipient shall use the replacement units in normal service for a period of no less than five (5) years. in
the event that the Recipient sells or surpluses the replacement units within five years of the effective date of
this contract, the Recipient shall follow the guidelines set forth in Title 2 Code of Federal Regulations,
Subtitle A, Section 200.313, and shall reimburse the State of New Hampshire in accordance with the
depreciation table below.

The Recipient shall:
a. Register the replacement plow truck in accordance with New Hampshire law;
b. Maintain the replacement units in accordance with manufacturer recommendations;
c. Not make modifications to the replacement units including their engines; and,
d. Make the replacement units and related documents (including maintenance recards) available for
follow-up inspection for five years from date of grant approval, if requested by EPA or NHDES.

The Recipient shall scrap the existing units or render them permanently disabled. NHDES shall be allowed
the opportunity to witness the destruction of the engines and chassis with a two-week {minimum) advance
notice of the event. The existing units may be permanently disabled by:

a. Creating a minimum 3-inch diameter hole completely through the engine blocks; and

b. Cutting the chassis rails in half.

The Recipient shall supply documentation to NHDES confirming the scrappage requirements have been met
for the existing units within two weeks of the event. The documentation must be signed by the authorized
representative listed on the grant application form or other duly authorized representative. The
documentation must include:
a. The date each existing unit was scrapped;
b. The Product Identification Number (PIN]} or Vehicle Identification Number (VIN} as applicable and the
engine model year, engine family name, and engine serial number for each existing unit;
¢. The name and contact information for the entity that scrapped each existing unit; and
d. The following photographic images of the following for each existing unit, clearly labeled:
i.  Side profile of the unit;

ii. PIN/VIN;

iii.  The engine tag that includes the engine serial number and engine family number (if available);

iv.  Chassis rail cut in half;

v.  Engine block prior to destruction; and

vi.  Engine block after destruction.

Scrappage may be completed by the Recipient or by a salvage yard or similar service, provided all scrappage
requirements have been met and all necessary documentation provided to NHDES.

The Recipient shall submit Quarterly Project Status Reports (“Quarterly Reports”) to NHDES, the first of
which is due after the first full calendar quarter following the Effective Date of the Agreement and the last of
which is due two years after acquisition of all replacement units. Quarterly Reports are due January 15%,
Aprif 15%, July 15", and October 15" (e.g., if the Effective Date were in May, then the first full quarter
following the Effective Date would be July-September, thus the first Quarterly Report would be due October
15™}. Quarterly Reports shall include sufficient information for NHDES to know the status of unit
replacements and destruction of the existing units, to know if the replacement units are in service, and to
estimate the emissions reductions attributable to the project, including:
a. The status of each replacement unit’s order and delivery, with estimates of delivery and in-use dates
of the replacement unit not yet procured and put in service;
