EXPLANATION

During the Fall of 2021, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems which
had an Energy Audit conducted within the past three years and were Interested In moving forward with
Implementing findings recommended in the audit. NHDES received seven (7) applications which were all
selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds.

The North Conway Water Precinct requested a total of $200,000 In funding from NHDES to Implement
the findings of their energy audit to reduce external energy reliance and costs to the Precinct. NHDES,
through the American Rescue Plan Act funds, has offered the North Conway Water Precinct $200,000.

This funding will be used to Install a solar array that will help reduce and stabilize the cost of energy. This
Installation will provide power directly to the Well 2R Control Building. The energy used to treat and
pump drinking water and wastewater typically amounts to 40-60% of a municipality's total energy use.
This is an allowable use of ARPA FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary Investments
In water, sewer, or broadband Infrastructure.
