REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Strategic Planning grant to the Bartlett

Village Water Precinct, (Vendor code #157052-6001) totaling $48,500 to improve public water system
sustainability, effective upon Governor and Council approval through April 15, 2025. 100% Federal

Funds.

EXPLANATION

During the Fall of 2022, NHDES went out for solicitation of interest to community water systems serving

a population greater than 150 people. Forty-six (46) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked

based on criteria included in the request for proposals, such as the ability to demonstrate a "shovel-

ready" drinking water infrastructure project following the planning efforts and an ability to make

improvements to the sustainability of the system. Out of the forty-six project proposals, twenty-three

(23) were selected to be funded under the American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See attachment A
for the proposal rankings and list of reviewers.

The Bartlett Village Water Precinct will use the funds to assess the short-term and long-term

sustainability of the water system's source of supply and treatment. Through the strategic planning
efforts, the findings will result in the creation of a water supply master plan.

ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117^^ United States Congress and
signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021, to speed up the United States' recovery from the

economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines

eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies,

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responding to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue
relief to states and making investments In water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure. This is an

allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make^necessary investments in water,
sewer, or broadband infrastructure.

In the event grant funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. These grant agreements have been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,
substance, and execution.

/. Wf IV HAMPSHIRE STATE AND LOCAL FISCAL RECOVERY FUNDS FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS

This Agreement is funded under a grant to the State of New Hampshire (State) and subsequently through

Subrecipient must agree to provide or make available such records to the State and Treasury upon

request, and to the Government Accountability Office ("GAG"), Treasury's Office of Inspector General
("OIG"), and their authorized representative in order to conduct audits or other investigations.

expended by December 31, 2026.

PROCUREMENT, SUSPENSION AND DEBARMENT: Recipients are responsible for ensuring that any

The Bartlett Village Water Precinct will contract with an engineering firm to complete the following outlined tasks.
The goal of the project is to assess short-term and long-term sustainability of the water systems source of supply
and treatment, Albany Brook, and slow-sand filtration.

Task 1 - Albany Brook Dam & Intake assessment evaluation of water demands

•  Kick-off meeting with DES representatives.

• Wateouse evaluations with determination of target usage and potential losses in the system.

•  Desktop safe yield evaluation of Albany Brook utilizing existing historical data & watershed evaluation

tools.

•  Physical inspection of condition of the dam & intake structure with recommendation of improvements.

•  Stream gauge event(s) at the dam to calibrate desktop evaluation to actual flows. Anticipated to occur at

least once between May & October.

•  Mid-Level Project Meeting with NHDES

Deliverable: Throughout the execution of each sub-task outlined in Task 1, relevant project status memos,
reports, and maps will be presented to NHDES. Following completion of sub-tasks a-f, a draft Current Source
Assessment report will be generated and submitted to NHDES for review and edit prior to finalization. All

documentation will be provided to NHDES in electronic format. Other deliverables include a Kick-off meeting

and mid-level project meeting with NHDES and the Commissioners.

Task 2 - Hydrogeologlcal study

Conduct a hydrogeological desktop study for new source exploration and feasibility. This will identify
potential new groundwater source(s) locations for the water system as redundancy and future water use.
BVWD parcels will be evaluated.

Deliverable: Submit a draft Hydrogeological study, with all relevant data and maps, to NHDES for review and

edit prior to finalization. All documentation will be provided to NHDES in electronic format.

Task 3 - Generate a water supply master plan

Present the information gathered in Task 1 and 2 to all BVWP stakeholders through a Water Supply Master
Plan. Incorporated in the Master Plan is action items to ensure sustainability of the source(s) of supply,
estimated costs, funding options and possible implementation strategies. Task includes presentation of
information at a Commissioners Meeting, with stakeholders invited to attend.
