REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award an Asset Management grant to the
Jackson Water Precinct (Vendor Code # 155475-BOOl) totaling $100,000 to improve public water system
management, effective upon Governor and Council approval through April 1,2025.100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

During the fall of 2022, the Department of Environmental Services issued a request for proposals for

2023 Drinking Water Sustainability Grants to community water systems serving a population greater

than 150 people. Twenty-four (24) proposals were received, evaluated, and ranked based on criteria

included in the request for proposals, such as, project completes for condition assessment on all assets,

that a financial plan is developed and addresses investment priorities and true cost of service, and that

the plan is communicated to customers and decisionmakers. Out of the 24 project proposals, 14 were

selected to be funded with American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) funds. See attachment A for the proposal

rankings and list of reviewers.

The Precinct will use the funds to develop and implement asset management program for their
respective drinking water system. Asset management has become the foundation for sustainable water

systems as it provides a holistic picture for how to conduct their business in a more effective and efficient

method. The Precinct will develop a complete inventory of their water assets Including a condition

assessment and risk assessment of their infrastructure. Along with the inventory, the Precinct will create

a long-term funding strategy to help with financing their capital improvement plans. A communication
plan will be developed to aid the Precinct with transparency within the community.

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ARPA of 2021 is a $1.9 trillion economic stimulus bill passed by the 117*^ United States Congress and
signed into law by President Biden on March 11, 2021 to speed up the United States' recovery from the
economic and health effects of the COVID-19 pandemic and the resultant recession. The Act defines
eligible uses of the state and local funding, including responding to public health emergencies,
responding to workers performing essential work during the COVID-19 emergency, providing revenue
relief to states and making investments in water, sewer, and broadband infrastructure. This is an
allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary investments in water,
sewer, or broadband infrastructure.

In the event grant funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. These grant agreements have been approved by the Attorney General's Office as to form,
substance, and execution.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use. in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder. are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of flmds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those fimds, the State shall
have the rî t to withhold payment until such fimds become available, ifever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as "Events of Default"):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or
Failure to submit any report required hereunder, or
Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder, or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence ofany Event of Default, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of lime,
thirty (30) days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and
Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all payments to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grut Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such lime as the State determines that the

Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set offagainst any other obligation the State may owe to the Grantee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and
Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifieen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafier
refened to as the 'Termination Report") describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount earned, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
