EXPLANATION

NHDES selected awardees for Clean Water Asset Management Grant Program from pre-applicants who submitted
proposed projects to the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (CWSRF) loan program in June of 2022. This grant is
funded with Clean Water Technical Assistance funds, consistent with section 603(k) of the Clean Water Act in an
amount equal to 2% of all grant awards received by a state CWSRF after November 15, 2021.

The Town of Rye will use the grant funding to develop an Asset Management Program to be used as a complete
community specific decision-making tool related to the assets of the wastewater collection system and pump
stations. Asset management enables communities to examine the need for each asset as well as the performance
of the assets.

In the event federal funds become no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this
program. This grant agreement has been approved by the Attorney General’s Office as to form, substance, and
execution.

Except as otherwise specifically provided herein, the Project, including all reports
required by this Agreement, shall be completed in ITS entircty prior to the date in
block 1.7 (herginafter referred to as “the Completion Date™).

The Grant Amount is identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C,
attached hereto,

The manner of, and schedule of payment shall be s set forth in EXHIBIT C.

In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT C, and in consideration
of the satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by the State, and as
limited by subparagraph 5.5 of these general provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantes the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payable 10 the Grantee under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permitted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80:7 through 7-¢.

The payment by the State of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete
payment to the Grantee for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the
Grantee in the performence hercof, and shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to the Grantee for the Project.  The State shall have no liabilities to
the Grantee other than the Grant Amount.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agrecment to the contrary, and notwithstanding
unexpected circumstances, in no event shall the total of all payments authorized,
or actually made, hereunder exceed the Grant limitetion set forth in block 1.8 of
these general provisions.

g In
connection with the performance of the Project, the Grantee shail comply with all
statutes, laws regulations, end orders of federal, state, county, or municipal
authorities which shall impose any obligations or duty upon the Grantee, including
the acquisition of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-95-b.

Between the Effective Date and the dnte seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency, the Grantee
shall keep detailed accounts of all expenses incurred in connection with the
Project, including, but not limited to, costs of administration, transportation,
insurance, telephone calls, and clerical materials and services. Such accounts
shall be supported by receipts, invoices, bills and other similar documents.
Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency pursuant to
subparagraph 7.1, at any time during the Grantee's normal business hours, and as
often as the State shall demand, the Grantee shall make available to the State all
records pertaining to matters covered by this Agreement.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, provide all personnel necessary to perform
the Project. The Grantee warrants that all personnel engaged in the Project shall
be qualified to perform such Project, and shall be properly licensed and authorized
to perform such Project under all applicable laws,

The Grentee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort
to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is & State officer or employce, elected or appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and histher decision on any dispute, shall be final.

No data shail be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.

On and after the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be retumed to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in pen, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement to the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upen
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in ¢xcess of such available or eppropriated
funds. 1n the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agreement immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

Any one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Grantee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinatter referred to as “Events of Default™):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on schedule; or

performed, and the Grant Amount eamed, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paregraphs 10 or 124 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the Siate shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount ¢arned to and including
the date of termination.

event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustnined or
incured by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be
performed, who exercises any functions or responsibilities in the review or

GRANTEE'S RELATION TO THE STATE In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantcee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantee of
the Grantee are in all respects independent contractors, and are neither agents
nor employces of the State.

Protection Agency, Clean Water State Revolving Fund Technical Assistance funds under CFDA #66.458.
All applicable requirements, regulations, provisions, terms and conditions of this Federal Grant are
hereby adopted in full force and effect to the relationship between this Department and the grantee.

Subparagraph 17.1.2 of the General Provisions shall be modified to read Subparagraph 17 of the
General Provisions shall be reduced for comprehensive general liability insurance claims of bodily
injury, death, or property damage, in the amounts of not less than $1,000,000 per claim and per
incident.

Changes to the Scope of Services or reallocation of grant funds require NHDES approval in
advance. Payments will be made based on submitted invoices. Work must be completed and
request for reimbursement must be made by the completion date listed on the grant agreement
(section 1.6).

Allowable costs. All costs charged to this Agreement shall be eligible, necessary, and reasonable
for performing the tasks outlined in the approved project scope of services.
