REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Local Source Water Protection grant to the Town of
Epping (\5{: # 177517 B0O03) in the amount of $25,000 to complete a project to protect public drinking water supplies,
effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 31, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Environmental Services issued a request for proposals for 2023 Local Source Water Protection
Grants. These grants are funded by set-asides under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Twenty-three
proposals were received. The proposals were evaluated and ranked based on criteria included in the request for
proposals, such as whether the project fulfills a component of a source water protection program, that the proposed
project addresses appropriate threats, and that the project will deliver a valuable and useful product. Based on eligibility
and the available federal funding, the Department determined that it could offer grants to sixteen source protection
planning projects and three source security projects. See Attachment A for the full list of grants awarded and list of
reviewers.

The Town of Epping will use the source water protection grant funds to assess sodium and chloride sources near their
two main production wells and develop a salt reduction/mitigation plan to reduce the occurrence of sodium chloride in
the water supply.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General. In the
event that the federal funds are no longer available, General funds will not be requested to support this program.

EXHIBIT B
SCOPE OF WORK

The Town of Epping will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) grant
funds to assess sodium and chloride sources and develop a preliminary salt reduction/mitigation
plan for their two main production wells at the Epping Crossing Well Field. Project tasks include
inventorying all possible sources of sodium/chloride by compiling GIS databases and imagery,
evaluating WHPA drainage patterns and groundwater flow patterns, and preparing a preliminary sait
reduction/mitigation plan focused on the wellhead protection areas.

Specifically, the following tasks, as described in the application submitted to NHDES, will be
accomplished:

Task 1. Preparation of Site-Specific Project Plan (SSPP) under the NHDES Non-Point Source Program
QAPP :

Deliverables: Obtain approved SSPP from NHDES.

Task 2. Inventory Possible Sources of Sodium/Chloride

Perform a detailed field survey of key locations of sources contributing sodium chloride to the production
well identified through an analysis of relevant GIS (geographic information system) databases. Review
historic and present land use information.

Deliverables: Summary of data reviewed including citations and maps of identified sources of
sodium/chloride.

Task 3: Evaluate Surface Water Drainage and Groundwater Flow Patterns

Evaluate the WHPA’s surface water drainage patterns, geologic setting, and groundwater flow patterns
to determine the path of applied sodium and chloride within the watershed using GIS datasets, field
observations of existing key drainage features, and known aquifer and surface water characteristics.
Develop an estimate of the overall salt load in the WHPA and estimate the potential net flux of sodium
and chloride that could enter the groundwater system in the WHPA under current conditions and
reduced salt conditions.

Deliverables: Provide a map (and relevant attachments) to NHDES for review and comment, illustrating
the approach, findings to date, and assumptions used to calculate the salt loading estimates in advance
of Task 4.

Task 4: Prepare Salt Reduction/Mitigation Plan and Summary Report

Once sources of sodium/chloride and their transport pathways are identified, submit letters to property
owners targeted for salt reduction to explain what the WHPA is and how they might be able to reduce
their salt use within that WHPA, and then develop a preliminary plan to reduce/mitigate sodium and
chloride impacts for implementation.

Deliverables: Report including any feedback/response from property owners and findings of this study
that includes a preliminary salt reduction/mitigation plan that can be applied across the WHPA.

Quarterly progress report forms must be completed by grant recipients or their subcontractor and
submitted to NHDES every three months, beginning with the first full three (3) month quarter after
grant approval from Governor & Council.
