REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services to award a Local Source Water Protection grant to the City of
Portsmouth (VC # 177463 B001) in the amount of $25,000 to complete a project to protect public drinking water
supplies in Madbury, effective upon Governor and Council approval through May 31, 2024. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Environmental Services issued a request for proposals for 2023 Local Source Water Protection
Grants. These grants are funded by set-asides under the Drinking Water State Revolving Loan Fund. Twenty-three
proposals were received. The proposals were evaluated and ranked based on criteria included in the request for
proposals, such as whether the project fulfills a component of a source water protection program, that the proposed
project addresses appropriate threats, and that the project will deliver a valuable and useful product. Based on eligibility
and the available federal funding, the Department determined that it could offer grants to sixteen source protection
planning projects and three source security projects. See Attachment A for the full list of grants awarded and list of
reviewers.

The City of Portsmouth will use the source water protection grant funds to pay for transaction costs associated with the
purchase of a conservation easement on a critical 45-acre parcel of land located adjacent to the Bellamy Reservoir in

Madbury, a source of drinking water for the Portsmouth Water System.

This agreement has been approved as to form, substance, and execution by the Office of the Attorney General. in the
event federal funds are no longer available, general funds will not be requested to support this program.

GRANT AMOUNT: LIMITATION ON AMOUNT: VOUCHERS: PAYMENT.
The Grant Amount is identified and more particularly described in EXHIBIT C,
attached hereto.

The manner of, and schedule of payment shall be as set forth in EXHIBIT C.

In accordance with the provisions set forth in EXHIBIT C, and in consideration
of the satisfactory performance of the Project, as determined by the State, and as
limited by subparagraph 5.5 of these general provisions, the State shall pay the
Grantee the Grant Amount. The State shall withhold from the amount otherwise
payabie to the Grantee under this subparagraph 5.3 those sums required, or
permitted, to be withheld pursuant to N.H. RSA 80.7 through 7-c.

The payment by the State of the Grant amount shall be the only, and the complete
payment to the Grantee for all expenses, of whatever nature, incurred by the
Grantee in the performance hereof, and shall be the only, and the complete,
compensation to the Grantee for the Project. The State shall have no liabilities to
the Grantee other than the Grant Amount.

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, and notwithstanding
unexpected circumstances, in no event shall the total of all payments authorized,
or actually made, hereunder exceed the Grant limitation set forth in block 1.8 of
these general provisions.

COMPLIANCE BY GRANTEE WITH LAWS AND REGULATIONS. In
connection with the performance of the Project, the Grantee shall comply with all
statutes, laws regulations, and orders of federal, state, county, or municipal
authorities which shall impose any obligations or duty upon the Grantee, including

the acquisition of any and all necessary permits and RSA 31-95-b.

RECORDS and ACCOUNTS.

Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the grant terms or the Agency, the Grantee
shall keep detailed accounts of all expenses incurred in connection with the
Project, including, but not limited to, costs of administration, transportation,
insurance, telephone calls, and clerical materials and services. Such accounts
shall be supported by receipts, invoices, bills and other similar documents,
Between the Effective Date and the date seven (7) years after the Completion
Date, unless otherwise required by the prant terms or the Agency pursuant to
subparagraph 7.1, at any time during the Grantee’s normal business hours, and as
often as the State shall demand, the Grantee shall make available to the State all
records pertaining to matters covered by this Agreement. The Grantee shall
permit the State to audit, examine, and repraduce such records, and to make audits
of all contracts, invoices, materials, payrolls, records of personnel, data (as that
term is hereinafter defined), and other information relating to all matters covered
by this Agreement. As used in this paragraph, “Grantee” includes all persons,
natural or fictional, affiliated with, controlled by, or under common ownership
with, the entity identified as the Grantee in block 1.2 of these provisions
PERSONNEL.

The Grantee shall, at its own expense, provide all personnel necessary to perform
the Project. The Grantee warrants that all personnel engaged in the Project shall
be qualified to perform such Project, and shall be properly licensed and authorized
to perform such Project under ail applicable laws,

The Grantee shall not hire, and it shall not permit any subcontractor, subgrantee,
or other person, firm or corporation with whom it is engaged in a combined effort
to perform the Project, to hire any person who has a contractual relationship with
the State, or who is a State officer or employee, elected or appointed.

The Grant Officer shall be the representative of the State hereunder. In the event
of any dispute hereunder, the interpretation of this Agreement by the Grant
Officer, and his/her decision on any dispute, shall be final.

DATA: RETENTION OF DATA: ACCESS.

As used in this Agreement, the word “data™ shall mean all information and things
developed or obtained during the performance of, or acquired or developed by
reason of, this Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports, files,
formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video recordings, pictorial
reproductions, drawings, analyses, graphic representations,
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computer programs, compuler printouts, notes, letiers, memoranda, paper, and
documents, all whether finished or unfinished.

Between the Effective Date and the Completion Date the Graniee shall grant o
the State, or any person designated by it, unrestricted access to all data for
examination, duplication, publication, translation, sale, disposal, or for any other
purpose whatsoever.

No data shall be subject to copyright in the United States or any other country by
anyone other than the State.

On and afier the Effective Date all data, and any property which has been received
from the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose under this
Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and shall be returned to the State
upon demand or upon termination of this Agreement for any reason, whichever
shall first occur.

The State, and anyone it shall designate, shall have unrestricted authority to
publish, disclose, distribute and otherwise use, in whole or in part, all data.
CONDITIONAL NATURE OR AGREEMENT. Notwithstanding anything in
this Agreement 1o the contrary, all obligations of the State hereunder, including,
without limitation, the continuance of payments hereunder, are contingent upon
the availability or continued appropriation of funds, and in no event shall the State
be liable for any payments hereunder in excess of such available or appropriated
funds. In the event of a reduction or termination of those funds, the State shall
have the right to withhold payment until such funds become available, if ever, and
shall have the right to terminate this Agrecment immediately upon giving the
Grantee notice of such termination.

EVENT OF DEFAULT: REMEDIES.

Amny one or more of the following acts or omissions of the Graniee shall constitute
an event of default hereunder (hereinafter referred to as “Events of Default™):
Failure to perform the Project satisfactorily or on scheduie; or

Failure to submit any report required hereunder; or

Failure to maintain, or permit access to, the records required hereunder; or
Failure to perform any of the other covenants and conditions of this Agreement.
Upon the occurrence of any Event of Default, the State may take any one, or more,
or all, of the following actions:

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and requiring it
to be remedied within, in the absence of a greater or lesser specification of time,
thirty {30} days from the date of the notice; and if the Event of Default is not
timely remedied, terminate this Agreement, effective two (2) days after giving the
Grantee notice of termination; and

Give the Grantee a written notice specifying the Event of Default and suspending
all paymenis to be made under this Agreement and ordering that the portion of the
Grant Amount which would otherwise accrue to the Grantee during the period
from the date of such notice until such time as the State determines that the
Grantee has cured the Event of Default shall never be paid to the Grantee; and
Set off against any other obligation the Stale may owe to the Graniee any damages
the State suffers by reason of any Event of Default; and

Treat the agreement as breached and pursue any of its remedies at law or in equity,
or both.

TERMINATION.

In: the event of any early termination of this Agreement for any reason other than
the completion of the Project, the Grantee shall deliver to the Grant Officer, not
later than fifieen (15) days after the date of termination, a report (hereinafier
referred to as the “Termination Report™) describing in detail all Project Work
performed, and the Grant Amount ¢arned, to and including the date of termination.
In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall entitle
the Grantee to receive that portion of the Grant amount earned to and including
the date of termination.

In the event of Termination under paragraphs 10 or 12.4 of these general
provisions, the approval of such a Termination Report by the State shall in no
event relieve the Grantee from any and all liability for damages sustained or
incurred by the State as a result of the Grantee's breach of its obligations
hereunder,

Notwithstanding anything in this Agreement to the contrary, either the State or,
except where notice default has been given to the Grantee hereunder, the Grantee,
may terminate this Agreement without cause upon thirty (30) days written notice.
CONFLICT OF INTEREST. No officer, member of employee of the Grantee,
and no representative, officer or employee of the State of New Hampshire or of
the governing body of the locality or localities in which the Project is to be
performed, who exercises any functions or responsibilities in the review or

any decision relating to this Agreement which affects his or her personal interest
or the interest of any cotporation, parmership, or association in which he or she
is directly or indirectly interested, nor shall he or she have any personal or
pecuniary interest, direct or indirect, in this Agreement or the proceeds thereof.
RELATION T E STATE. In the performance of this
Agreement the Grantee, its employees, and any subcontractor or subgrantee of
the Grantee are in all respects independent coniractors, and are neither agents
por employees of the State. Neither the Grantee nor any of its officers,
employees, agents, members, subcontractors or subgrantees, shall have authority
to bind the State nor are they entitled to any of the benefits, workmen’s
compensation or emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

INDEMNIFICATION. The Grantee shall defend, indemnify and hold hanmless
the State, its officers and employees, from and against any and all losses suffered
by the State, its officers and employees, and any and all claims, liabilities or
penalties asserted against the State, its officers and employees, by or on behalf
of any person, on account of, based on, resulting from, arising out of (or which
may be claimed to arise out of) the acts or omissions of the Grantee or
subcontractor, or subgrantee or other agent of the Grantee. Notwithstanding the
foregoing, nothing herein contained shall be deemed to constitute a waiver of the
sovereign immunity of the State, which immunity is hereby reserved to the State.

SCOPE OF WORK

The City of Portsmouth will use New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services (NHDES)
grant funds to pay for transaction costs associated with the purchase of a conservation easement on
a critical parcel of land located adjacent to the Bellamy Reservoir, a primary source of drinking water
for the Portsmouth Water System. This project has been approved and will be receiving funds from
the Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund to assist in purchasing a conservation easement.

Specifically, the following tasks, as described in the application submitted to NHDES, will be
accomplished:

Task 1. Due Diligence

The City of Portsmouth will complete tasks associated with the conservation of the Fernald parcel,
including property survey and appraisal, environmental site assessment, title research, title opinion,
title insurance, deed review, and legal fees.

Deliverables: Copies of the property survey and appraisal, title report and deed review and all other
final materials associated with this due diligence will be provided to NHDES.

Quarterly progress report forms must be completed by grant recipients or their subcontractor and
submitted to NHDES every three months, beginning with the first full three (3) month quarter after
grant approval from Governor & Council.

On behalf of the Town of Madbury, please accept this letter of support and endorsement for the
City of Portsmouth’s application to the Drinking Water and Groundwater Trust Fund for the
purchase of a conservation easement on the Fernald Property located adjacent to the Bellamy
Reservoir. Madbury's Master Plan’s highest priority goal is to “Protect water resources in
Madbury from contamination, depletion and disfigurement using watershed management
principles. Act as stewards for municipal and regional water supplies located within the Oyster
River, Bellamy River, and Little Bay watersheds.”

The protection of the Bellamy Reservoir water quality is critical for the long-term sustainability
of the Portsmouth water supply. Protecting land that abuts the reservoir is an effective means to
provide protection of the water quality from contaminants that could result from development
and incompatible land use activities. Land protection through conservation easements also
provides a benefit to the Town of Madbury by mitigating potential municipal costs that are
incurred when properties are developed and residential areas are expanded.

The Town of Madbury supports the City of Portsmouth’s efforts to protect the water quality of
the Bellamy Reservoir through the purchase of this 45-acre conservation easement on the
Fernald parcel in Madbury, and encourage the Drinking Water and Groundwater Advisory
Commission to fund this project to help protect the Portsmouth water supply.
