REQUESTED ACTION

Approve Cynthia and Robert Durkee's request to perform the following work on Piscataqua River in New
Castle pursuant to NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) Wetlands Bureau permit #2019-01311,

and In accordance with RSA 482-A:3. No comments were submitted by the New Castle Conservation

Commission regarding the project as proposed.

Impact a total of 505 square feet of tidal resources to include 475 square feet of tidal waters and 30 square
feet of previously-developed 100-foot tidal buffer zone to construct a new 3 foot x 10 foot accessway, 3 foot x
60 foot pier, 3 foot x 35 foot ramp, and a 9.5 foot x 20 foot float with an overall structure length seaward of
highest observable tide line 110.5 feet, providing two slips on 45 feet of frontage on Mill Pond as part of the
Piscataqua River Back Channel.

NHDES Imposed the following conditions as part of this approval;

1. All work shall be In accordance with the following plans by Ambit Engineering, Inc. dated January 2019 and

revised through September 9, 2022 as received by the NH Department of Environmental Services (NHDES)
on October 25, 2022.

2. This permit shall not be effective until recorded at the Rockingham County Registry of Deeds Office by the
permittee. A copy of the recorded permit shall be submitted to the NHDES Wetlands Bureau prior to
construction.

3. Not less than 5 state business days prior to starting work authorized by this permit, the permittee shall
notify the NHDES Wetlands Bureau Pease office and the New Castle Conservation Commission in writing of
the date on which work under this permit is expected to start.

4. Any future work in jurisdiction as specified in RSA 482-A on this property will require a new application and
approval by the NHDES Wetlands Bureau.

5. This permit does not authorize the removal of trees or saplings within the waterfront buffer that would

result in a tree and sapling point score below the minimum required per RSA 483-B:9, V, (a)(2)(D)(iv).
6. No person undertaking any activity shall cause or contribute to, or allow the activity to cause or contribute

to, any violations of the surface water quality standards in RSA 485-A and New Hampshire Administrative
Rule Env-Wq 1700.

7. The seasonal structures, including but not limited to the gangway and float, shall be removed during the
non-boating season and stored on the existing pier or in an upland location.
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8. Appropriate siltation, erosion, and turbidity controls shall be in place prior to construction, shall be

maintained during construction, and shall remain in place until the area is stabilized.

9. Work shall be conducted in a manner so as to minimize turbidity and sedimentation to surface waters and

wetlands.

10. Work shall be conducted in a manner that avoids excessive discharges of sediments to fish spawning areas.

11. Work shall occur in tidal waters during the dredge window, which is between November 15 and March 15.
12. All construction-related debris shall be properly disposed of outside of the areas subject to RSA 482-A.

13. Construction equipment shall be inspected daily for leaking fuel, oil, and hydraulic fluid prior to entering
surface waters or wetlands or operating in an area where such fluids could reach groundwater, surface
waters, or wetlands.

14. The permittee's contractor shall maintain appropriate oil/diesel fuel spill kits on site that are readily
accessible at all times during construction, and shall train each operator in the use of the kits.

15. All refueling of equipment shall occur outside of surface waters or wetlands during construction.
Machinery shall be staged and refueled in upland areas only.

16. Construction of the dock shall occur from land, or from a barge and crane if land-based construction is not
feasible, to reduce potential impacts to the salt marsh and intertidal zone.

17. The height of the pier's decking over the surface of the tidal marsh at normal high tide shall equal the

width of the decking. Decking shall have 3/4-inch spacing between the decking planks.
18. The float shall be fitted with a float stop or similar structure so that the float will have minimal contact

with the underlying intertidal area.

EXPLANATION

NHDES approved this project on March 28, 2023. NHDES supported its decision with the following findings:
1. This is a major impact project per Administrative Rule Env-Wt 303.02(a), projects in sand dunes, tidal

wetlands, or bogs, except for the repair of existing structures pursuant to Env-Wt 303.04(v).

2. This application for wetlands impacts was filed with NHDES prior to December 15, 2019, and therefore, has

been reviewed and approved in accordance with the Wetlands Program Code of Administrative Rules

Chapters Env-Wt 100 - 900 in effect at the time of filing.

3. The need for the proposed impacts has been demonstrated by the applicant per Env-Wt 302.01.

4. The applicant has provided evidence which demonstrates that this proposal is the alternative with the

least adverse impact to areas and environments under the department's jurisdiction per Env-Wt 302.03.

The dock is the minimum length necessary to provide access at this location, and float stops will prevent

the dock from sitting on the mudflat at low tide.

5. The applicant has demonstrated by plan and example that each factor listed in Env-Wt 302.04(a) and (c).

Requirements for Application Evaluation, has been considered in the design of the project.

6. NH Natural Heritage Bureau ("NHB") has record of sensitive species occurring within the project vicinity,
and NHB and the NH Fish and Game Dept. Marine Division do not expect impacts to the species by the

project.

7. With respect to the proposal's impact on navigation, the design has been reviewed by the Pease

Development Authority, Division of Ports and Harbors, who, per letter dated September 15, 2022,

determined that the project would have no negative effect on navigation in the channel.

8. The New Castle Conservation Commission did not submit comments to NHDES on the application.

9. This dock is consistent with other tidal dock facility approvals in the seacoast.

10. Pursuant to RSA 482-A:8, Env-Wt 202, and Env-C 205.03, NHDES held a public hearing on February 3, 2023.

11. Pursuant to Env-Wt 402.04 and as required by RSA 482-A:3, Xlll(a), the applicant has received consent

from the abutter and complied with RSA 482-A:3, Xlll{c).
