REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management (HSEM) to enter
into a grant agreement with the City of Portsmouth, (VC#177463-B001), in the amount of $39,955.00 to purchase
and install Emergency Operation Center (EOC) equipment. Effective upon Governor and Council approval through
August 31, 2024. 100% Federal Funds. .

EXPLANATION

The purpose of this grant is for the City of Portsmouth to purchase and install equipment to outfit their Emergency
Operation Center (EOC). Equipment is to include tables, desks, and chairs to support emergency response efforts
and coordination. The grant listed above is funded from the FFY 2021 ARPA Emergency Management Performance
Grant (EMPG), which was awarded to the Department of Safety, Division of Homeland Security and Emergency
. Management (HSEM) from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA). The grant funds are to be used
to measurably ‘improve all-hazard planning and preparedness capabilities/activities, to include mitigation,
preparedness, response, and recovery initiatives at the state and local level. Grant guidance and applications are
available to all Emergency Management Directors and other qualified organizations in the State. Subrecipients
submit applications to this office, which are reviewed by the HSEM EMPG Program Manager, EMPG Program
Coordinator, and Field Representatives and approved by the HSEM Director. The criteria for approval is based on
grant eligibility in accordance with the grant’s cumrent guidance and the documnented needs of the local jurisdictions.

The Emergency Management Performance Grants are 50% federally funded by FEMA with a 50% match requirement
supplied by the subrecipient. The subrecipient acknowledges their match obligation as part of Exhibit B & C to their
grant agreement.

In the event that Federal Funds are no longer available, General Funds and/or Highway Funds will not be requested
1o support this program.

On a unanimous voice vote 9-0, Assistant Mayor Kelley moved to close the Non-Public Sessions
and seal the minutes. Seconded by Councilor Tabor and voted.

Hl. CALL TO ORDER
Mayor McEachem called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
V. ROLLCALL

PRESENT. Mayor McEacpem,\Assistant Mayor Kelley, Councilors Tabor, Denton, Moreau,
Bagley, Lombardi, Blalock, and Cook

Mayor McEachem spoke regarding a perpetrator that spray painted graffiti at multiple establishments
including the Assistant Mayor's and the synagogue with hateful comments and swastikas. He said it's
incredibly disturbing to wake up in the moming and hear from someone you know, who aside from
being a great Assistant Mayor, is also a great friend, texting you a picture of a swastika on her business.
He said she puts so much time and effort in her business as she does in the City Council serving the
citizens. He sald it's the act of, and not necessarily isolated, because there's been many incidents over
the last few years. He said we were in this Chamber just a few weeks ago speaking about the Attorey
General taking very seriously and pressing charges against members of a certified, you call them
certified hate groups, for hanging a banner on the way to New Franklin school so that the bypass traffic
would see it. He stated he doesn’t know what drives folks to do that, but it drives him to do is to resoive
to reject the ideology at any tum, to continue to fight to live up to the ideals of a racia! justice municipality,
and to press harder to become the city of the open door. He stated he wants to thank Police Chief
Newport and the department for taking this incredibly seriously, for the community rising up against
this, and for all of us as we stand in a few moments to recite the Pledge of Allegiance. He asked
everyone to remember that it's one nation under God indivisible for liberty and justice for all. He said
when we say those words tonight, I'd like us to think about what that means in Portsmouth.

Assistant Mayor Kelley said she received a text message very early in the moming by one of her
ambitious young workers.

She said as she walked around this aftemoon and spoke to a lot of business owners, and to Temple
members, it was very clear that our community will not be quiet in acts of hate. She said we've seen
these things happen in our community before and we were not quiet, and we'll not be quiet again. She
stated it is very important as a community that we do not take injustice like this in silence, what we have
to do is make sure that people like this know they're not welcome in our city, they're not welcome in our
community, and they're not welcome in our state and then we rally together at times when people that
we love and that we care about feel oppressed. She said we rally around our community when people
need us. Assistant Mayor Kelley said this is a time that these businesses and the Temple need us.
She said it's her opinion that this was targeted, they went after peopie, people of color, people of
——~different faith; people of a different sexuality; or gender origin-—She said it's not one-offs and we have "~
to make sure that we root out these people, out of our community, and that they know they're not
welcome here. She asked everyone at home, everyone in our community, and everycne here this
evening to not just take a moment of silence but to take a vow of action, to take a vow of unity, to stand
up for who we are as a community, and what we know is right.
