Authorize the Govemor*s Olfice for Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) to finalize grant
agreements using the signed terms and conditions (see example attached) in the amounts indicated in the
table below, totaling $3,362,849 in American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) State Fiscal Recovery Funds
(SFRF) from the County Emergency Equipment Program, which will provide awards to Counties that
reimburse them for the cost of eligible safety and emergency equipment, effective upon Governor and
Council approval through June 30,2024. This is an allowable use of ARPA SFRF funds under Section
602 (c)(1)(A) to respond to the public health emergency or its negative economic impacts. 100% Federal

EXPLANATION

GOFERR is requesting authorization to finalize grant awards from the County Emergency Equipment
Program with the Counties in the table above, which is a program designed to assist Counties as they
continue to respond to public safety challenges presented or caused by the pandemic, using the attached
terms and conditions that were accepted and agreed upon by each County as part of submitting their grant
application (example provided, as all signed terms and conditions are identical). Each award notice for the
eligible amount to each County is also attached.

Similar to the Locality Equipment Purchase Program and the Local Restaurant Infrastructure Investment
Program, this batch approval request is designed to ensure administrative efficiency and reduce
administrative burden, as well as be similar to requests by other agencies where specific awards can be
separately considered and approved, if needed, by using the unique identifiers in the table (Exhibit A, B
C, Etc.).

TTie application period for the County Emergency Equipment Program opened on December 7,2022, and
closed on March 14,2023 after the deadline was extended an additional two weeks. After completion of
submitted application review, GOFBRR issued award notices to Counties receiving awards, condition
upon final approval by the Governor and Executive Council. Upon approval of this request, the terms and
conditions will become the grant agreement under which an award is approved and subsequently issued or
paid.

All 10 New Hampshire Counties were eligible to appfy for reimbursement of certain eligible safety and
emergency equipment needed to assist in response to the COVID-19 health crisis, with an award of at
least $350,000 initially reserved for each County. In accordance with the pro^mi terms and guidance,
any program funds remaining after application submission and review were distributed as additional
funds awarded to Counties for remaining eligible expenditures. That is why some awards are in excess of
$350,000. As part of the program. Counties must contribute a 10% match regardless of the amount of the
award. Counties must ultimately provide proof of payment for the eligible equipment before funds can be
delivered for reimbursement, but the basis of an initial award could include estimates supported by
documentation.

As a result, the table in this item reflects awards approved by GOFERR but not yet authorized by the
Council, and some of these awards will not immediately be paid in full, unless or until necessary
documentation is provided by the County.

As with other programs, detailed program FAQs were developed and GOFERR made staff available to
help answer questions presented by Counties.
