REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Governor’s Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR) to enter into a sole
source amendment to an existing subaward (or grant) agreement with New Hampshire Housing Finance
Authority (Vendor Code 174411), 32 Constitution Drive, Bedford, NH 03110, to provide emergency
rental assistance and other eligible uses such as investment in affordable housing to eligible New
Hampshire households by increasing the price limitation by $9,034,898 from $136,143,771 to
$145,178,669, effective upon Governor and Council approval, with no change to the completion date of
September 30, 2025. (ERA 2) 100% Federal Funds.

The original award was approved on September 15, 2021 (Item #48), amended on January 26, 2022 (Item
#72), amended again on February 16, 2022 (Late Item #C) amended again on July 27, 2022 (Ttem #53E),
amended again September 21, 2022 (Item 70B), amended again November 22, 2022 (Item #74F) and
amended again February 8, 2023 (Item #75).

Funding is contingent upon Governor and Executive Council approval of an accept and expend request
for $9,046,435 included on this agenda. FIS 23-169 was approved at the May 19, 2023, Fiscal
Committee meeting.

EXPLANATION

This request enables GOFERR to amend an existing sole source agreement entered into with the New
Hampshire Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA), increasing the amount of funding available on the
subaward for eligible uses in the New Hampshire Emergency Rental Assistance Program (NHERAP),
which NHHFA facilitates in coordination with the State’s five Community Action Partnership (CAP)
agencies. As noted in the corresponding accept and expend request, the funding increase is due to ERA2
funds that were reallocated to the State by U.S. Treasury.

Just as the State entered into & subaward with New Hampshire Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA) to
facilitate NHERAP with ERA1 funds (Section 501(a) of Division N of the Consolidated Appropriations
Act of 2021), it has also entered into a subaward with NHHFA to provide ERA2 funds aliocated to the
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State for use in providing relief through NHERAP. Both ERA1 and ERA2 subawards have been amended
over time to increase funding available to the program as needed and authorized. NHHFA works directly
with the five regional CAPs to facilitate the program.

Since March 15, 2021, the New Hampshire Emergency Rental Assistance Program (NHERAP) has been
providing financial assistance to eligible households, including the payment of (i) rent; (ii) rental arrears;
(iii) utilities and home energy costs; (iv) utilities and home encrgy cost arroars; and (v) other expenses
related to housing incurred due, directly or indirectly, to COVID-19, as defined by United States
Department of Treasury. U.S. Treasury guidance also enables the use of ERA2 funds on eligible
affordable rental housing investments after October 1, 2022, if funding allows and after the State has
obligated at least 75% of its ERA2 allocations.

As background, since October 1, 2021, ERA2 funds have been used to provide assistance through
NHERAP. On September 15, 2021, Governor and Executive Council authorized GOFERR to enter into a
sole source agreement with NHHFA in the amount of $40,000,000 from the federal funds made available
pursuant to ERA2. Then, on Januvary 26, 2022, Governor and Executive Council authorized GOFERR to
amend the sole source agreement with NHHF A, increasing the amount by $5,000,000 to $45,000,000. On
February 16, 2022, Governor and Executive Council authorized GOFERR to amend the sole source
agreement with NHHFA, increasing the agreement by $30,000,000 to $75,000,000, amended again on
July 27, 2022, increasing it from $75,000,000 to $109,594,533, amended again on September 21, 2022,
increasing it from $109,594,533 to $124,305,669, and amended again on November 22, 2022, increasing
it from $124,305,669 to $132,556,533, and amended again on February 8, 2023 increasing it from
$132,556,533 to $136,143,771.

ERA2 provides the same financial assistance provided under ERA1 for a greater number of households
and for a longer period of time. In order to properly fund the program and avoid any breaks in relief
provided through it, the State has had to balance two funding sources (ERA1 and ERA2) and meet U.S.
Treasry requirements relative to both,

The regularly recurring amendments have largely been due to the method by which U.S. Treasury has
chosen to deliver allocated and reatlocated funds to the State, often in tranches or small portions at a time,
and these amendments have been necessary to provide needed funds to NHHFA for the provision of
assistance to houscholds and facilitation of NHERAP.

Prior to receiving notice of this most recent ERA2 reallocation from U.S. Treasury, NHERAP had
exhausted the funds available for rental assistance, and resources across the state were realigned to other
priorirty support programming,. As a result, NHERAP will not reopen for the purposes of providing rental
subsidies, but existing and already funded supportive services provided through NHHFA and the CAPs
will continue.

This requested amendment would further increase the amount under agreement to $145,178,669 in federal
funds made available and expand the eligible uses to include eligible affordable rental housing
investments, pursuant to federal guidance under ERA2. With this amendment, these reallocated funds
would be used by NHHFA as follows: approximately $4 million for eligible affordable rental housing
projects administered by NHHFA, approximately $5 million to reimburse the State for a portion of the
ARPA State Fiscal Recovery Funds that were used on ERA2 eligible costs to support NHERAP when
ERAZ2 funds were unavailable, and permitted administrative costs associated with these activities.
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These are allowable uses under the Emergency Rental Assistance fund established by the American
Rescue Plan Act of 2021, HLR. 1319, Section 3201 on March 11, 2021 (ERA2).

Using these reallocated funds for the purposes described above would help continue the State’s
commitment to expanding the availability of affordable housing by providing these funds to the
Affordable Housing Fund and targeting those funds toward populations at or below 50% of the area
median income (AMI), and it would help enable the'State to replenish its limited remaining ARPA SFRF
allocation for use on a variety of needs statewide. In November 2022, $20 miilion of the State’s ARPA
SFRF allocation was authorized for use to help our most vulnerable citizens remain housed during the
cold months. The State chose that approach in part to avoid diverting exceptionally limited ERA funding
at that time for the same purpose, working to continue paying eligible rental subsidies for as long as
possible.

NHERAP has successfully been able to provide nearly $300 million in rental assistance to over 26,000
New Hampshire renters, helping those households remain stably housed and manage housing challenges
during the COVID-19 pandemic.

In the event that Federal Funds become no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to
support this program.

The State of New Hampshire Governor’s Office for Emergency Relief and Recovery (GOFERR)
and the New Hampshire Housing Finance Authority (NHHFA or Grantee) hereby mutually agree
to amend the Grant Agreement previously entered into and as amended by Amendment #1,
Amendment #2, Amendment #3, Amendment #4, Amendment #5, and Amendment #6 to
increase the Price Limitation by $9,034,898.00 make the following additional changes.

The intended and authorized uses of these newly allocated funds under this amendment are for
approximately $5,000,000 in ERA2 eligible costs temporarily supported by the State’s American
Rescue Plan Act State Fiscal Recovery Fund allocation and approximately $4 000,000 for
eligible investments in affordable rental housing under ERA2.

. Wherefore the Grant Agreement is amended as follows:

1. Amend Section 1.8 of the Grant Agreement (Page 1) by increasing the Price Limitation
by $9,034,898.00 from $136,143,771.00 to $145,178,669.00.

2. Amend Paragraph 1 of Exhibit A to include the following sentence immediately
following the end of the first paragraph:

“Grantee, upoﬁ approval by GOFERR, may also use a portion of its authorized funds for
eligible affordable rental housing projects or purposes facilitated or overseen by the
Grantee, as defined by U.S. Treasury and relevant guidance.”

3. Pursuant to Paragraph 2 of Exhibit A, which states that the administrative cost maximum
rate may be reviewed from time to time to determine if it remains appropriate, the
following change is made to the administrative cost rate, effective upon full execution of
this amendment and retroactive to May 1, 2023: ly

For the purposes of the funds allocated in this amendment (Amendment #7),
the administrative costs for the Grantee, which is included in the total fof
this program, shall not exceed 6,5%. This cap on administrative costs is &
total administrative cost cap. This amended administrative cost rate
supersedes and replaces any other administrative cost rate set forth in this
Agreement, including any Exhibits, as well as the division of that rate
between the Grantee and it subawardees. The Grantee shall have the
discretion to determine the appropriate rate for itself and its subawardees
with regard to wuse of these additionally allocated funds.
