REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Fish and Game Department to enter into a contract with Civilworks Holdings
Inc. (d.b.a. Civilworks New England), Dover, NH (Vendor Code #448352), in the amount of $200,000.00 for
Engineering Services for the Statewide Public Boat Access Program effective upon Governor and Council approval
for the period July 1, 2023 through June 30, 2025. Funding source: 75% Federal Funds, 25% Statewide Public Boat
Access Funds.

Funds are available in the following account and will be expended as follows, contingent upon availability
and continued appropriations for State Fiscal Years 2024 and 2025 with the authority to adjust encumbrances
between fiscal years within the price limitation through the Budget Office if needed and justified.

EXPLANATION

The New Hampshire Fish and Game Department is in need of engineering services, including environmental
engineering and survey services, in support of the ongoing Statewide Public Boat Access Program. The Department
continues to promote and develop access and maintenance projects. Presently there are four projects in various stages
of refurbishment or development from infrastructure condition assessment, conceptual evaluation, design and
environmental review or construction. The Department works with individual land owners, municipalities and other
slate agencies to develop new sites and maintain existing boat access areas.

The sites provide convenient and safe access to lakes, ponds, river and marine water bodies for use by the
boating public. Maintenance of these facilities in good working condition is essential for stocking fisheries, law
enforcement and promotion of a positive image to the public.

Nine engineering firms expressed interest in providing engineering services. Five firms submitted
qualifications information as prescribed. A four member selection committee evaluated the qualifications of the five
respondent-firms and decided to interview four of the firms. The selection committee evaluated the four
interviewed-firms and based on qualifications selected one firm for contract negotiation. The selected firm presented
billing information for review and the Department negotiated the fee structure. Fees were not negotiated with other
firms.

3. EFFECTIVE DATE/COMPLETION OF SERVICES.

3.1 Notwithstanding any provision of this Agreement to the
contrary, and subject to the ^proval of the Governor and
Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire, if
applicable, this Agreement, and all obligations of the parties
hereunder, shall become effective on the date the Governor and

10. DATA/ACCESS/CONFIDENTIALITY/

PRESERVATION.

10.1 As used in ̂ s Agreement, the word "data" shall mean all
information and things developed or obtained during the
performance of, or acquired or developed by reason of, this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, all studies, reports,
files, formulae, surveys, maps, charts, sound recordings, video
recordings, pictorial reproductions, drawings, analyses, gnq)hic
representations, computer programs, computer printouts, notes,
letters, memoranda, papers, and documents, all vdiether
finished or unfinished.

10.2 All data and any property which has been received fiom
the State or purchased with funds provided for that purpose
under this Agreement, shall be the property of the State, and
shall be returned to the State upon demand or upon termination
of this Agreement for any reason.
10.3 Confidentiality of data shall be governed byN.H. RSA
chapter 91 -A or other existing law.

11. CONTRACTOR'S RELATION TO THE STATE. In

Neither the Contractor nor any of its
officers, employees, agents or members shall have authority to
bind the State or receive any benefits, workers' compensation
or other emoluments provided by the State to its employees.

12.1 The Contractor shall not assign, or otherwise transfer any
interest in this Agreement without the prior written notice,
which shall be provided to the State at least fifteen (15) days
prior to the assignment, and a written consent of the State.

17. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended,

20. THIRD PARTIES. The parties hereto do not intend to
benefit any third parties and this Agreement shall not be
construed to confer any such benefit

for reference purposes only, and the words contained therein
shall in no way be held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
interpretation, constmction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement

22. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisions set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are
incorporated herein by reference.

23. SEVERABILITY. In the event any of the provisions of
this Agreement are hejd by a court of competent jurisdiction to
be contrary to any state or federal law, the remaining provisions
of this Agreement will remain in full force and effiect.

The Contractor agrees that any such impact, including any disruption to
supply chains, workforce reductions, delays or interruptions in performance, or other effects on
businesses, are not the fault of the State and the Contractor may not seek damages against the
State for any such impacts.

Ethe Contractor experiences or anticipates any such COVID-19-related impacts to this
Agreement, the Contractor shall immediately notify the Contracting Officer. In the event of any
COVID-19-related impact or anticipated impact to this Agreement, the Contracting Officer shall
have the right to temporarily modify, substitute, or decrease the Services, without the approval of
the Governor and Executive Council, upon giving written notice to the Contractor. The State's
right to modify includes, but is not limited to the right to modify service priorities, including how
and when Services are delivered, and expenditure requirements under this Agreement so as to
achieve compliance therewith, provided such modifications are within the Scope of Services and
cost limitations of this Agreement.

The Consultant shall receive payment for services rendered, as detailed in this Exhibit 0.
In no event shall Consultant receive more than the contract price of $200,000 for work
performed pursuant to this Agreement.

1. Contract Price - The Contract is for a two-year period. The Consultant shall be eligible to
receive up to $125,000 in the first year of the Contract (July 1, 2023 to June 30, 2024) and up
to an additional $75,000 in the second year (July 1,2024 to June 30,2025) of the Contract,
contingent upon availability and continued appropriations for State Fiscal Years 2024 and
2025. The Consultant may receive the entire year amount or any portion of said amount,
depending on services rendered during each contract year. Unused funds from the first year
of the Contract may be carried over to the second year of the Contract contingent upon
availability and continued appropriations for State Fiscal Years 2024 and 2025.
