REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 21-1:80, (b). Authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources (DNCR), Division

of Parks and Recreation, to enter into a Retroactive contract with Premier Fence, LLC (VC#266408), Canton,
MA in the amount of $298,687 to perform Guardrail Replacement at Hampton Beach State Park, effective
upon Governor and Council approval for the period April 24, 2023 through November 1, 2023. 100% Other
Funds (Agency Income).

EXPLANATION

This contract is Retroactive because the guardrails need to be replaced prior to the peak of the Park operational
season to reduce the risk of people parking in the DNCR Parking lots and vehicles being struck by motor
vehicles operating along the north and south bound lanes of Ocean Blvd.

The Division of Parks and Recreation (Division) manages the Hampton Beach State Park. The Guardrail
Replacement services are required to; remove damaged and deteriorated guardrails and install new guardrails
along the State owned parking areas along Ocean Blvd. prior to, and during the operational season.

On March 27, 2023, an invitation to submit bids for guardrail replacement was issued, in accordance with

Department of Administrative Services' policy. The bid solicitation was posted; on the Division of Purchase
and Property's website, the Division of Parks and Recreation's website, and the following construction
services' websites; Construction Summary of NH, Infinite Imaging, McGraw Hill Construction, Signature
Press and Blueprinting, and Works in Progress. Three contractors attended a mandatory pre-bid meeting on
April 4, 2023. Three bid proposals were received on April 13, 2023, and the low bidder Premier Fence, LLC
was selected. Attached for your information, is a summary of the bids received for this project.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved the contract as to form, substance and execution.

The bidding period went on
for four weeks. A mandatory pre-bid meeting was held on April 4, 2023 and Three (3) potential bidders attended.
Bids closed on 2:00 pm. April 13, 2023 and three (3) bids where received and the apparent low bidder. Premier
Fence LLC was accepted in the amount of $298,687 pending Department review and contract approval by
Governor and Executive Council. Edward Mussey Public Works Project Manager I received and evaluated the bids.
