REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 14:30-a, VI, and RSA 124:15, the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS)
is seeking approval to amend the accept and expend of American Rescue Plan (ARP), Coronavirus
Response and Relief Supplemental Appropriations Act, (CCRSA), and Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and
Economic Security Act (CARES) requests identified in Attachment A by extending the end date for
funding and extending authorization for positions created in relation to the acceptance of funds from
these Acts, from June 30, 2023, to the dates identified in Attachment A, effective upon approval of the
Fiscal Committee and the Governor and Executive Council. 100% Federal Funds.

EXPLANATION

The Department of Health and Human Services is seeking approval of the items listed in Attachment A
relative to the American Rescue Plan (ARP), Coronavirus Response and Relief Supplemental
Appropriations Act, (CCRSA), and Coronavirus Aid, Relief, and Economic Security Act (CARES)
requests to manage the significant number of retroactive submissions that would be required at the start
of the State Fiscal Year 2024, all with the same requested action. These funds have been authorized by
the federal government beyond June 30, 2023. By approving this request, the Department will be able to
avoid the risk of halting time sensitive projects and issuing layoff notices to employees in temporary

positions.

Typically, Agencies will budget for known federal grants anticipated in the upcoming biennial budget;
however, statewide budget guidance issued in August 2022 instructed Agencies to remove all federal
relief funding related to the COVID-19 pandemic from their State Fiscal Year 2024/2025 budget

submissions.

This request serves only to extend the authorization for use of the funds and continuation of positions for
the purposes approved by Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council. Any request to reallocate an
existing budget or repurpose funds for new or existing projects will be submitted by DHHS for future
Fiscal Committee and Governor and Council approvals.
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In the event that federal funds are no longer available, General Funds will not be requested to support

these programs.
