The Department requires professional engineering services to develop and prepare final engineenng
plans, contract documents and construction services for the superstructure replacement of the Generat
Sullivan Bridge (Br. No. 200/023) carrying pedestrian and recreational traffic over Little Bay between
the City of Dover and the Town of Newington.
