REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the New Hampshire Department of Energy (Department) to award a grant to Newmarket
Housing Authority (VC# 447944) in the amount of $370,188 to install and operate 22 separate roofiop
solar arrays that will benefit low and moderate income (LMI) tenants of affordable housing units
located in Newmarket Housing Authority in Newmarket, NH, effective upon Govemor and Council
approval through June 30, 2025. 100% Other (Renewable Energy Fund)

EXPLANATION

Pursuant to RSA 362-F: 10, the Department is charged with administering the Renewable Energy
Fund (REF), the purpose of which is to support thermal and electrical renewable energy initiatives.
On November 10, 2022, the Department issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) #2022-006 pursuant to
RSA 362-F:10, X. That statute requires the Department to provide no less than 15 percent of the REF
funds annually to benefit low-moderate income (LMI) residential customers through financing or
leveraging of financing for, including but not limited to, the development of community solar projects
in manufactured housing communities or in multi-family rental housing.

The Department received four proposals requesting a total of $1.06 million in funds in response to the
RFP, one of which was incomplete and deemed ineligible. Newmarket Housing Authority and two
other proposals have been selected to receive a total of $854,188 in this funding round, Additional
information on the grant review and award process is provided along with a summary of all grant

" awards.



With these funds, Newmarket Housing Authority will work with a developer to install and operate
solar photovoltaic (PV) systems interconnected to twenty-one affordable housing units in Newmarket.
The PV systems will provide electricity to the tenants of the buildings. Attachment 1, Project and
Program Overview, provides a description of the project and summarizes the direct net benefits
provided to LMI residential customers.

The grant is contingent on sufficient REF funds being available upon the effective date of the grant
agreement. The funds have been allocated for this contract and are being held in the fund. In the
event that the REF funds are insufficient or are no longer available, General Funds will not be

requested to support this program.

RFP 2022-006 - LOW-MODERATE INCOME COMMUNITY SOLAR COMPETITIVE GRANT
REVIEW PROCESS AND SCORING TEAM

The Department of Energy (Department) issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on November 10, 2022 for
community solar photovoltaic (PV) projects providing direct benefits to low, moderate, or low and
moderate-income (LMI) residential electric customers who reside within the same electric distribution
utility service territory. Pursuant to RSA 362-F:10, X “no less than 15 percent of the funds shall annually
benefit low-moderate income residential customers, inctuding, but not limited to, the financing or
leveraging of financing for low-moderate income community solar projects in manufactured housing
communities or in multi-family rental housing.” The RFP required that projects result in quantifiable
direct benefits to a minimum of three LMI participants.

The RFP was circulated ¢lectronically to members of the Energy Efficiency and Sustainable Energy
Board (EESE Board), regular attendees at EESE Board meetings, additional stakeholders known to have
an interest in energy policy and programs. The RFP was posted on the Department website for the full
submission period, and was advertised in the New Hampshire Union Leader on November 15, 16, and 17,
2022. All responses were duc by January 23, 2023. The Department received four proposals requesting a
total of $1.06 million in grant funds for projects with combined estimated total project costs of $1.23
miflion. One proposal was deemed ineligible and therefore was not scored.

The Department employed a three-tier grant review process to evaluate the proposals. The scoring team:

The initial review team scored the threc proposals using the scoring criteria set forth in the RFP and those
requirements set forth in N.H. Code of Administrative Rules Puc 2508.02 (b) and (c), and developed a
score for each proposal from 0-100 points, and assigned values for the factors outlined in the RFP which
resulted in the final scores, ranks, and funding recommendations., Bascd on proposal scores and the
program budget, the initial review team recommended funding the full requested amount of two
applicants and a reduced amount for one applicant.

The Sustainable Energy staff submitted a funding recommendation memorandum and provided project
scores, descriptions, and recommendations for funding, and the sccond review team had an opportunity to
ask questions. The second review team reviewed the initial recommendation to endorse grant awards for
the three highest scoring proposals. The second review team approved grant funding for three renewable
energy projects in the total amount of $854,188.

Project and Program Overview

The Newmarket Housing Authority (NHA) program model is structured to maximize direct
benefits to low-moderate income (LMI) residents residing in affordable housing. The project is
designed to install 22 roof-mounted solar photovoltaic (PV) systems behind the meters of 21
residential units as well as the NHA office. The Renewable Energy Fund (REF) grant award
provides the financing necessary to enable the project to move forward and provides long term
benefits to NHA residents.

The NHA project consists of multiple rooftop arrays across multiple buildings, which will result
in 21 residential PV interconnections, as well as | PV interconnection at the office building. The
energy generated from the PV on each building will power the unit that it is connected to.

Currently, the residents pay their own electrical costs: Under this program, the LMI residents
will receive direct on-bill credits on their electric bills. This will provide the LMI residents with .
net positive monthly savings and will not impact their eligibility for other assistance programs.
