REQUESTED ACTION

Pursuant to RSA 365:37, authorize the New Hampshire Department of Energy (Department) to enter
into a contract with Blue Ridge Consulting Services, Inc. (Blue Ridge), of Travelers Rest, SC, Vendor
# 279751, for $76,240, to provide utility revenue requirement consulting services on behalf of
Department Staff in Docket No. DE 23-039, Liberty Utilities (Granite State Electric) Corp. dJbldi
Liberty Utilities (Liberty or the Company). The contract is to be effective upon the date of Governor
and Council approval through June 30,2024, with the option to renew for up to two additional years
with Governor and Executive Council approval. 100% Other Funds (Special Utility Assessment).

EXPLANATION

The Department respectfully requests authority to enter into a contract in an amount not to
exceed $76,240 with Blue Ridge, a consulting firm specializing in strategic analysis and counsel
regarding to electric sector matters. On March 29, 2023, Liberty filed a notice of intent to file
request for a change in rates.

The Department issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) on April 20, 2023. The notice of the RFP
was published in the Union Leader for three days and was posted on the Department's website.
The Department received two responses to its RFP. An evaluation team made up of the Director
in the Department's Regulatory Support Division, a Utility Analyst for Regulatory and a
Department Staff Attorney/Hearings Examiner reviewed the two RFP responses. The bid
responses were scored using the selection criteria identified in the RFP, weighted as follows:
qualifications, technical, and practical experience (maximum of 25 points); clarity and
appropriateness of proposed criteria evaluation, approaches and knowledge of relevant subject
matter (maximum 20 points); general experience and qualifications in providing similar services
(maximum 25 points); costs (maximum 20 points); and overall responsiveness to the RFP,

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including completeness, clarity, and quality (maximum 10 points). Blue Ridge was determined to be
the highest scoring qualified proposal at 94 points versus a 75-point score for the second-highest
qualified proposal.

The contract amount will not affect the General Fund. Funds will be assessed pursuant to RSA
365:37, which permits the Department to obtain experts and assess the costs to the regulated electric
utilities who are mandatory parties to the proceeding.

8.1.2 failure lo submit any report required hereunder. and/or
8.1.3 failure to perform any other covenant, term or condition of
this Agreement.
6.2 Upon the occurrence of any Event of Oefauli. the State may
take any one. or more, or all. of the following actiocu:

herein by reference. The State shall not be responsible for payment
ofany Woikera' Compensation premiums or for iny other claim or
benefit for Contractor, or any subcontractor or employee of
Contractor, which might arise under ̂ pUcable State of New
Himpshire Workers' Compensation laws in connection with the
performance of the Services under this Agreement.

18. AMENDMENT. This Agreement may be amended, waived or
discharged only by an instrument in writing signed by the parties
hereto and only after approval of such amendment, waiver <»
discharge by the Governor and Executive Council of the State of
New Hampshire unless no such approval is required the
circumstances punuant to State law, rule or policy.

19. CHOICE OF LAW AND FORUM.
19.1 This Agreement shall be governed, interpreted and construed
in accordance with the laws of die State of New Hampshire except
where the Federal supremacy clause requires otherwise. The
wording used in this Agreement is the wording chosen by the
parties to express their mutual intent, and no rule of construction
shall be ai^iied against or in favor of any party.
19.2 Any actions arising out of this Agreement, inchiding the
breach or alleged breach thereof, may not be submitted to binding
arbhration, but must, instead, be bmu^t and maiiuained in the
McTTimack County Superior Court of New Hampshire which shall
have exclusive jurisdiction thereof.

20. CONFLICTING TERMS. In the event ofa conflict between
tbe terms of this P-37 form (as modified in EXHIBIT A) and any
other portion of Ifus Agreement including any attachments thereto,
the terms of the P.37 (u modified in EXHIBIT A) shall control.

21. THIRD PARTIES. This Agreement It being entered into for
tbe sole benefit of the parties hereto, and nothing herein, express or
implied, is intended to or will confer any legal or equitable right,
benefit, or remedy of any nature upon any other person.

22. HEADINGS. The headings throughout tbe Agreemem are for
reference purposes only, and the words contained therein shall in
no way ̂  held to explain, modify, amplify or aid in the
inteipretstioa, construction or meaning of the provisions of this
Agreement.

23. SPECIAL PROVISIONS. Additional or modifying
provisioQS set forth in the attached EXHIBIT A are iocofporeted
herein by reference.

24. FURTHER ASSURANCES. The Contractor, along with ha
agents and affiliates, shall, at Hs own cost and expense, execute any
additional documents and uke such fUither actions u may be
reasonably required to carry out the provisions of (bis Agreement
and give efieet to the transactions contemplated hereby.

TTie State will not
pay any subcontractor directly for its services to the Contractor. The amount to be paid
to the Contractor, including the amounts paid for services provided to the Contractor by
any permitted subcontractor, shall not exceed the Price Limitation listed on Exhibit C.

2. The Contractor may not substitute or change personnel identified in its Proposal without
written notice to aixl the consent of the Department, such consent not to be unreasonablv
withheld. ^

3. The Contractor agrees to maintain confidential all information to which it has access until
such time as it is instructed otherwise by the Department.

4. b accordance with the provisions of RFP 2023-006, the contract term may be extended
by up to two additional years to conduct the same or similar work and the not-to-exceed
amount may be bcrcased, all at the sole option of the State, contingent upon satisfactory
contractor performance, projected requirements for similar consulting services, and, when
applicable.
