REQUESTED ACTION

1. Pursuant to RSA 261:97-c, Use of Funds, authorize the Department of Natural and Cultural Resources,
State Library, to award a Conservation Number Plate (Moose Plate) grant to the City of Portsmouth, (VC
#177463), in the amount of $9,682 for the preservation of 5 historic city ledgers effective upon Governor
and Executive Council approval through December 31, 2023. 100% Other Funds (Agency Income).

2. Further authorize an advance payment in the amount of $8,714 to the City of Portsmouth in accordance
with the terms of the contract effective upon Governor and Council approval. 100% Other Funds (Agency
Income.)

Funding is available in account. Conservation Plate Fund, as follows:
FY 2023

EXPLANATION

The Conservation Number Plate Fund is used to promote the use and conservation of cultural resources in
New Hampshire and to preserve the cultural heritage that belongs to all New Hampshire citizens by
providing for the preservation of publicly owned historic properties.

The City of Portsmouth will use the grant funds to preserve five manuscript ledgers owned by the city,
specifically: Final Tax Lists for 1884, 1885, 1888 and 1890, and the Inventories List for 1881. The
project will include conservation treatment, rehousing, the creation of a microfilm copy, and digitization
to increase public accessibility.

The reason we seek approval to provide $8,714 in advance is because the State Library's Moose Plate
grants pay 90% of the award up front to fund work on the grant project, with 10% withheld until the
grantee can show that their project has been completed.

Earlier in Fiscal Year 2023 the City of Portsmouth received a grant bringing the cumulative total over the
$10, 000 threshold therefore requires Governor and Council approval.

The Attorney General's Office has reviewed and approved this grant as to form, substance and execution.
