EXPLANATION

The Northeast Waste Management Officials Association (NEWMOA) is a non-profit, nonpartisan,
regional interstate organization supporting the environmental agencies of the northeast States.

NEWMOA focuses on the needs of State programs that address pollution prevention, toxics use

reduction, sustainabillty, materials management, hazardous waste, solid waste, emergency

response, waste site cleanup, and underground storage tanks. Membership provides substantial

benefits to New Hampshire and its citizens. The requested action is for retroactive payment

because the invoice was just received which is after the beginning of the fiscal year which began

on October 1, 2022. NEWMOA relies on these dues to ensure its continued effective service to its

member states and viability as an organization.

1. How long has this organization been in existence and how long has this agency been a

member of this organization? The Northeast Waste Management Officials Association

(NEWMOA) was formally established by the governors of the New England states in 1986.

NHDES has been a member since that time.
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2. Is there any other organization which provides the same or similar benefits which your
agency belongs to? No.

3. How many other state's belonging to this organization and is your agency the sole New
Hampshire state agency that is a member? The six New England states, New York and
New Jersey are members. NHDES is the sole New Hampshire agency that Is a member.

4. How is the dues structure established? (Standard fee for all states, based on population,
based on other criteria, etc) The dues are comprised of a flat base fee, with an additional

adjustment based upon population. The bulk of the Association's funding comes from federal
grants.

5. What benefit does the state receive from participating in this membership? NEWMOA

leads and administers numerous initiatives that promote interstate coordination to solve
critical and emerging waste management problems. NEWMOA sponsors and provides
numerous trainings and workshops annually focused on specific program areas of high
interest. All workshops/trainings are offered free or at a significant discount to state member

personnel. NEWMOA provides a steady flow of services and program information, works
closely with the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency to ensure members are aware of
current developments related to their programs, and coordinates the work of its member
states with that of their federal counterparts. New Hampshire's membership in NEWMOA
ensures that we can work In unison with our neighboring states to share information,

efficiently implement our programs, articulate state program views on federal policy
developments, and leverage our limited resources.

6. Are training or educational/ research materials included in the membership? If so, is the
cost included? Explain in detail Yes. Access to all of the services described above is

provided with membership. All collaborative meetings, and many workshops, weblnars, and
trainings are provided free of charge. Others are provided at a significant discount.

7. Is the membership required to receive any federal grants or required in order to receive or
participate in licensing or certification exams? Explain. No.

8. Is there any travel included with this membership fee? Explain in detail any travel to
include the number of employees involved, the number of trips, destination if known and
purposes of membership supported trips. Yes. Three annual Board of Directors meetings
are held, rotating through the 8 member states. The purpose of these meetings is to monitor
progress of NEWMOA projects and to prioritize and direct the Association's activities. A
nominal fee to offset facility costs is charged (typically $40/day). Details of travel are as
follow:
