REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (NHDES) to execute a SOLE SOURCE amendment to

the contract {PC# 1089259) with AECOM Technical Services, Inc., (VC#263436-R001), Chelmsford, MA, by
Increasing the contract by $1,529,793 to $5,279,793 from $3,750,000 to allow for the use of recently
received federal funds toward the completion of the rehabilitation design of Dollof Dam on Pawtuckaway

Lake, and increasing the contract for the design of the rehabilitation of Bow Lake Dam, effective upon
Governor and Council (G&C) approval through December 31, 2026. The orginal contract was approved by

G&C on October 19, 2022 (Item #71). Funding is 65.4% Federal ARPA Funds and 34.6% federal pass
through funds. This is an allowable use of ARP FRF funds under Section 602 (c)(1)(D) to make necessary

investments in general government services.

EXPLANATION

NHDES received $810,733 in Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) High Hazard Potential Dam

grant funds for the purpose of designing the rehabilitation of two state-owned dams; Dollof Dam on
Pawtuckaway Lake in Nottingham and Milton Three Ponds Dam in Milton. These federal funds were
passed through to NHDES by the Department of Safety. This amendment is SOLE SOURCE since AECOM
is already under contract for work at Dollof Dam, the design can be most efficiently and cost-effectively

completed by AECOM. NHDES also chose AECOM to prepare the analyses and design for the rehabilitation
of Bow Lake Dam using ARPA funds, as Bow Lake Dam is very similar to the Dollof Dam in design,

construction, hazard classification, and age. The funding necessary for AECOM to complete the services
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is in line with historical invoicing that NHDES has received from other vendors for similar work. To date,
$261,697.63 of the total contract has been spent.

Of the $810,733 total, $529,793 is allocated to the design of the rehabilitation of Dollof Dam in
Nottingham, and the remaining $280,940 is allocated to the design of the rehabilitation of Milton Three
Ponds Dam in Milton. NHDES seeks to amend the contract to fund engineering design work at Dollof Dam,
including addressing issues with seepage, discharge capacity, overtopping protection and stability at this

181-year-old high hazard, stone and earth gravity dam.

NHDES is allocating ARPA funds for the engineering analyses and design needed for the rehabilitation of
Bow Lake Dam. The design will address issues with seepage, discharge capacity, spillway reconstruction,

and stability at this 191-year-old high hazard, stone and earth gravity dam.

AECOM has agreed to perform the work specified in the amendment under the negotiated terms, billing

rates and conditions of the original Agreement. This Amendment has been approved by the Office of the

Attorney General as to form, execution, and content.

WHEREAS the State of New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services ("NHDES") has entered
into an Agreement with AECOM Technical Services, Inc., in the amount of $3,750,000 for professional
as-needed engineering and technical support services for repair/reconstruction projects on dams owned
by the State of New Hampshire through December 31, 2026, which was approved by Governor and
Council on October 19, 2022, as Item #71.

WHEREAS NHDES received approval from Governor and Council on April 12, 2023, as Item #91 and the
Fiscal Committee on April 21, 2023, as Item 23-129 to accept and expend a total of $810,733 in federal
funds from the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) under the High Hazard Potential Dam
(HHPD) grant program to provide assistance for rehabilitation engineering design services for two state-
owned high hazard dams, $529,793 for Dollof Dam on Pawtuckaway Lake in Nottingham and $280,940
for Milton Three Ponds Dam in Milton.

WHEREAS NHDES wishes to increase funding for the Agreement using FEMA HHPD funds in the amount
of $529,793 to support rehabilitation engineering design services for Dollof Dam.

WHEREAS NHDES also wishes to provide an additional $1,000,000 in APRA funds to the Agreement to
provide engineering and technical support services for other state-owned dam projects approved for
ARPA funds.

WHEREAS NHDES is executing Amendment 1 to increase the original Agreement in the amount of
$1,529,793 to $5,279,793 from $3,750,000 to support the design of the rehabilitation of state-owned
dams, upon Governor & Council approval.

WHEREAS AECOM Technical Services, Inc., has agreed to amend the current Agreement using the
original approved rates assigned in Table B-1 of the Agreement.

NOW THEREFORE, amend the original Agreement between NHDES and AECOM Technical Services, Inc.,
as approved by Governor and Council on October 19, 2022 as Item #71, In the following manner:

Change section 1.8 (Price Limitation) in the General Provisions of the Agreement to read: $5,279,793;
and.



Change section 1.6 (Account Number) in the General Provisions of the Agreement to read:

EXPLANATION

NHDES is responsible for the operation, maintenance, repair and rehabilitation of state-owned dams per NH RSA
482:55-57. This work Is largely performed on a force account basis by the NHDES Dam Bureau Enginieering and
Construction Staff with. Its thre« civil engineers, who design and oversee the projects, and Its nine-person
construction crew that performs the actual construction. Some, work is also performed on a contract basis with

engineering consultants and construction contractors, overseen by Dam Bureau engineers^ With Its current staffing,
the Section has the capacity to perform approximately $4 million of dam rehabilitation projects oh a force account
basis per biennium; and, with the help of other Dam Bureau staff, to oversee up to another $4 million in contract
design and construction work per biennium. Currently the Dam Bureau Is executing $8 million of rehabilitation
work on state-owr^ dams funded under the FY22-23 Capital Budget (Laws of 2021, Chapter 107:l:V-2).

In June 2022 NHDES was awarded $30 million in federal funds from the American Rescue Plan Act of 2021 (ARPA)
to fund the rehabilitation of state-owned dams. Under the deadlines established in ARPA, funds for all work must
be obligated by December 31,2024, and fully expended by December 31,2026. With these ARPA funds, the NHDES
Dam Bureau Is now resfwnslble for executing an additional $30 million in rehabilitation of state-owned dams In less

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than four and a half years, which is four times the current capacity of the Bureau. To meet these deadlines, NHDES
has budgeted a large percentage of the ARPA funds into contract classes and has added additional temporary
positions for management of these contracts to provide NHDES with the additional capacity needed to accomplish
this v^ork.

NHDES proposes to enter into Indefinite Delivery Indefinite-Quantity (IDIQ) Agreements with five engineering firms
to assist with the engineering and design of dam rehabilitation projects, the preparation of plans, specifications and
bid documents, and the oversight of the construction projects. This Agreement is one of the five proposed
Agreements. Because the full extent of engineering.needs cannot be Identified until preliminary engineering,
geotechnical, and existing conditions data have been compiled for each individual project, IDIQ agreements with
the "on-demand" services they provide and a "not-to-exceed" price are the most efficient and cost^ffective way
to procure thcM needed services. In addition, the IDIQ approach enables NHDES to quickly address project
unknowns as they are encouritered by issuing additional task orders without delaying the project. The flexibility
provided in the IDIQ approach best positions NHDES to get the ARPA fundliig fully obligated and expended by the
required deadlines. ' . ' .

NHDES plans to use the ARPA funds for the rehabilitation of 12 state^wned dams as listed in Table 1 below.

This list is subject to change if dam safety incidents or inspections disclose conditions requiring Immediate attention
at any of the state's Inventory of 274 dams or If NHDES determines that ARPA deadlines cannot be met at one or
more of the listed dams.' However, current plans are to use the ARPA funds to complete needed repairs and
reconstructfori of six of thcM dams including Goose Pond Dam, Mendums Pond Dam, Murphy Dam, Uttle Bog Dam,
Uttle Trio, Dam and Sunset Lake Dam. ■ » . ^

For the Goose Pond Dam and Mendums Pond Dam rehabilitation projects, which are nearly fully designed, NHDES
intends to initiate the bid process and use ARPA funds to establish construction contracts with qualified contractors,
with'construction oversight to be tasked under one or more of the IDIQ contracts. For Murphy Dam, NHDES will
build upon work that assessed the condition of the outlet works and the electrical control system at the dam, and
use the contracts to develop designs, plans and specifications and bid documents for replacements of these 82-
year-old systems, as well as to contract with qualified contractors, to complete tl^ replacements. For the three
other dams, Little Bog Dam, Little Trio Dam, and Sunset Lake Dam, NHDES intends to use the IDIQ contracts to
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provide designs and permitting, with the construction work to be performed on a force account basis by the NHDFS
Dam Bureau Engineering and Construction Section.' ' .

For the other six dams NHDES Intends to use the IplQ Agreements to commission analysis, design, permitting, and
preparation of bid. documents, so that conrtructlon can begin on these dams as soon as future funds become
available. In this way, the use of ARPA funds will ultimately help rehabilitate these dams In the timeliest manner
pouible. '

In addition to being funded vrith ARPA funds, this proposed lOIQ contract will also use Capital Funds for the list of
dams and related projects in Table 2 below.

Several of the ARPA-funded dam projecte listed iri Table 1 require data that will be gathered under projects listed
In Table 2. For example, design work at Avery Dam is contingent upon data and analysis that are part of the
Winnipesaukee River Basin Assessment/Modeling project. Similarly, design work at Milton 3-Ponds is contingent
upon data gathered as part of the Salmon Fails River Assessment/Modeling project, and design work for Northwood
Lake Dam and Sunset Lake Dam relies on data and analysis from the Suncook River Assessment/Modeling project
Because of this, NHDES also Intends to use the IDIQ Agreements to perform the work needed on these orolects
and will issue Task Orders under the IDIQ contracts so that the projects that are connected and can orogres^
simultaneously to the extent possible. k s »»

The procurement process for this Agreement, further detailed.in Attachment A, was conducted in accordance with
Issuing a Request For Qualifications (RFQ) for engineering analyses, internal review and approval

of qualifications, and ranking of the most qualified firms. NHDES received responses to the RFQ from eleven firms
The six most qualified firms were identified based on the qualifications and experience with earth embankments
hydrology and hydraulics (H&H) studies, seismic evialuation, dam removal analysis, grouting design, breach analysis'
inundation mappirig and EAP preparation, reinforced concrete design, stability analysis, overtopping protection'
rock anchors, structural analysis and design, geotechhical investigations and design, foundations, gates and gate
operators, flow measurement devices, penstodcs and conduits through dams, seepage analysis and control plan
design, site survey for feature location, topography and boundary delineation, instrumentation, wetlands area
delineation, asset management/risk assessrnent, computational fluid dynamic modeling, and electrical design.

The selection committee interviewed the six tnost qualified firms and ranked them based on professional
competence as evidenred by projects performed in the last ten years, experience in successfully performing the
work specified in the RFQ for dam facilities, and the staffing capacity to meet project deadlines. Because of the
large amount of work that needs to be accomplished in the short time allowed under ARPA, It was decided that
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IDIQ Agreements would be established with five consultant firms. The top five firms, as ranked by the members of
the Selection Committee, were selected. AECOM Technical Services, Inc., was among the top five firms. AECOM
demonstrated iu ability to execute filghly technical river modeling and manage muitiple iarge-scale design projects
simultaneousiy Therefore, NHDES expects to assign AECOM with,Task Orders that include the Winnlpesaukee River
Basin Assessment, rehabilitation designs for.aii four Pawtuckaway Lake Dams, and rehabilitation design of Aveiy
Dam.

NHDES has negotiated terms and conditions for the,services to be provided, billing rates and conditions, and a not-
to-exceed cost for this Agreement with AECOM. The Agreement has been approved by the Office of the Attorney
General as to form, execution, and content.

The procurement process for this Agreement was conducted in accordance with RSA 21-1:22. in
FebruatY 2022, NHDES posted on the Department of Administrative Services and the NHDES websites
a Request For Qualifications (RFQ) from professional consultants for as-needed agreements to
provide engineering and technical support services for projects and activities related to state-owned
dams located throughout the State.
