REQUESTED ACTION

Authorize the Department of Environmental Services (DES) to enter into a SOLE SOURCE amendment
to PC #1053908 with Brown and Caldwell, Inc. (Vendor Code #230406-R001) Andover, Massachusetts

for engineering and construction oversight services for the Winnipesaukee River Basin Program (WRBP)
by increasing the contract amount by $1,200,000, from $800,000 to $2,000,000, and extending the
contract completion date to June 30, 2025 from June 30, 2023 effective upon Governor and Council
approval. The original contract was approved by the Governor and Council on October 26, 2016, Item

#72 and amended on June 24, 2020, Item #122.100% Capital funds.

EXPLANATION

Approval of this amendment will authorize Brown and Caldwell to continue to provide engineering

services in support of the operations, maintenance, compliance, and necessary capital improvements

of the WRBP infrastructure located in the Lakes Region. This is a Sole Source request since the amount

of the amendment is greater than 10 percent of the original contract price limitation and continuing

this support with Brown and Caldwell will allow the WRBP to advance the $10M Solids Handling
Upgrade Project from 30% design to 100% design including producing bidding documents. Brown and

Caldwell completed the Solids Handling Master Plan for the WRBP Franklin WWTF, a Basis of Design

Report for selected infrastructure upgrades, and the 30% Design under the current contract; making

their project team the technical experts in the facility upgrades and retrofits that are necessary to
successfully complete this complex capital project through construction. The Solids Handling Upgrade

Project Phase 1 includes improvements to the sludge thickening, anaerobic digestion, and digester gas

management and utilization at the Franklin WWTF. The final design and bidding are anticipated to take

10-12 months with construction to proceed after competitive selection of a contractor. The WRBP

Advisory Board supports this project as evidenced by the letter included with the approved CWSRF

loan in place for project funding. $607,885 of the current contract has been expended to date.
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Other as-needed engineering support during the contract term may also include, but is not limited to:

•  Planning studies, alternatives analyses, feasibility studies or design for projects such as those

included in the 10-year Capital Improvements Plan (CIP) approved by the WRBP Advisory

Board.

•  Inspections, design, bidding assistance and construction management for projects deemed

necessary to address unexpected problems or to repair/modify existing infrastructure due to
deterioration or operational issues.

The WRBP o\wns and operates the wastewater collection and treatment system for 10 communities
that receive the benefit of the services. The WRBP serves the communities of Moultonborough, Center

Harbor, Meredith, Gilford, Laconia, Sanbornton, Belmont, Tilton, Northfield, and Franklin that are

represented by the WRBP Advisory Board.

This amendment has been approved by the Department of Justice as to form, substance, and

execution.

We respectfully request your approval of this item.

AMENDMENT #2

CONTRACT CE 1053908

This Agreement (hereinafter called the "Amendment #2"), dated this day of
, 2023, by and between the State of New Hampshire acting by and through its

Department of Environmental Services, Water Division (hereinafter referred to as the "State") and

Brown and Caldwell. Inc. (hereinafter called the "Engineer").

WHEREAS, pursuant to an agreement (hereinafter called the "Agreement") dated June 14, 2016, and

approved by the Governor and Council on October 26, 2016 at Item No. 72 as Contract Number CE
1053908 and Amendment #1 approved by the Governor and Council on June 24, 2020 at Item No. 122,

the Engineer agreed to perform certain services upon terms and conditions specified in the Agreement
and in consideration of payment by the State of certain sums specified therein; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of paragraph 18 of the Agreement, the Agreement may be

amended, waived or discharged only by written Instrument executed by the parties thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Engineer and the State have agreed to amend the Agreement in certain respects;

NOW THEREFORE, In consideration of the foregoing, and the covenants and conditions contained in

the Agreement and set forth herein, the parties hereto do hereby agree as follows:

1. Amendment and Modification of Agreement:

The Agreement is hereby amended as follows:

A. The price limitation governing the Agreement as set forth in the Agreement (line 1.8 of the General

Provisions and as referenced in Exhibit A of the Scope of Services and in Exhibit 8, Basis of

Payment), shall be increased by $1,200,000 from $800,000 to $2,000,000.

B. The Completion Date as set forth in sub-paragraph 1.7 of the agreement shall be changed from

June 30, 2023 to June 30, 2025.

2. Effective Date of Amendment:

This Amendment shall take effect upon the date of approval of this Amendment by the

Governor and Executive Council of the State of New Hampshire.

3. Continuation of Agreement:

Except as specifically amended and modified by the terms and conditions of this Amendment,

the Agreement and the obligations of the parties thereunder, shall remain in full force and

effect with the terms and conditions set forth.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN

NEW HAMPSHIRE DEPARTMENT OF ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES - WINNIPESAUKEE RIVER BASIN

PROGRAM

AND

BROWN AND CALDWELL FOR

AS-NEEDED ENGINEERING SERVICES

This Task Order Agreement made the 1st day of May , 2023 by and between the New
Hampshire Department of Environmental Services — Winnipesaukee River Basin Program, (hereinafter

called WRBP and/or CLIENT), and BROWN AND CALDWELL (hereinafter called BC or ENGINEER).

WHEREAS, an Agreement was executed on October 26, 2016 (Item #72) between the CLIENT and

ENGINEER, which Agreement is entitled "As-Needed Engineering Services" hereinafter referred to as
AGREEMENT. Terms of the AGREEMENT are incorporated herein by reference.

WHEREAS, CLIENT desires assistance with preliminary engineering design services for solids handling

improvements at the Franklin Wastewater Treatment Facility (WWTF) as described in the Solids Handling

Master Plan.

NOW, THEREFORE, In consideration of said AGREEMENT and other good and valuable considerations, it is

hereby agreed and acknowledged by and between CLIENT and ENGINEER to execute this Task Order as

follows:

Scope of Work: The Scope of Work for the Task Order shall be as follows:

Project Background

Under Task Order (TO) No. 1, New Hampshire Department of Environmental (NHDES) staff operating the

Winnipesaukee River Basin Program (WRBP) with Brown and Caldwell (BC) developed a Solids Handling
Master Plan to outline a 20-year roadmap for solids handling and processing equipment improvements at
the Franklin Wastewater Treatment Facility (WWTF). The Solids Handling Master Plan was developed to
identify the necessary upgrades, process modifications, and state of good repair projects that the WRBP
needs to undertake over the course of the next 20-year planning period.

The Solids Handling Master Plan recommended improvements to three process areas: sludge thickening,
anaerobic digestion, and digester gas management and utilization. Given the severity of the corrosion of
the existing digester gas management system and corresponding risk for digester gas leaks, this area was
determined to be the highest priority for advancement to design. In addition, a condition assessment of
the digester covers was recommended to determine their remaining useful life and prioritize replacement
of the anaerobic digestion system.

Under TO No. 2, BC and WRBP developed a scope of work for conceptual (10%) and preliminary (30%)
design services for improvements to the digester gas management system and digester cover inspection
by the original digester cover manufacturer (Evoqua). BC completed conceptual design of the digester gas
management system improvements, coordinated the cover inspection, and provided WRBP summary

reports for both tasks in June and July of 2020, respectively. The conceptual design of the digester gas

management system proposed a new, above grade piping, condensate management, and waste gas
burner system. Evoqua stated that the digester covers were in good condition in their inspection report
and could remain in service for the planning horizon (20 years).

Under TO No. 4, BC completed conceptual (10%) and preliminary (30%) design of the remaining solids
handling facilities identified under the Solids Handling Master Plan; namely, improvements to sludge,
thickening, anaerobic digestion and digester gas handling. The 30% design documents were submitted to
WRBP in August 2022. The objective of this TO No. 7 Is to provide WRBP with the detailed engineering
design and bid support services for improvements to the sludge thickening, digester and concomitant
building heating, digester gas handling, and anaerobic digestion facilities (collectively called Solids
Handling Upgrades).

Task Order 7 includes the following tasks outlined below to be completed by BC:

Item 1 Solids Handling Upgrades 60% Design

Item 1.1 Design Activities

Objective: BC to advance design items from the Preliminary (30%) Design Phase to the Intermediate
Design (60%) stage.

Activities: Completed construction documents in the 60% Design submission will Include resolution

and incorporation of all comments submitted during the 30% design review. In addition,

this task includes the following activities:

•  BC to prepare detailed design drawings per the drawing list provided as part of this
scope of work. Detailed design drawings and specifications will reflect the following

project elements.

o Design elements from preliminary (30%) design under TO No. 4, Including:

•  Installation of a rotary drum thickener (RDT) and associated sludge holding tank,

transfer pumps and process interconnections

• Reconfigured digester feed piping

■  Installation of a new polymer storage tote and feed system

■  Installation of new combined unit sludge heat exchangers (HEX) and boilers

•  Installation of new cover-mounted linear motion mixers (LMM) on the primary

digesters. Cover modifications will be designed by the cover manufacturer

(Evoqua).

■  Reconfigured digester gas piping from each digester and new waste gas burners

• New Condensate Control Building and associated drainage system

• Modifications to the Digester Building (all levels)

o New electrical and controls to service new equipment listed above

o Civil site modifications, including new paved areas as per client markup received on

12/1/22 and re-grading around all four digesters

o HVAC modifications required to meet applicable classification codes and reuse

excess heat from the new HEX/boilers

■  Hot water piping will be provided for the digester and thickener buildings and

extended to the Administration building to allow for flexibility in utilizing excess

heat.

•  BC will provide support to the geotechnical subcontractor as well review any reports

and findings provided from the contractor.

Deliverables: Deliverables will include the following:

•  Response to 30% Design review comments in excel and word (email responses). The
scanned comments will be responded to in pdf form.

•  60% Design drawings (nearly complete general, architectural, process mechanical,
instrumentation and electrical) to be delivered electronically.

•  Draft specifications for all divisions to be delivered electronically.

•  AACE Class 2 (-15% to +20%) engineer's cost estimate

•  60% Design Virtual Workshop Presentation and Meeting Minutes

Item 1.2 Permitting Support

Objective: To support WRBP in obtaining environmental permits required prior to construction.

Activities: BC has reviewed air permitting regulations as they apply to the proposed modifications. As

proposed, the digester gas-fired boilers are potentially subject to air permitting under New

Hampshire's Chapter Env-A 1400, Regulated Toxic Air Pollutants (RTAP).

Per Env-A 1402.02 (J), the facility could be exempt from the RTAP if it satisfies the

following two requirements:

(1) The facility is not required to develop a pretreatment program to control pollutants

received by the POTW from non-domestic sources, in accordance with 40 CFR 403,

General Pretreatment Regulations for Existing and New Sources of Pollution; and

(2) The facility has a national pollutant discharge elimination system (NPDES) permit. In

accordance with section 402 of the Clean Water Act, 33 U.S.C. 1251 et seq. (1402.02

(J)]

BC assumes that the facility does not qualify for an exemption under Env-A 1402.02(J) and

will further evaluate a permitting exemption under Env A-1403 based on emissions less
than the toxics thresholds. BC will estimate hourly and annual toxics emissions from the

proposed boilers and compare the emissions to the de minimis thresholds in Env-A 1400.

If any compound exceeds its respective de minimis level, BC will evaluate in-stack or

adjusted concentrations based on the methods in Env-A 1404.04 and Env-A 1404.05.
BC has assumed that air dispersion modeling and permitting will not be required. If
necessary, a separate task order will be developed for modeling;

Item 2 Solids Handling Upgrades 90% Design

Objective: BC to advance design items from the 60% Design Phase to the 90% Design stage.

Activities: Completed construction documents in the 90% Design submission will include resolution
and incorporation of all accepted comments submitted during the 60% design review. 90%

Design documents will include all design elements identified in Item 1 above, with all

drawings and specifications nearly complete. Drawings will be submitted to the required

local, state and federal agencies to obtain the required permits to bid and to construct.

See Item 5 for further discussion on permitting support.

Activities: All 100% Design Construction Contract Documents consisting of all drawings and
specifications for the construction of the Project will be submitted to WRBP and DES-WEB

Design Review In electronic format and three (3) copies in hard copy assuming half-size
drawing sets. Electronic submittal shall include PDFs of all drawings and specifications

along with native format (Microsoft Word and CAD) versions of drawings and

specifications.

Deliverables: Deliverables will include the following:

• Response to 90% Design review comments and incorporate into final design, as

necessary.

• 100% Design Final signed and sealed specifications and drawings submitted

electronically.

• AACE Class 1 (-10% to +15%) engineer's estimate

Item 4 Bid Services

Objective: To support WRBP during the bid period.

Activities: The BC team will assist WRBP in answering technical questions that may arise during the

bidding period. BC will also prepare two addenda to the contract documents, including

revisions to the drawings and specifications, as required. The BC team will provide

recommendations on the acceptability of substitute materials and equipment. Select

members of the BC team will attend a pre-bid meeting and will assist WRBP in reviewing

the qualifications of the low bidders and developing recommendations for contract award.

Deliverables: BC shall prepare pre-bid meeting minutes as well as develop and issue addenda. After bids

are received, BC will provide a tabulation and written recommendations for award.

Conformed bid documents will be created and provided to the Client in hard copy and

electronic copy at the end of the bid period. Sjx'(6) copies in hard copies will be provided.

Five (5) sets will contain half sized drawings and one (1) will consist of a set of full-size

drawings. Each hard copy set will contain specifications.

Overall Project Assumptions

1. NHDES will provide safe access to all required areas of the site for the purposes of project design. If
site visit will be conducted, BC staff will present internal field operations guidance document to
NHDES staff for review and will comply with guidance during site visit. BC will comply with all NH and
NHDES policies if more stringent that BC's.

2. NHDES will make available in a timely manner all drawings, records, and site information obtained
relative to the project, including topographical survey, and information related to any and all
underground utilities, hazardous materials, easements, permits, geotechnical Investigations, lab
data, environmental surveys, etc. as necessary for completion of the work under the above detailed
scope.

3. The design will rely on the accuracy of record drawings, historical records, geotechnical and survey
data provided by NHDES. Based on the previous survey conducted during preliminary design, no
additional survey is required at this time unless a change in a location of the flare or new structures
is determined and is located outside of the survey's boundaries. If an additional survey is required, a
separate task order will need to be completed.

4. Client to provide front end specifications for Bidding and Contract requirements.

5. Additional project needs such as verification of data, detailed process analysis, and field verification
of record drawings is not included but can be provided as additional services.

6. NHDES will review the draft submittals for accuracy of understanding of the issues and data
assumptions. NHDES will provide one set of compiled written comments.

7. BC is not responsible for any schedule or cost impacts related to delays caused byprotracted
reviews, changes In scope of work, or other situations outside of ourcontrol.

8. BC Is not responsible for additional effort that may be required for issues related to unknown
conditions that may impact the design or construction.

9. Biogas characteristics will be based on the 2012 Tighe & Bonds CHP Feasibility study as provided by
WRBP, if any additional emissions factors are required, BC will attempt to identify readily available
emission factors (e.g., Webfire).

10. BC assumes that an air toxics compliance demonstration has been completed for all existing
sources and is not included in this scope. If there is overlap in emissions from existing sources,
WRBP will provide relevant process information to evaluate facility-wide impacts.

11. It is assumed that Evoqua will produce stamped and sealed existing digester cover modification
design documents. This work will be completed as part of the construction phase.

12. Any required building permits will be completed by the contractor.

4. Compensation: The CLIENT agrees to pay and the ENGINEER agrees to accept for services
associated with Item 1 {60% design including geotechnical support and air permitting) in the

above Scope of Services a maximum fee of $463,314, for services associated with Item 2 (90%
design) a maximum fee of $293,822, for services associated with Item 3 (final design and bid
support) a maximum fee of $107,020 and for services associated with Item 4 (bid services) a
maximum fee of $14,646 in accordance with the terms in Exhibit B of the Agreement. Refer to
the attached Breakdown of Fee Table and 5700 form for breakdown of effort and rates. CLIENT

and ENGINEER may, by mutual agreement, move available funds between subtasks to best

complete the scope of services; not to exceed the Task Order No. 7 budget of $878,802 without
prior written authorization via task order modification.
